purchased, horses and perminent men
added, supplies purchased and repairs
made, All thls required the passage of
| extra approprintions to the approxis
mate wmount of $0,000 in addition to the
47,000 general appropriation for main-

talning the department

Whenaver any of the speclul appro-
priations were advocated by the conns
cilmen now the ardent advocites of a
paid depavtment, considerable opposl-
tlon was offered. The measures for in-
creasing the efficiency of the service
were, however, passed with the result
that the way 18 now more clearly open
to securing e pald serviee at o greatly
reduced expense.

Detnils Not Arranged.

The details of the ordinance have not
been fully prepared, but The Tribune
has useertalned the text of the measure
and the obstacles which will have to
be overcome, and i8 able to outline the
plan of action proposed by the clty of-
ficlals and councllmen immediately in
terested,

While many questlons have been en-
countered which mi ht humper g rodi-
ol and successful change from  the
volunteer service, all have béen prop-
erly met, including the guestion of ex-
pensi, which has been considered the
most Important ftem.

He obtalned the corn-
gressional nominatlon from the Deém-
nerst and Labor parvties ln 1880 {n the
Luzerne-Luckawunnu distrlor, but Hen-
drick B, Welght, who was defented in
the converntlon, becaume an Independent
candldate and J. A. Scranion, the Re-
publlean nominee, was elected,

In 1882 Mr. Connolly was again a can-
didute for congress and defeated Mr
Seranton, but was In turn defeated by
the latter for a re-election.
