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A PENTENTIARY TRAGEDY

A Guard’s Desperate Struggle with
Three Mutinous Convicts,

PRISONER O'DAY SHOT DEAD
Inmates of the Columbus, Ohio, Prison
Attack Keeper Temple—In the Strug-
gle Two Prisoners Are Shot and the
Guard Is Mortally Wounded,

By the United Press.

Columbus, Ohlo, Dee. 20.—Following
close on the Christmas festivities at the
penitentinry came one of the most
shocking tragedies this morning that
has ever cecurred at the Institution.
One prisoner 18 dead, another wounded,
und o guard seriously Injured,

The affulr occurred today nbout 10 a.
m. at Reynolds foundry anid uppears to
have been the result of lack of dis-
eipling in the prison. Sub guards have'
generally been on duty there and the
convicls have been in the habit of tak-
ing undue lbertles. Recently Warden
Jumes determined to put a stop to this
und placed A. J. Temple, of Columbus
coutnty, one of the strictest guards In
the institution, in this shop. The pris-
oners did not like Temple, and Informn-
tlon was conveyed to him that three of
them had been making threats against
him., Thest were Juseph O'Day, a two
year forger from Cleveland, John
Tlurke, a Lorain county robber: and
John Bird, In for mansglaughter from
Frankliz county. Temple reported
thege three for making threats, Hear-
ing of this, the trio lay in wait for him
this morning in the foundry. Burke
gefzed him around the neck, while
('Day struck him over the head with
an iron bar, Guards Fulton and. But-
ler rushed to Temple's asslstance, while
the other prisoners in the shop flocked
to the scene,

Dazed by the hlow, Temple valnly at-
tempted to pull his revolver, which he
grasped, but was prevented from get-
tng it out by his assallants. O'Day
ghouted to Reuben Gardner, a Wood
county prisoner, in for manslaughter:
“Hring me a knife, and 1'11 cut his hand
off, or cut his throat.”

Tample maniged to shoot through his
pocket at Gardner, the bullet laking er-
fect in the latter's leg, By this time the
guards had succeeded in freeing Temple
from the convicts. O'Day turned to
atrike at Temple, when the guard shot
Mm through the right lung. O'Day
dled goon afterwards, Temple will re-
cover from ‘his Injurieg. The convicts
emgaged in the mutiny will ba severely

punished,
