The good done by this courae
in ehurch history 18 great great, It
lenves a permanent influence for good
upon the young minds that are thus
peeping into the chaos of the middle
ages.
Women Missionaries.

The guccess of misslonary enterprise
in many parts of the world Is largely
due to woman, and, although she was
not first on the fleld, yet her increased
geal and earncstness LI fare to excel
the laborg of man In this department
of Christan work. She has played as
important a part on the foreign tield
ng hag man, and Iif the ratlo of inerease
of women in the work will Inérease in
the rest of the decade as It has In the
past, they will outnumber thelr male
fellow-laborers, The first unmarried
woman gent out among the heathen bes
gan work In 1820, under the Church
Misglonary soclety. As lite as 1854
there were only fifteen in the work, but
in the following yeuar the number was
inereased to 160, and Ih 1803 the number
of female missionaries had risen to one-
fourth of the men employed. Natlve
female teachers are now Inrgely en-
gaged, and In the above soclety there
were 302 on its lists for Jast year. Dur-
ing this year, the number of unmarrled
female agents of all Protestant mis-
slonury socletles numbered 2,600,

The Boys brilled,

The Boys' Brigade haz had a per-
manent foothold In the Petin Avenue
Baptist church, and from sisty to sev-
enty boys are weekly drilled by Fred M.
Koehler, and their proficiency s sur-
prising, Discipline lg enforced and the
prompt obedlence given by the boys
to thelr ¢aptain {8 s0 admirable that
many a Sunday school superintendent,
receiving equal attention from  the
olagses, would Imagine the millenliam
about to dawn. And not only do these
boys learn military drills, but they are
also tralned In Scripture history, and
thelr love for the church Is as desp and
gtrong as thelr love for the Monday
night exerclse. The boys are anxlous
W secure uniforms, but the requisite
amount of money is not yet secured.
A complete outfit I8 expensive, but the
members of thée two companies are
steadily working for this object, and
are gradutally reaching the object of
thelr ambition. They have just se-
cured guns, and probably before the
mwinter i over they will algo be the glad
possessors of uniforms. There nre sev-
eral other companles In the elty, and
th pastors of the churches In which the
boys are so organlxed feel that the or-
ganization Is one of the best devised to
hold the boys and train them In ele-
ments of charaeter that are essential to
true manhood and Christlan useful-
ness.

Endeavor Notes.

The Beranton union, through Its special
eommittes, of which Charles . Danlels
Is chalrman and Harry Lathrope seore-
tary, Is buslly eéngaged In seouring the
state convention of Christlan Endeavor
workera for 1886, Very encournging ro-
ports are recelved and the outlook I8 most
promising. The committes has every rou-
son to belleve that Ita efMorts will be sue-
cessful, and preliminary arcangements
are belng made to welcome the conven-
tion to this city. It has never been held
in this part of the state, and thy argu-
monts advanced by the local union have
earried convictlon wherever they have
been consldersd, und should the socleties
decide to meet In this section there I8 no
clty so fuvorable as ours,

During last year Pennsylvania came
very near taking the banner for the larg-
et number of socletlos organieed during
the year, Englund wos threée socleties
before the Keystone state, It In too eurly
yet to predict where the hanner will go
next year, but our state will present m re-
port worthy of Its past record. The state
socretary of Endeavor workers reported
that during the past year 1,118 new socle-
tles have been enrolled, making now 2,160
organizationg In the wstate. Thore are
forty-peven county and seventy-one local
and distriot unlons. The "Banner Coun-
ty* s FPhiladelphin, and  Allegheny

comes second. During the year $12,525.20
were contributed for the cause of mik-
slong, and $126811.4 for other benevolent
objects, The Juniors contributed 321509
of the above amount, Twenty-two Evun-
gelical depominations are represented in
the union,

An effort Is being made to have the En-
deavor socleties of the Lackawanna Press
byter join hands and ralse $T00 a year to
support Dr. Jessup as thelr special rep-
resentative on the forelgn feld, Dr, Sam-
uel Jessup went out from the above
Presbytery many years ago, and was
sthatloned at Belrut, Byria, The plan
proposed I8 pow In the hands of the of-
ficers of the Presbytery, and will be cons
sgldered by them. There are over 300
members in the socletles within the boun-
daries of the above Preshytery, amd if
they will tnke up the work It will be ac-
complished,

A good plan has been put in operation
In the Plymouth soclety of Sceattle, Wash,,
which gives conslderable satisfaction. At
the end of ench month each member of
the sdelety 18 uskod to hand to the lookott
committee roplles to these questions:
