The property
owners ullege that the benefit necru-
Ing to them from the sewers will not
be commensurate with the benefit that
other sections of the district will derlve
from It Pittston avenue will be very
much enhanced In value, and the ase
gessment against the average property
I8 not as great as the ussessments
srulnsl properties farther from the
river.

The protesting property owners want
R new wry of rating sewer assess-
ments. They belleve In taxing those
properties the most that will be the
most benefited, regurdless of the fact
that it will in some cases cost far less
to bulld the sewer on the streets that
derive the most benefit.

Majority Favor Imprevement,

‘The majority of those owning thelr
homea In the Sevemteenth Sewer dis-
triet are in favor of the Improvement,
and In most cases thuse who are op-
posed are men who have Just pur-
chased properties and are striving to
pay for them.

They do not just now want to be
burdened with the additlonal expense
of paying for what they admit to be a
declded improvement, but one which
they think they can get along without
yer for awhile,

NEWS OF THE SOUTH SIDE.

Property Owners to Fight Clalms of
Lightming Rod Men~Brief Jottings.

Attorney 0. J. Donahoe has been em-

loyed to defend the Intervstr of certain

Inookn property owners against
whom a lightning rod concern of Alle-
gheny City has obtulned writs which
have been entered In the office of Pro-
thonotary Pryor as judgments, The
Tribune, the day after the writs were
filed, contained an account of the mat-
ter and gave the names of the defend-
ants, There were In all more than a
doxen, but three, Michael Forrester,
Michrel Lydon and WPatrick #Powell,
belng from Minooka.

One of the men who Is a defendant
wits asked by w Tribune reporter yes-
terday what the sults mean, and he
was not buckward In denouncing the
lghtning rod concern. He pald that
the agent eame around about two years
ago representing that his company
would equip houses very cheap with
lghtning guards, and produced a pa-
per which was signed as a contriact.

When the work was finished the prop-
erty owners pald the amount stipulat-
ed in the contract, but there was In-
variably a blll for extras which made
the cost amount to almost double the
originnl fAigure. The property owners
refuned to puy and hence the suite. At-
torney Dvonahoe has scoured the stops
page of proceedings and the property
uwmt-m propuse to battle the cases In
court.
