He had gone but about
100 feet from the place where they had
gpoken to him when one of the men
climbed over the rear of the buggy and
dealt Murphy a heavy blow with a club,
He fell unconscious from the buggy to
the road, where he lay until found by
gogme passers-by. The horsges became
frightened by the occurrence and be-
ing without a driver turned round and
started down the road. They were
caught about & mlle away by a man
who drove them back, looking for their
owner, The unconscious man was
taken to Mahon's hotel, in Olyphant,
whege his wounds were dregsed by Dr.
