The New Woman Will Hove to Pay a
Rovalty on Her Trousers to o Brooklyn
Invemtor.

Washington, Febh. 2 —Hereafter the
new woman will have to nay a royslity
un  her “bloomers" Latters  patent
covering that un-to=date article of fe.
male wearing apvarel have just been
granted by Commissioner of Putents
Seymour to an enternrising citizen of
Brooklyn, N, Y. Application
patent was sl =ome time ago, when
the bloomer craze was at it height.

He did not cluim to be the orlginator
of this form of feminine trouserettes,
but his right to letters patent on the
grouml that he was the inventor of
some of the most  essential features
of the acceepted style of bloomers, Ha
alza clalmed to be the orviginal appli-
cant for a patent right on the article
named,

The deluy in granting letters patent
was due Lo a long drawn and rather
humorous discussion aimong the patent
office examiners as to whether female
trousers, commonly known as bloomers,
were patentabile,

One examiner has held that trousers
in any shap or form, for elther male or
femide wear were almost s anclent
as the flg leal worn by mother Eve,
Another stated thar trouserettes had
been worn by the women of Turkey,
Persia and other countries for ages, and
consequently. were not an original fn-
ventlon with Royee,

Numerous pattorns of ancient and
muodern  pantalettes  or  (rouseretivs
woere taken bhefore the examining board
by the Brookiyn inventor and sub-
mitted  for official investigation. The
Howing nether garment worn by the in-

the maldens of Persia were compared
with the Intest style of bleyele and
skating bloomers worn by the new wao-
man of “Unele Bam's"” domain,

The applicant and  his  attorneye
clalmed originulity on the fact that
hi= invention of nineteenth century
Iocmers was a garment formed of two
pieces, or dunlleates, of cloth or other
fabric, nnd several additionn] fentures,
He submitted a drawing of hig Inven-
tiom, which resembled In miniature two
bdloons, tampant, attached tw each
other at the walstband of the gurment.

The first set of clalms filed In the de-
partment  were  voluminous,  Afler
months of examination and digcussion,
the matter war finally redoced to the
following, wpan which letters patent
were fsgued:
