VISITORS FROM THB UNSEBEN

Same Ghoat Scem by Scveral People, and
All Afraid to Confess It—Strange
Case of an Infant—Bora
a Misd Reader.

The latest report of the Sociely for
Psychical Research shows that estim-
able body to be still continuing its la-
bors, Reports of visitations from the
other world are brought to It notice
as freely as ever, and though the so-
clety safely refrains from vouching for
thelr truth it does not withhold from
them so0 much sanction as print may
give,

One of the most remarkable of the re-
cent cases reported to the goclety is
that of a lady living at Manor Park,
Essex. The eévidence presented I8 a8
follows: One night while in her twen-
tieth year she was terrified to see a tall
human skeleton enter her beédroom,
dragging at the end of a plece of old
rope & coffin, which It brought very
cloge to her, Over its right arm was
hung a pall, which it threw over her,
while pointing into the coffin, as though
entreating her to examine its contents.
This pall, when put over her caused a
feeling of suffocation, which left her In
= very weak condition, after which she
invariably fell into a heavy gleep, Bhe
testifies to the soclety that previous to
this vision she did not belleve In super-
natural occurrences, had always been
of & lively disposition, enjoyed exeel-
lent spirits, never was In better health
of mind and body, had never seen a real
skeleton nor the representation of one,
nor had she any dread of death. This
horrible phantom contlnued Its visits to
her boudolr every night for two years,
It always appearsd about 10.10 while
she was preparing for bed. Her room
was lighted on every occaslon, The cof-
fin appeared to be one that had been
used, and, although entreated each
nlght by her terrible visitor to look into
it, she never found the courage to do so,

Al the end of the space of two years
the skeleton ceased its visits, untll one
autumn night, five years later, when s
victim was confined in a hospital suffer-
ing from a shattered constitution, due
doubtless to Its former long verlod of
visitatlon. When seen In the hospital it
was gazing In through a window op-
posite her bed, 8he did not mentlon the
occurrence to anyone, but presently
heard an exclamation from a fellow-
patlent—a woman occupying the hed
next to hers. Without pretending that
she had ‘alzo geen anything, she asked
this nelghbor what was the matter, The
latter replied "That thing all bones!"
A doctor soon entered aud glancing In
the direction of the two women's eyes
became frightened and loft the room,
mithough not told by either woman what
they had geen. About an hour later a
nurse came into the ward laughing, be-
Ing amused at the doctor, who she sald
had been scared at something and had
asked her to accompany him into the
1isseoting room, where a subject was
I¥ing deud, for he was afrald to go
alone. He told her that he had had a
dreadful scare In the ward about an
hour before, but would not tell what it
was, belng, In all probabllity, afrald of
ridleule,  The soclety has evidence
from the principal persons conrerncd,
Here apparently were three witnesses,
eéach seeing the same phantom at onee,
without elther telling another what was

HIS UNCLE'S S8HADE,

Another case, of which corroborative
eévidence Is given, Is that of a young
man of New College, Oxford, Just
before Christmas he went to Liverpool
with his brother and slster. It was o
bright, clear day and the strects were
thronged with shopperg., While on one
of the principal thoroughfares he saw
his old uncle, whom he know but slight-
ly, but whom he distinctly recognized,
The uncle In question was an old, lame
man, and, strangé to say, following him
came two other shapes, each hobbling
by In the same manner, all three ap-
pearing alike. The young man did not

ppear at all alarmed at this strange

ight, but turned to his sister and told

her that he had just seen his uncle's
ghost and that he felt sure the old man
was dead, Both brother and sister ri-
diculed him for the remark and none
of the young people thought more of
the eplsode while In Liverpool, On ar-
riving home, however, their mother's
first words were the announcement of
the same uncle’'s death, on the same
day. The young man testifies that he
had a previous knowledge of his uncle's
fliness, nor had he been thinking of him
before seelng the triple vision. Both
his mother and slster have corroborat-
¢d his testimony and he is |dentifled
by the gsoclety's agent, who Investigat-
ed the affalr, as & man of “perfect
good faith.”

When his mother looked upon
the page at the same time he pro-
nounced the words as they met her eyves,
not as he saw themself. Upon the ad-
vice of the doctors the mother has since
striven to break him of these mind-
reading tendencles, for fear that his
intellect might become permanently de-
pendent upon hers. From this case it
would appear that thought reading can
be innate in some persons and is not
necessarily cultivated. That the moth-
er had the most marked influence over
the child's mind would suggest that the
telepathic affinity might be due to phys-
lologleal causes,

