Fifty Thousand Bales of Tobacco
Ready for Shipment from Havana.
Spanish Cruiser Stramded.

Key West, Fla, May 24,—The Mnas-
cotte brought over 710 bales of leaf to-
bacco last night, and reports that about
50,000 bales on the wharves and ready
for shipment. The steamer Alglers Is
expected to leave Havana Monday with
13,000 bales.
Havana yesterday on the Ward line
steamer for New York, Passengers by
the Mascotte state that the report of
a battle between Segura and Gomez
has been confirmed, The Insurgents
are concentrating near Guaranbuacod.
General Weyler and staff left Havana
on a gun boat yesterday very hurriediy.
It 18 reported the Spanish troops are
hemmed In by the fosurgents and are
wnable to move,

Madrid, May 24—A dlspateh to the
Imparcial fromm Havana says that the
crulser Ensennda, which left Havana
Fiday with Captaln General Wayler
and his staff on board, thelr intention
belng to make a brief inspection of the
troops and defenses in northwest coast,
stranded In the afternoon at Cabanas,
a short distunce to the westward of
Havana, Tugs were sent to her aa-
sintance, General Weyler and his
staff were transferred to another ves-
wel.
