Chalrman
Long was the flrst to experience the il
will of the silverites. In closing his ad-
dress, he sald: “"Grover Cleveland
stands teday as the equnl in devotion
to the best Interests of our government
and falthful service of any president
thut has preceded him and the country
Is Indebted to the Demoerntie party for
bis ¢lectiun and I doubt not that the
convention will give him thelr votes.” |

This was the gignal for a scene. The

JUMPED FOR LIFE.

One Woman Killed and Oge Badly Hurt.
Early Morning Fire in a Phila-
delphis Tenement.

Fhlladelphia, June 3—One Wwoman
was killed and another serlously in-

MORE MAILS FOR ALASKA.

An Exchinnge Between Victoria Post
Ollice nnd Nitka Steambonats.

Washington, June 3.—The entire mail
service hetween Alaska and  British
Columbla will be greatly expedited by
the estahlishment of the postoffice de-
partment today bf an exchange between
the postofiice at Vietoria, Dritish Col-
umbia, and the Beattle and Sitka steam-
ship postoffics sarvice.

This actlon allows the Britilsh mails
for all Alaska to be transferred to the
seaport gervice at Vietorin instead of
sending them, as always heretofore has
been done, by a long and Indirect route
to Beattle. The steamboat later touch-
es ta Victoria, sailing twice a week, and
by the new procedure later mails arrlv-

The Inventor of the Bell Telephone to
Receive Relief from Congress.

PATRONS OF THE PHONE PROTECTED

The Inventor of the lustrument Will
Probably Now Recvive the Rights
That Beloug to Hime=A Most Ime
portant Report from Senate Patent
Committee,

Washington, June 3—The scnate
committee on patents by a vote of 4 o
2 has made o favorable report on the
bill for the rellef of Danlel Drawbaugh.
The vote was as follows: For the bill—
Messrs,  Pritchard, Call, Mills and
Berry; agalnst the bill—Messrs, Platt,
Clark and Wetmore, This bill has an
important bearing on the Bell Tele-
phone patent. It directs the commis-
gloner of patents to issue to Danlel
Drawbaugh a patent or patents for the
Inventlons of improvements In tele-
phony, described and claimed In pend-
ing applications filed by Drawbaugh
in the vatent office at varlous times
from 1850 until 1§84, notwithstanding
that said Inventions may have been
placed on sale for more than two years
prior to the date of the filing of Draw-
baugh's original application of July 28,
1880, These patents, when lssued, are
to have the same efiect as though no
delay had occurred In presenting or
prosecution therefor and each patent
when s0 imsued {8 to be good In law
to secuie to the owner the sole right,
during its term to the exclusive use,
nlm.ke and sale of such patented Inven-
tion,

A proviso gives all persons having
apparatus containing any of these in-

Drawbaugh's priority In the
Inventlon of the telephone has long
been known and abundantly established
and the government has a second sult
pending against the Bell company In.
which this priority has been plainly
demonstrated. Drawbasugh has been
prevented from obtalning the funda-
mental patents only by a slight tech-
nicality which was get up against him
through the Influence of the Bell com-
pany and it is to rellave Drawbaugh
of this technicality that the bill has
been Introduced. Opposition was made
by the senate committee on patents by
the counsel of the Bell company and an
exhaustlve argument was presented to
show that Drawbaugh was not entitled
to any consideration, but the merits of
his clalms were so apparent that the
patent committee reported he bill favor-
ably. The Bell company has enjoyed
many years of prosperity based on the
rights belonging to another, but con-
gress has at last undertaken to right
this wrong by the enactment of a law
which, while moderate and reasonable
in its terms, will secure to Danfel Draw-
baugh the rlghts that belong to him."
