CUTTING THE TONSILS,

1t Is an Operntion Which Is Attended
with Danger.

There seems to be a general Impres-
slon that there is little or no danger at-
tending the removal of the tonsils, and
instruments for this purpose are found
In the possession of every practitioner
in the land. An eminent gurgeon de-
vlares that removing the tonsils Is an
operation attended with o great deal of
risk. One resson for this seems to be
that In cutting there s danger of ap-
proaching near the large arterles, or, at
all eventa, tapping small veins that may
cauge alarming hemorrhage,

Thig physiclan gives an account of
the removal of the tonsils from the
throat of a boy, when hé wns obliged to
hold the parts with his fingers for sev-
eral hours, to arrest the hemorrhage
that threatened the youth's life, as he
had no appllances ut hand for checking
the hemorrhage, which wag entirely un-
looked-for. He snys it 18 as well to be
very wary In cutting the tonslls at all,
and not to operate upon them unless It
Is absolutely necessary, nnd then only
remove a sufflclent surface to relleve
the mechanical obstruction caused by
thelr enlargement,—Popular Belence
News.
