OFFICER DYER'S THRILLING CHASE

After Ronidiug Six Pittston Stores in
Fashion of Jesse James Balking
Parsuit with Pistol Balls and Forg-
ing Their Way to This City,a Qunr-
tette ofthe Dodgetown Dead Line
Is Run to Earth by the Ncranton
PolicessAre Now in Custody.

OPERATIONS IN PITTETON.

Just when they went to Plttston |8
not known, but it 18 supposed from the
numerong robberies in Plttston proper
and West Pittston during the last week
or o that phey have been hanging
around there for that length of thme, ar
that they have been muoking freguent
trips there from their rendezvous at the
Bellevue drift, stealing rides on the
Delawnre, Loackawanne and  Western
conl traing which pass the mouth of the
mine opening.

They first gttempted to enter Nathan
Lulson's jewelry store at 433 North
Main street, but wers  gcarsd  away
after they had broken down the safoty
gates leading to the front doors, They
next attacked and suceceded In enter-

M. Kowalsky, 49 North Main strect, |

where they secured clothing valued ot
g4, The candy store of Mrs, L. i
Hildoner, on Susquehnnna avenue, wias
looted, as was also Lh il store of
J. Freed, on Main street, after which
they started for the junction, where
they stole whiskey and cizars from
John Ormshy’s saloon and made an at-
tempt to do the same at the #aloon of
Michael Kane.

BATTLE AT LACKAWANNA.

The next heard of the quartette s ot
Lackawanna, where they hoad an en-

counter with the erew of o vallrowd
train  which overtook them ot that
point.  Tefore  leaving  Pittston the

railroad men had heard of the Luors-
laries and learned the deseription of the
burglars from Proprietor Kane. While
doing some switching at Lackawanna,
one of the brakemen, who I1s o Pitis-
ton special oMeer, egpled o one-armual
man standing along the track and ree-
ognizing him by this, as one of the
four for whom they were Ketping a
lookout, grabbed him and proceeded to
march him back to the caboose,

Judge, for it was he, called out
“Buncheg," and Mangan and the other
two cnme running out of & tool shanty
near by and rescued their pal, The
other trainmen were hurrying to the
ald of the special officer, but they were
checked and forced to take refuge be-
hind the cars by reason of a furlons
fusilade of bullete from the pistols of
three of the robbers,

About 630 o'clock @, m. word was
telephoned to the central police station
that o gang of tramps were in the
neighborhosd of the Dellevue mule
barn, The patrol wagon was manned
and dispatehed to the seene,but the offi-
cers returned with the report that the
tramps could not be located. They had
no sooner gotten back than a telephone
message was received from Chief of

Pollee Loftus, of Plttston, announcing |

the robberies and the fact that the
thieves had started for Scranton and
were presumably there by that time,
The éarlier report of the tramps being
geen at the Bellevoe gave them a clue
on which to begin wark, Chilef Robling

dispatched mounted officer Dyer and |

Patrolmen Day, Feeney, Duggan, Saul,
Schmitt and I. ¥, Jones to seour the
reglon about the mine and watch the
rallvonds entering the southern end of
the elty.

WERE THE BAME MEN.,

It developed that the tramps geen
about the mule barn and the quartette
of robbers were ldentieal, The advent
of the patrol wagon alarmed them and
caused them to hide. They evidently
saw the wagon from thelr place of con-
cealment and determined to hide their
booty and scatter, They selected the
Bellevue eulm dump and while en-
gaged In burying the plunder, a brake-
man on a passing traln, to whom all
four were known, saw them. When
the pollee got down there on their sec-
ond trip he hunted them up and tgld
what he had seen. The four were
known to the most of the offleers and
ns they could not have gotten far away
the hunt for them was begun with
much confldence,

First of all the culm pile was visited
and there two bundlesg of clothing were
dug up. They were wrapped in pleces
of canvag usfed for covering goods on
store counters, and were belng scorched
by the fire in the dump when the offi-
cers unearthed them. There were five
conts, five vests and three palrs of
pants in the two packages, The third
package, which the thieves had been
geen carrying, was accounted for by
the fact that each of them donned a
new suit, which developed upon their
belng taken' Into custody,

At 11 o'clock, Officer Dyer came In
with Mangan, §hom he cadvtured after
one of the mlnt Bxolting chases record-
ed in the polled anndls of the city, Dyver
on h ck and Day on his bicyele,
were scouting about Bellevue when they
espled Mangan and a companion whom
they failed to recognize, turning a cor-

a time were lost sight of. By muaking
o rapld detour the oflicer came upon his
man running behind A trip of cars,
Mangan started down the track with
the officer galloping after, Just as he
wis ubout to be overtaken Mangan
ran up the bank and took to the culm
domp. Dyer took a disngonal course and
by urging hls horse succceded in mak-
Ing him climb the steep sides of the
dump,

AN EXCITING CHASE.

Then began an exclting chase across
the top of the huge binck mound. Again
the horse came un with the fugitive
and again he eluded capture by plung-
ing down the side of the dumpn, The
horge could not take a direct course
and Mangan thereby gained another
lewd, When horse and rider after a
perilous descent finally  renched the
ground Mangan had a start of 200
| yards and was running like a deer down
the Jersey Central track. Again the
pursuer and pursued  were  almost
abreast of each other. Before Dyer,
could rein-in and dismount however,
the frenzied fuglitive dashed up the
rallroad embankment and down the
other side into the river. After him
was Dyer on his  horse. Mangan
waded acrogs, climbed the stone wall
on the opposite side and attempted to
seale a4 twelve fool fence surrounding
Central Park Carden.

Dyver had dismounted after fording
the river and was climbing the stone
wall when Mangan jumped into the
river and started bock ngain for the
other side, Dwver was on his  horse,
