Chilcago, Oct. 21.—A conquéring hero
returning home from victories zulore,
could not have been more royally wel-
comed than was Willlam J. Bryan on
klg arrival in Chicago this afternoon.
The enthusiasm  was  remarkable
Crowds lined the entire route over
which he passad from the rallway sta-
tion to the scene of his Initial gpeech
tn his fight for Cook county, and mnin-
talned a contipuous checring,  Many
oreganizations pledged to support the
Democratic nomines were In the ¢8-
cort procesglon; brass bands played
patriotle marching alrs with n vigor
born of the excltement along the way,
and altogether from the time his train
cume 1o o standstil in the Union depot
until he concluded his address ot Bat-
tery D oarmory, he was lnwded by thou-
rands of enthustaetic people with such
leartiness of voles and actlon that he

could not heln feeling gratified and
¢howing that gratifieation in his re-
ks,

A wild shriek that continued to grow
in volume went up from the blg crowds

Nning every approach 1o the Unlon
dopot when Bryan's specinl pulled in
at LA o'elock, exactly on time, The

poitee had done very well In thelr en-
deavor to Keep the people ont of the
enclogure whers the traine stand, buat
noconnle of thousnreg men e ® hova
eluded the Blue conts and mude a dash

fur the private car in which Mr. Bryan
hae traveled Tor the last thiee Weeks,
The nollee were almost powerless in

thele attempt to keep the shoutlng «n-
thusiasty from overwhelming the can-
disknte and Lls wife, and it was only by
A hard strugigle that they were pushed,
pulled] and wedged to o stalrway lead-
Ing 1o the street, This proved an s-
lanad of sufety, for the police tarned on
the exelted niob following Mre, and Mrs,

Beyan and kept them  from coming
farther, Outside the street and slile-
wilks were erowded, A great cheer

went up as the candidats stepped Into
a carrlge drawn by four white hors:s.
Alter gome dedny the procession start-
#il, the cartlage contadning Mr, and
Mrs, Diryan possing through a double
line of polltical organizations, which
tell into lne nnd followed after it

The candidate had d8 hig personal
cgvort a4 large body of men composing
the Chicago reception commiites whao
marched beside his earriage over the
entire route.

The wrocession proecceded up Canal
gtreet to Madison, to Fifth avenue, to
Washington street, to Clurk street, to
Monroe street and (o Battery D, at the
tersection of Monroe and Mlchigan
nvenues, All along that roundabout line
of march the greatest enthusinsm wis
manifested, Fisses  wore  heard  fire-
quently, They came princlpally from
peaple who swarmed In the windows of
business howses and brought vigorous
regponses  of  an uncomplimentary
choracter  from  those  in the line,
Nearly everybody in the  procession
varrled an Amerlean tlag.

NUMBER OF EGGS THROWN,

It was Just before Mr. Bryan reachs
ed the armory bullding on the lake
front that  the only  Incldent that
murred the demonsteatlon  occeurred,
A number of eggs were thrown In the
direction of his  carringe  from the
Metropolitan  husinese  college on the
fourth floor of the bullding sltunted
an the north slde of Manroe street,
near the cornet of Michlgan avenue,
None of the misslles renched the can-
didate or his wife, hut several members
ul the reception committee marching
Beside them suiYered,

The spaclous armory capable of hold-
g ten thousand people standing, had
boen keot elear by the poliee until the
aurrival of Mr. Hryan, A wild rush of
the people followed Mr. Bryan's en-
tranee, So gqulek was the charge of
those anxious (o get Inside that Mrs,
Hryan Liud not time to alight before a
wild eheering moh geparated her from
hier hushiand.  She therefore remained
In the carviage and was driven to the
atditorium annes, where the nomines
will make his hepdguarters while here,
When Mr. Dirran reached the stnge,
amnd had shaken hamds with natlonal
committeemnn, the doors were opened
and the outside erowd poured in. Ry
that time, however, many thousands
of those who had weleomed Mre, Tryan's
nrrival, had gone nway, hut thoge who
remained were sufficlent in number to
erowd, without too much discomfort to
themselves the entlve floor gpaee. Alex-
ander Jones, chalrman of the Cook
County Democreatle eampalgn commit-
tee, made an elogquent addeess of wel-
come that was frequently oheerod, e
wig followed by John Welburg, who
presented Mr, Hryan with a silver star
In whalf of the Democratie club,

