have been but a tool In the hands of
Wintersieen, and the magnitude of the
charges thus preferred Iz simply enor-
mous. The frst iukling of the matter
lenked out last Feuruary; but the
county suthorities and the counseiors
employed by Mr. Waller in the dyna-
mite case had peen In full possession
of the facts for some time, and thelr
investigntions seemed to bear ovut the
truth of what Knorr had told thiem.

Knorr churges that while acting un-
der the directions of the atltorney, hs
not only put the explogive under Wal-
ler's poreh, but had been previously
gunning for the occusant of the house
with & revalver,

Far more repulsive and sensational
than this, however, were his self-con-
fessed nttempis to put hiz own etep-
mother, NMrs. Knorr, out of the way by
the htroduction of polsen in her tea,

and by placing diphtheria germe about |

her clothing,
THE DYNAMITE PLOT.

The detalls of the dynamite plot have
alveady Leen well alred, and It Is un-
necessary Lo go into them at any great
length, After Knorr's arrest in Read-
ing on Christmas diy he turned state's
evidenoe, nnd ecrented a profound sen-
gatlon by alleging that Wintersteen, a
well known members of the Columbla
caounty bar, a president of two or three
Industrinl concerns and a leading eitl-
gen of Blomsburg, was the prime fac-
tor in the attempt upon the lives of Mr.
and Mm. Waller and the Inttes’'s pa-
rents, Mr. and Mrs, Charles R, Bucka-
lew, who formed a part of the Waller
bousehold. Wintersteen, he sald, had
offered Bim $5,000 or $6,000 to place the
dynamite beneath the porch and blow
up the house,

BOTH INDICTED,

It wag.on the basis of thi¥ confession
that both IKnorr and Wintersteen were,
Foliruary 1, Indleted by the grand jury
under seven separate bills, charging
them with severnl forind of attempis
to kill. It is In his latter confession,
the substance of which is made public
for the first time today, that Clifton
Knorr charges Lawyer Wintersteen
with complicity in other atroclous ag-
tempta upon the life of Waller and of
Mrs, Knorr

In November, 1885, according to the
written statement now in possession of
the prosecuting atiorney, Wintersteen
firet broached the subject of disposing
of Mr. Waller., He gave Knorr $10
fnd told him to go to a nelghboring
town, where he wus to purchase a re-
volver, Then he was (o return to
Bloomegburg, He in wait for Walleg, and
shoot him as he pasged from his house
to his office, about four squares away,
Clifton snys he took the money, pur-
chagod "the wehpon, and followed out
the directions to the letter untll he dis.
covered that his wvietim was out of
town.,

The confesslon then goes on to state
that the noxt attempt was upon the life
of Mrs, Knorr, In December of 1585,
when Clifton, at the iInstigation of
Winterateen, purchased " certain
poigon for the purpode of putting his
step-molher out of the way., He was
at that time Hving at her home, No, 16
East Fifth street, divectly opposite the
Waller resldence,

On two occasions he put Into her tea-
cup n sulicient guantity of the dreng to
kille her, but sach tline It was removed
Ly the eervant girl, Dora Moharter,
who found It before the cup was used,
and threw It away,

DIPHTHERIA BI"GGESTED

Upon the fallure of this plot, Clif-
ton, according to his confesslon, re-
ported to Wintersteen, and In January,
1806, the later suggested sending to
New York for deadly diphtheria germs,
which were to be Introduced around
the house in such o manner that Mrs
Knorr could not fall to contract the
diseane,

Knorr says that Wintersteen gave
him the money and directlons, where-
upon he sent a letter to a party in
New York, whose name I8 withheld
for the present, ordering what he want-

the germs was, of course, not stated,
and upon forwarding the money to pay
for It the package contalning the bac-
Ml was shipped. 1t arrived _In due
time, but Clifton had digcovered In
the meantime that the contents would
naot be used as was first Intended. It
would be necessary to inoculate Mrs
Knorr In order to make her contract
diphtherin, and to do that without her
knowledge would be an Impossibllity,
COULD ONLY SPREAD THE GERMS