rather prophetie vision, on the part of
a child 1s that of an English girl who,
on being taken to & strange place, or on
pecing strange objects, frequently ex-
perienced the sensation that she bhad
geen them before, The faculty was no-
ticed by her parents in early childhood,
and during her attendunge at school
Recently, on leaving school, her moth-
er took her to travel in countries which
she had never visited before, and with
which she was In no way indirectly fa-
millar. One day while staylng at a re-
gort on the Lake at Thourne they heard
that by climbiog a certein hill, pre-
viously unknown tg them, they might
enjoy s beautiful view of the surround=
ing lundscape. The walk to the hilltep
was by way of a narrow path. Dur-
ing the entire ascent the young fady
was struck with her apparent famil-
farity with every tree or other object
passed, Finally she became so posl-
tive that she had been there before
that she told her mother, as & means
of proof, that on reaching the top they
would pass a tree bearving an odd notice
printed on a sheet of tin, On reach-
ing the place speciefivd, ‘both: the tree
and notive were found, exactly as de-
seribed. I1n addition to full testimony
from the younyg lndy herself, the so-
vlety has that of her mother, who ear-
roborates It in every detall. This case
appears to be an excellent one for the-
osophists to use as evidence that per-
sans' souls have previously inhabited
the earth in different bodies, sometimes

LIFE THERE IS VERY PRIMITIVE

The Kaffir Sorvants, or "Doys," Are Vir-
tually Serfs--Frult Growing and Agri-
culture Not Popular Owing to the
Irrepressible Indolence of Doors.

Cape Town, Africa, Feb.
Transvaal Republic Is one of the anom-
aliva of clvillzation.
cluded wilderness, the traveler finds
o wliely scattered community of farm-
ers and gheeo ranchers, all of direct
Dutch descent, prezerving all the char-
acteristios of the crude Hfe of thelr an-
cestors of the elghteenth century, In-
termarrylng so universally as to ex-
clude all the freshening Impulses of
Saxon and Celtic blood, and repelling
all the Inftuences that would mold thelr
destiny In the direction of socinl eleva-
tion, refined surroundings and mental
culture,

They are today the most extraordl-
nary people of the Caucasian race, in-
tensely devoted to thelr Lutheran re-
liglon, to the preservation of thelr
country from the Influx of English-
speaking agriculturigts, and to the re-
tention of the Dutch language as that
of the Volksraad, or Congress, of the
courts, the achools and the churches.
Their rough dress §8 o close copy of
old Dutch fashions, and in only one re-
apect do they keen pace with modern
progress; this Is in the purchase of the
latest types of Improved firearms,
They are all tralned marksmen, and
their sons from the age of 10 are kept
in constant proctice, hunting for the
supply of the famlily larder with the
deliclous meat of the eland, consldered
superior to beef, springbok and other
specles of deer, The Transvaal Doers
require farms of epormotus extent to
secure sufficient pasturage for thelr
flocks and heards. The services of a
land surveyor are seldom needed, the
farma being outlined by riding on
horseback say for an hour in any giv-
en direction, the four sides of a square
thus formed contalning about 4,000
“morgen.” Many of the farms are of
vast dimensions, and the owners re-
semble the feudal barone of old, having
the power of life and death over his
“boys’" (Kaflir gervants), who are real-
ly serfs, among whom disclpline Is
maintained by means of the “sham-
buk” (whip of rhinoceros hide), and
hideous storles of cruelty Inflicted by
the Boers on the Kaflivs are current.

THE WATER SUPPLY.

Each farm mugt have a spring of
water course, known as a “fontein,”
and thus this 1= a favorite terminal
first bullds & dam to retain water for
his sheep and ecattle during the dry
scugon, und then erects a cheap one-
story plteh roof stone nbode house, the
carthen floor being solldly macerated
with clay obtained from nelghboring
for the names of farms.

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STATISTICS OF LIQUOR TRADE.

One Drinking Place for Every Nimety-
Men in the Country-Iowa Appears to
Lend Kentucky in tho Business—Inter=
esting Figures.

According to the official figures ns
gleaned at Washington by Correspond-
ent Curtis of the Chicago Record, there
are 208,088 retail Nquor dedlers In the
U'nited States holding licenses from the
commissioner of internal revenue and
4,506 wholeslle llquor dealers. ‘Theras
are 10,486 others who deal only In malt
Hguors at retall and 5,655 who sell only
malt llquors by wholesale, making a
total of 220.084. In addition to these
there are 1,440 rectifiers and 1,771 brew-
ers, making a grand total of 232,295 per-
sons or flrms who hold leenses from
the gorvernment of the United States
to make and =ell Intoxieating drinks,

Asruming the population of the Unit-
ed States to He 65,000,000, this gives an
average of one liguor dealer to every
280 men, women and children, Assums=
inig agaln that two-thirds of the pop-
ulation are women and children temp-
erance neople who do not patronige
galoors, it will be seen that there e
one drinking place for an average of
ninety-three men in the country., This
I o good text for temperance advo-
cates,

The largest number of saloon licenses
lgaued In any one state was 41,176 in
New York. Illinols has the second place
with 17,882, Ohlo 15,817, Pennsylvania
14,112 and <allfornia 12,752, Among the
prohibition states Towa seems to have
the most progperous liguor trafMec.