Then the candidate roge and a seene
that he has witnessed so frequently In
the past three monthe, was repeatod
with vigorous enthusiasm. Many people
in the audience earrled Ameriean flags
and these they waved In accompani-
ment to their echeors. Hats were waved
and handkerchiefs flaunted, and for o
minute or two the bhullding resounded
with thunder rolls of applause, A
hugler In uniform blew a ecall and thus
secured partial quiet, but before Mr,
Bryan could speak there wgs much
confuslon cangel by hisses that seemed
to proceed mainly from the gallery and
shouts of digavproval, from the more
ardent of the Bryanltes,

BRYAN'S SPEECH,

Finally things became still enough
to let the candldate breathe and he
began his specch in a voice somewhat
hoarse, but which eould be heard dis-
tinetly uver the hall. He sald:

‘Mr Chalrman, fellow  citizens: 1
cape to Chicago as 1 started on my
way to New Yurk to open this cam-
pilgn, and I return to your clty to take
part in the closing exercises of this
campalgn. T have witnessed today a
scene which impresses me and leads
me to believe that this great cliy of
the west, which resta npon the prosper-
Ity of the great mass of our people,,
which cannot progsper  without they
prosgper, that this great eity will cast
Its intluence, one week from today, on
the side of the American financlal pol-
fey of the American people, (Ap-
plause.)

“My friends, I nm not vain enough
to belleve that any part of the extra-
ardinary enthuslasm which T have wit-
nessed between (e Missourl river and
the Atlantic coast, I8 rendered as a
personal tribute (eries of “Yes It |n.')
No, my friends, 1 want you to belleve
me when I gy that in this great con-
test It is the prineiples for which the
ecandidate stands, and not the candl-
date himseelf, that has called forth
these  demonstrations, (Applause,)
There is only one thing for which I
clulm any credit. T belleve that you
and others who have expressed them-
selves as roun have  expressed your-
selves, huve confldence that 1 will carry
out the nlan wilch I have muade In
this campalgn. (Applause.) But, my
friends, what credit |s it to a man to
be what he seems to be? Why, If I
were other than true to the prinelples
which I advocate T would "he benenth
the contempt of those whose suffrage
1 ask. (Auplause) I do belicve that
in this campaign a great question s to
be determined, for the present at least:

do belleve that the settlement of
that questlon aifects every man, wo-
man and child in all this land; and
when I gee the people stirred as they
have seldom been stirred before, 1 be-
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lieve that they apprciate the respon-
sibilltics of cltizénship and that they
intend that their ballot shall be cast
for the financial policy which they be-
lieve to be the beat for themselves,
their neighbors and their country. (Ap-
plause.)

NEVER CLAIMED INFALLIBILITY.

My friends, I may be wrong (cries
of ‘no, no, and cheers.) 1 have never
claimed Infallibility; but when 1 ex-
amine and question and reach a con-
clusion which 1 believe to be right;
when I take a position which my judg-
ment supports, 1 am willing to stand
by what I believe, 1 care not what
may happen, And in this struggle, for
the restoration of bimetalllsm, there
wig a time when I had less company
than 1 have now. (Laughter.)

“Your papers have called me a de-
magogue (hisges), If there I8 one thing
which T am not, It Is a demagogue,
(Applause,) A demagogue I8 defined
us & mun who advocates a thing which
he does not belleve, In order to (eries
of "Bill McKinley" and cheers) cons-
clllate these who differ from him.
(Great applause.) A demagogue is a
man who ls willing to advocate any-
think whether he  believes it or not,
which will be advantageous to him
and galn him
plause,) Now my friends, T hnve never
advocated, during my public life, a
single thing that 1 do not myself be-
(Applause.) I have proven
my willingness to go down In defeat
by advocated things when 1 was In a
minority, and 1 have always been wil-
ling to accept defent when 1 went
down with my convictions rather thun
to rige by demagoguism, (Great ap-
plause.,)