The original plan had to be aban-
doned, but the germe were neverihe-
lesa spread around the house and all
over Mra, Knorr's clothing by her step-
son. As had been expected they did
not take effect,

That part of Knorr's confession
which relates to his efforts (o polson
his step-rmother Ia substantinted by
Dora. Moharter, the servani girl, who
has been In the employ of the Knorr
famlily for nine years, nnd who lg now
in Bloomsburg awalting call as n wit-
nesg At the dynamite plot trial, in
cage It should proceed, Bhe will swear
In Decembor, 1585, ahe discovered in
Mrs. Knort's cup, before pouring the
tea Into it at supper, a ‘vhite powder,
which she threw out without examlin-
ing It closely,

On the following morning, while in
the kitchen, the door leading to the
dining room Dbelng open on A crack,
gshe saw ClUfton enter and empty o
white powder Into the same cup. It
wag Mrs, Knorr's Individunl cup, never
uged by anybody else, When he left
the room she emptied the powder out
on the floor, but, hearing footsteps, and
thinking some one was coming, ehe
hastily wiped It up with a serub cloth,

HIS OWN ADMISSION,

Dora #sald nothing about it to Clifton
at the time, and the next day Clifton
went to New York, When he returned,
three or four days Iater, Dora asked
him what he had put in his mother's
cup, He at first denled having put
anything there, Upon learning that he
had seesn him, however, he admitted
having put gome sort of a powder In
his step-mother's oup, “to scttle her
stomach.” Mra, Knore really had been
elck, and hnd said to the girl, but a

| few dnys before:

“Dora, 1 honestly believe I am polss
oned."

The girl did not belleve her at the
time, but after Cliflon’s act her sus-
plelons were aroused., Bhe never se-
cured any further admisslons from him.,
and 1t was only when Detective Hend-
erson ferreted out the case that he
confessed to the authoritier, and as-
serted that the whole thing was done
under Wintersteen's directions,

A CIRCUMSBTANTIAL CHAIN,

The confesalon In regard to efforts to
kill Mre, Knorr by the introduction of
diphtheria germes, as well as the use of
pulson, and the purchase of a revolver
for the purpose of killing Levi E. Wal-
ler, s substantiated by many clrcume-
stanoes, the detalls concerning which
have been withheld by the asuthorities.

Knorr's confesslon fixes many dates,
the accuracy of which has been estab-
lished by the investigations of Detec-
tive Henderron and the able attorney
employed by Mr. Waller, They know
where the polson was purchased, and
what it was; they have in thelr posses.
slon the revalver bought by Knorr, and
It has been Identiflied by the man who
s0ld 1t they know where the diphtherin
germs were secured, and have the cor-
respondence In relatlon to the matter
as a portion of the evidence. Many
other Important papers bhearing on the
will be produced at the trin), and
the counsel for the prosecution clalm
to be able to establish with ease thelr
statemant that Lawyer Wintergteen
was the princlpal, at whose Ingtigation
Knorre attempted to execute these plots.

WINTERBTEEN'S MOTIVE,

The motlvg for Wintersteen's alleged
desire to get rid of Waller and Mrs
Knorr, as cxplained by the counsel for
the prosecution, has already been set
forth In considerable detall. 1t dates
back further than Waller's interference
with Wintersteen's plang to secure con-
trol of the stock of the Bloomsburg
Iron company. However, Wintersteen
Is sald to have lad a rather dissolute
life at times. He married Ada Brower,
the daughter of & man of good stand-
Ing throughout the community, whao
hnd moved In the same roclal clrcles
as Hd Mr, and Mrs. Waller,

The primary motive of Wintersteen's
dislike for Waller had its origin in
social feud, and was afterwards ac-
centuated by other clreumstances,

ARE CREMATED

Fatal Conflogation on Twenty-third
Street, New York City.