If there Is anybody In thig city who
billeves that the free colnage of sil-
ver will be Injurlous o this country,
he hag a right and a feason for voting
ugainst those who stand for free coln-
age; but 1 do not want any person
who I8 in favor of the money of the
constitution to be deterred from vot-
ing for those who stand for it by any
abuse that our opponents miay use
apadngt us between now and election
day, (Grent cheeripg.) 1 shall bwe In
this city for a few days and shall see
as many of your peaple as I8 possibile
for me to see in that time; and [ shall

le, and 1 am going
to tulk to the people themselves and

not go to the employers and bargain
for the dellvery of the votes of the |
peaple. (Ureat appliouse,)

I have been taught to believe that the |
ballot was miven to the individunl for |
hig own use, and that the cltizen who !
has the right to vowe, who his the abil-
Ity to deteemine how he ought to vote, |
Therefore In this campalgn, [ want to
addresgg my arguments to the individ-
ual voter and not to the head of a flvm
or the presldent of the rallroads or the
bogg of o corporation, (WA cheering
amd a volee; "We'll be with you Tues-
doy.")

Now, my friends, T only came here
thiz afternoon to greet and recelve your
words of welcome and T must go now
In order to be ready for the evening
campalgn, (Great cheering.)

The Coming Election in the United
Stotes Regarded with Interest,

London, Oct, 27,—The Pall Mall Ga-
zette publishes a despateh from s
Home correspondent in which he says:

“The coming presidential election In
the 'nited States is the absorbing tople
wt the Vatlean, owing 1o the strides
made by Cathollicism in America, now
one of the lurgest sources of Income
the church has. It is recognized that
the standing danger to Romanism in
the United SBtates Is the independence
of the. American bishops, notleenble
sinee the time of Pius IX. The latter
fully recognized that these bishops en-
joyed greater power than thelr breth-
ren elsewhere, and he showed he un-
derstood this by his answer to some
Fmgligh priests who asked for certain
privileges, He sald:

I um, a8 you say, Pope, yet T cannot
aceept your request. But 1 ean show
you nway to obtain your desire, Go to
America, for there the bishops are
greater than the Pope' On the ac-
cession of Pope Leo matters assumed
a different aspect. He charged Monslg-
nor Satolll with the duty of Intimating
to the bishops In unmistakable lan- |
gunge the limits of their powers, and |
the result was something like a split !
which it took Monsignor Satolll two-
years to heal, But hig migsion had good |
results.,” The correspondent adds that
the Vatican does not wish the clergy
In the United States to take part In the
campaign, lest there ghould be n new
division In the ranks and an outhurst
of Intemperate expression of political
opinion on the vart of the more Im-
petuonsg hishops,

AMERICAN WHEAT WILL RISE,

English Newspapers Expeet Too Sce
Girnin Go Up With n Bang,

London, Oct. 27.—In an article on the
demand for wheat and the supply of
that cereal the Dall Telegraph says:

“The astock of forelgn wheat ot the
principal British ports, it is sald, would
not suffice to feed the country for a |
fortnlght, The slight fall in American
exchanges on Saturday gave the Eng-
lish market a downward tendency, but
it is the opinlonof oneof the best known
corn factors in Mark Lane that Ameri-
can wheats will speedily rise with a |
bang, and that by Christmas prices
will be much further enhanced, Dur-
ing the recent excltement speculation
In England and America was carried |
beyond rensonable bounds, but In the
market the opinlon i positive that at
least a proportion of the rigse will be
retained and the area of low prices s
for the time belng ended.”

The Evenlng Standard says: *““The
tendency In wheat is for higher prices,
adding: The fallure in India will di-
vert Callfornlan and Australlan wheat
from Europe there. Only the tremen-
dous effort in the 1nited States to
hurry wheat across the Atlantle in ex-
change for gold prevented a much
greater Inerease In prices and when the
h;-rlll'uh Is past there will be a further
rise,