A Building Occupied for Both Busi=-
noess and Dwelling in Flumes,

New York,May 23.—Two persons were
killed and three serfously injured in a
fire which started shortly after four
o'vlock this morning in the four story
and basement brown stone building ol
149 west Twenty-third street. Beveral
persoie narrowly escaped death. The
dead are;

The bullding was occupled for both
business and dwelling purposes, In
the basement 18 an all night eating
housge, The Weser Piano company oo
cupy the first floor, and the upper part
of the bullding s a furnlghed room
establishment, conducted by Mrs, Min-
nie Curtls,

Before the fitemen reéached the scene
the entire bullding was  filled with
flames, The hallways from the frst
flaoy to the roof were In Anmes, and
cgoape by the front door was cut off
Panle selzed the Inmates of the house,
While a tenant ndmed Lamont was
crawling along the narrow sill to reach
the adjoining house, the body of A& wo-
man struck a lnrge sign whioh hung
on the outside of the bullding and
which he clung for support, The slgn
was torn from its fastenlngs and fell
with & crash to the street. The wo-
man was Mrs. Howles, who roomed on
the third floor and had precipitated
herself to the street below when she
found that egreas from the house by
way of the stalrs was checked by the
flames, She was plecked up and taken
to a hospital, Lamont did not fall to
the street, Beveral other tenants had
escaped in the same way.

WILD PANIC.

On the top floor the wildest sort of
panic had seized the ténants, amMong
whom were Mprs. Mossway and her
daughter, Most of the tepnants, in-
ecluding Mias MagcDona'd, and Mr,
Phelpa had escaped to the roof

Mre. Mossway, who loet her life, was
sleeping with her lHttle danghter when
ghe was aroused Ly the smoke. She
ran Into the hall and gave the alarm,
and then went binck after her daughter,
Whea she started to return the smoke
and flameg drove her again to her
room. She attempted to open the wine
dow, but it dd not yleld readly, and
ahe broke the gluss with her hands.
The window would not open, and éven
it it had there would have been little
chance for her, as it is protected on the
outside by lron bars,. When the fire-
men searched the house they found the
Nitle girt dead in bed, the mother ly-
Ing on the flevor, blistered Ly the heat
and almost dead from suffocation. She
was removed to 4 hospital, where she
died three hours later,

Late In the afternoon Mrs. Bowles
recovered conselousness at the hospit-
al, but no hopes are entertained of her
ultimate recovery. She arrived In the
clty three days ago from Boston on o
shopping tour. She s ahout 35 years
of age. The origin of the fire Is not
known, bat it ig belleved that a belated
tenant 1t a2 mateh In the hallway to
see hie way and carelessly tossed the
still-burning match away. The flre
started at the foor of the stalrs, and
the Hght well acted as a flue to carry
the flames to the roof instantly, Thi
dumoge was about $2,000,

STRIKING TAILORS,

Total Number of Laborers Idle Is Ese
timated at 21,000,

New York, May 21.—No meetings
were held at the headquarters of the
striking tallors today, and qulet pre-
valled there, Strike Leader Schoen-
feld sald that the exceutive board of
the tallors had held o meeting and had
declded to glve permission from tomors
row on to strikers to make settlements
with the manufacturers, In all the
cakel the agreements signed must pros
vide for only 68 hours of work weekly,
the manuiaciurers must guarantee the
pay of the employes, who must e pald
weekly, an increase of Alteen per cent,
over lust year's scule must be granted,
He sald thut one manufactursr who
employved 260 persons would re-open his
shop un Tuesdny under that agresment,
and that several others had promised to
accede to the demands of the strikers
and would algo open thelr shops Tues-
day, The Lithuaninn Tallors unlon,
numbering about 1200 will strike tomor-
row, That will make the total number
of strikers about 21,000,

Thirty Men Are Buried

Mark

New Castle, Pa,, May 23.—<The big
Rogena furnace o this city, owned by
Senator Mark Hanbn and ex-Senator
Cameron, let go this morning and a
great volume of fron Sre and coal
came crashing through the roof of the
casting house, burying thirty men un-
der the debris, Manager Hels was tak-
en out with the skin hanging In ghreds
from his hoands and arms, and his
legs terribly burned and brulsed. The
others Injured are:

Samuel Moody, burned and brulsed;
Mike Petri, head cut In. half dozmen
places and burng about the hands and
arms; Willlam Hanna, head cut, arms
nlmost severed by falllng sheeb lron:
Josaph Love, head n masg of cuts, lay-
Ing the skull bare in three places,

Frank Bheard, head badly cut, legs
badly brulsed, back burned and arms
terribly burned, Hig Injurles may re-
sult in death. Half a dozen other men
were also mors or less Injured but the
above are the Worst cases.

About twenty minutes after the acel-
dent at the Rosena furnace, a cave-in
ooccurred at the blg seventy-foot cut of
the New Castle Traction company, that
is engaged In muking a tmack to the
naw Cascade park. Michael Curdy was
buried under seventy-five feet of sand,
gravel, clay and rocks and was dead
when {aken out, Peter Herinsky was
terribly crushed about the shounlders
and hips while his chest was crushed,

STRANGE TALE OF
TWO CONTINENTS

Louis Rosenfeld, Arrested for Assault at
Atlantie City, Is ResArrested,

HIS  COMPANION'S  ACCUSATION

Kitty Exiner, Aged 18, 8avs He Is n
Fugitive Russian Embezziers=llos-
onfeld's Alleged Escape from Ruse
sla on Horseback Into Germany,
Then to England and America,
Confession on a Sound Steamer.

Philadelphla, May 23.-An Atlantic
Clty special to the Press glves an in-
teresting story of two continents as
follown:

Louls Rosenfeld, alins Louls Couplin,
wis re-arrested by the pollce today
and thereby hangs a_tale of elopament
and abscondment which covers the
apace between Russlan Poland and this
country.

To commence at the beginning of the
gtory told to the police by his com-
panion, Couplin Is a young man of
medinum helght, 27 years old, and, like
a majority of his countrymen, very
dark. Although a native of Russia, he
wig rilsed In England and speaks sev-
eral languages fluently, With his wife
and childd he lived In Berotitehin, Rus-
sin, where he was employed as a clerk.
Through some means at present un-
known here he secured pogsession of
a draft equivalent to 330,000, drawn
In favor of his employer. The tempta-
tlon proved too strong for his cupld-
ity, and he succeeded In securing gold
for the paper. Placing his old mother
9n a train bound for Berlin with suf-
ficlent money to earry her to London,
where he agreed to meet her, Couplin
secured a horse to make his escape
into Germany through the less-fre-
quented highways

His trip merogs the bhoundaries was
beset with all the dangers of a rigor-
ous Russian winter. Several times he
was about to glve up wis fAlght in de-
spalr and dellver himself Into the hands
of the officers whom he believed were
pursuing him. His fearas had little
foundation, however, us his crime and
flight were not discovered for several
days, when the ponderous police sys-
tem of the czar was set at work to
track the fugitive, Hia passage acroes
Germuny wis easy for him, disguised
In the garb of a laborer, and emigrant,
and he passed succesafully the spying
eyes of the German pollea,

FLIGHT FROM ENGLAND,

Reaching London he sought his moth-
er, who s belleved to have carrled the
bulk of the money,. and taking from her
the Russian gold, had it changed into
Bank of England notes,

As soon as his theft was detected
the police In Russia arrested hif father,
wife and child, and still have them In
oustody, tryving to wring from them the
whereabouts of the exlle. He learned
In England that he was belng success-
fully tracked, and one day, taking all
the avallable money he could lay his
bands upon quickly, he took passage
for this country. His departure was so
hastily arranged that he neglected to
muike provision for his mother's main-
tenance, and ghe 18 now sald to be liv-
ing In destitute clrcumstances In the
English capltal,

He arrived in New York about the
middle of March, and there he had an-
other large amount of Russinn gold ex-
changed for United Btates money.
Having relatives In Boston with whom
he belleved he would be safe, he Imme-
diately went there and met for the first
time, his cousin, Kitty Exiner, o very
pretty, buxom l8-vear-old girl, For-
getting the wife and ohild who are suf-
fering In a Russlan juill for his mis-
