Only two c¢ollerles In the Hazleton
district are still on strike, the Silver
Brook, vperated by Wentz & Co, and

ley company, The Yorktown colllery
of the Lehigh Valley company which
completed the trio out on strike yos-

terday will resume In the morning with

a full forde, the men havige come to
thiz decislon nt o mesting this afters
noon, The 2pring Brook cannot be
really =ald to be on strlke as n goodry
numbcr of the men responded to the
whigtle this morning when an effort

wis mnde to resuine and 1t 18 the hellef
of the company that when the whistle
blows tomorrow morning there will be
enough men on hand to gtart up.

The vne blg surprike of the day was
the fallure of the Lehigh Valley men
at Jeanesville to return to work.,. As
Indleated In yvesterday's dispateh they
had arranged na mecting and from
common tnlk among the miners thore
Wie every assurance that they would
decide to go to work In the morning.
In fact o committee of leaders walted
upon the company officlals and told
them that they could prepare to start
the works In the morming as there wus
no question but that the me-ting would
résult In a decislon to go back. The
company notifled the foreman to get
their supplies down, the mules cleaned
up and hornesses repuired and cars
were gotten ready for a full resump-
tion, But, for some reason that the
company oan not explain and which
the miners decline to dizcuss they de-
cided to continue on strike untll there
demands are acceded to, It is gald that
only two men out of the 300 present
at the meting voted to go bacl,

COULD NOT RESUME.

Wentz & Co,'s mine at 8llver Brook,
which was also expected to resume this
morning, was not able to start up,
owing to the small number of men who
respondod to the whistle, At the Le-
high Valley's Yorktown working the
Eame trouble was experienced,

As announced it would, Hazle mine
made an effort to start up this morn-
Ing and was suceessful, It Is expected
that by tomorrow all the hands will
be at work. Only a small pereentage
falled to show up this morning,

Crystal Ridge and Cranberry are now
working will full complements. Har-
wood staried up this morning with nl-
most its full foree of men. The Latti-
mer mines has virtwally every man at
work.

PRESIDENT FAHY'SB OPINION,

To a Tribune reporter President
Fahy, of the Mine Workers' union, gald
that the fallure of the stirike will In no
way retard the work of organlzing the
miners ¢of the Lehigh reglon and that
Thursday's distriot conventlon will be
held ak scheduled, He further stated
In angwer to several questions that the
fight for a uniform scale will be prose-
cuted If the miners wish it. As som
men will have their wages reduced If
& scale |s adopted, there is o dreaded

possibility that a genernl rate for thy
veplin will not meet with unanimous
favor. 1'nless the miners are willlng
to make concerslons among themselves,
the scheme for o uniformity of wages
Is lmpracticalle. He fears that some
ifficulty will e experienced In this
tep. At all events, he gays, there will
be no Turther siriking If the Mine
Workers' unlon can prevent it. The

A BIG BREAKER |

ihcory Thata Woman Hnad o Hand
in the FiressConflngation nt Bonver
Mendow.

Hozleton, Pa,, Bept. 21.—The Evana
breaker of A, 8 Van Wickle & Co,, op+
erated by Kennedy & Warner, at Beav-
vr Meadow, four miles from here, was
irned to the ground tonight, The op-
erntors nre convineed that it was Ineoen=
dinry. The loss will be about $50,000. The
brenker has been ldle slnce noon last
Tuesday,not In consequence of the strike,
but on account of a lack of water, Tap-
ping for woater wos to have been begun
tomorrow and the breaker would have
resumed work immediately. Mr. Warner
sidd that so far ns knew nobody had been
nbout the breaker all day, none of the
bollers were working and he could sce
no poselbiiity of acecldent, especially In
view of the fact that the flameg orlg-
Inwted at the top of tha breaker, olghty
feet nbhove the ground., About fifty men
woere employed In the hreaker and seve
eriil hundred in the mines connectad with
it, All thess men hoave been working
continuously sinea the Lattimer shooting.
They were driven out on two occasions
ahout two weeks ago by bands of sirik-

ers from Coleralne, but returned aftor-
warde, Mr, Wammer declares that they
had no grievances, There (8 a well

founded theory that women had a hand
In the fire, as one was heard to say to-
day: “If we can't get the men out, we'll
fix It so that they can't get In'’

Bo far as has been discovered the fire
bhroke out at about 7 o'clock thls even-
Ing, The first Intimatlon of it received
by tha people of Haogleton was the rising
of columns of smoke and showers of
parks above the black line of hills
funking the eastern part of thoe eoity. A
telephone moesage to Mesers, Kennedy
ind Warner, who were hoth In Hagleton,
Nxod the locallty of the fire and they
hurrledly drove over. The most Intense
exeltement prevailed throughout the town,
imdd the desolite mountain road leading
to Heaver Meatdow was soon crowded
with teams and bleyeles bearing people
to the burning breaker.

That the glguntie strocture was doomed
o total destruction was a foregone con-
clslon, 1t would have heen n physical
Impossibllity for the Hagleton engines to
reach the scene within an hour or more
ard even then there would have been 12
tle water at thelr dispogal. That lite
which was avallable was utillgesd by the
brigade regularly attached to the mines,
but the thin gtreams wore powerless upon
the huge sheets of flame which spouted
into the eliies and through thelr welrd re-
efictions upon the gaunt trees and bil
tops of the surrounding country,

By direotion of the operators the {ir=t
witlk of the mine firamen was directod
to preventing the fames from reaching
the mine #lope. As an effective pProvicie-
tion the planes leading to the slope were
blown up by elght or ten blasts of dyna-
mite. The efforts of another part of the
fire brigade were conecenirated upon keep-
ing the flames from the boller house, n
couple of hundred feet from the hreaker,
A ehort dstance In the other direction
wers the powder houses, but wll the pow-
der was removed to a safe distance, The
mine mules were also tnken out of the

Frable and taken to place of safety. At
10 a'clock the breaker was still blaging
vl Iy and the strongest kind of work
wis being done to prevent further spread

of the flamea.

WAS ATTACKED IN
CAMP LATTIMER

Four Hundred Armed Mea Swoop Down
Upon the Local Soldiers.

REPULSED AND MADE PRISONERS

Colonel Mattes Was Called Upon to
Surrender and for an  Answer
Brought Out His Command and
Lined Them Up in Vighting Array
in Less Than Four Minutes Times
The Attacking Party Was Overnwed
by This Rapid Work and Threw Up

Its Hands««Other Doings ol the
Dav.

Special to the Seranton Tribune,
Hazleton, Sept. 21.—There was a
time of turmoil and exclitement at
Camp Lattimer today. Just about
noon as the men were expecting the

mess call a
the lines and up to bradquarters dis-
mounting In haste and hurrying to
Colonel Mattes' tent. Some hurried
words were spoken, the officer leaped
inte his saddle and dashed away with
a clank and clatter. Colonel Matles
buckled on his sword and pistol and on
n dead run ran down the line with his
orderly summoning the oflicers to a
hurried consultation,

In less than one minute after the
horseman had made his consternation-
scattering entree the long roll was
sounding the assembly.

Ta the accompaniment of blowing
bugles and beating drums, officers rnn
hither und thither, shouting onders
and hurrying thelr men into line with
commands that are military and othora
that nre posebly not found In the coda

“Where the h—— 18 my bavonet?——
What's the trouble?—Give me some
ammunition—It's n wionder they
wouldn't give us time to &say our pray=-
drs—one, two, thres, four, one two
thrée—Let's be first out—take mine if
yYou can’t find your own,” and such
like yelling added not a little, as may
be belleved, to the general din and
bustle,

Company 1 was first
pany F closely following, EStragglers
running at the top of thelr speed to
catch up with their companies, bumped
one ancther and went «prawling on the
hard ground. Sergeants with ammu-
nition boxes went through the com-
mand as it formed at the colors and
filled up the cartridge boxes. Even
before all the companies ware in line
two of the companics were taken out
and sent hobbling over the broken
ground and threugh the underbrush
towards the South. Another detach-
ment cut through the woods to the
southeast and another went on a
double quick up the hill overlooking
Harleigh.

AS 17 all this wasn't enough to make
the boys' hearts almost beat a tattoo,
the signal corpa at all four outposts
wildly waved the “imminent danger"
flag and rush to and fro from thelr
outlook polnts to the signalling stand,
and then gradually fall back wildly
swinging the hair-ralsing, blood-chill-
Ing "danger.”

TERMS OF CAPITULATION.
The rank gathered in Colonel Mattes'

in line, Com-

tent and discussed the terms of sur-
render: the flle commingled on the
cramped parade ground, exchanging

Jibes and witty repartee, The bost the
Thirteenth could offer was artesian
well extract—this statement |8 made
with a reservatlon claure as regards
the oftlcers, as the flap of the head-
gquarters tent was closed, After a ten
minute visit the assallonis left amldst
tumultuous cheering.

It was a Uloodless nattle and one
that was enjoyed thoroughly by both
beslegers and besleged, In additlon to
glving the boys a little reereéntion, it
serves (o show with what alacrity the
Thirteenth could get together. No one
could be found who had held a wateh
on the manoeuvring, but at A guess
not over four minutes elapsed from
the time the assembly sounded until
there was a fighting line at Colonel
Mattes' call

There was another little Interesting
episode at Camp Lattimer yesterday,
which, however, to some of the men I8
not now quite as interestingas It might
be, Nine members of one of the Scran-
ton companies, located on the west
#lde—the nume of the company I8 with-
held for various considerations—made
a daring and reckless break for a good
time, last night. They put on full uni-
form and with shouldering guns and
bayonets marched out of camp about
0 o'clock, passing the guard holdly and
without halt, except long encugh to
say “patrol’ The unsophisticated or
careless guard took it for granted that
It was i speclal patrol sent out to
gather in “bummers” and let them
pass without bothering to ecall the core
pormnd. Once outside the lines the nine
warthles hid thelr guns, took off the
crogs pleces and regiment numbers
from thelr caps and sturted in to do
Hazleton, About midnight, after they
had broken more or less furniture here
and there, “cleaned out" a couple of
policemen and ralsed merry hades In
general, they waere captured by a sqund
dispatched from camp by Colone!
Mattes immediately upon his learning,
by a mere aceldent, of the hold epl=
sode, Today they were brought before
the colonel and sentenced to twenty-
four hours' police duty and a sacrifice
of all privileges durlng the remainder
of the encampment. Five non-coms
among the offenders were reduced to
the rank. It Is likely that the punish-
ment may be mitigated some, owing
to & commendable act on the part of
the prisoners during the excitement at
noon. When the assembly was sound-
ed thev were in the guard house and
could have remunlned there peacefully
and free from all danger had they so
willed. There was trouble, though, and
they did not want to be excused from
their share of the possible results and
through & spirit of nothing else than
noble soldlery, sent word to thelr cap-
tain to ask the colonel to let them have
R plece of the scrup. The permission
was granted and it Is anfe to say If
there was any fighting the nine pris-
oners would have done somethlng to
redeem themselves,

SHERIFF MARTIN
HAS A HEARING

Bail Is Furnished for Sixty-four of His
Deputies.

THE TESTIMONY OF EYE WITNESSES

Lxamination FProceeds Slowly«=No
One Testifios That Sherift Martin
Urdered the Shootings«Bail Is Furs-
nished in the Sum of $2506,000 by a
Philadelphina Trust Company.

Wilkes-Barre, Sept. 21.—Sheriff Mar-
tin and his sixty-four deputles were
given a preliminary hearing before the
court today, charged with the killing
of twenty-four etriking miners near
Lattimer on Friday, Sept, 10, The dep-
utlea were brought up from Hazleton
under military escort. A large crowd
met them at the depot, but they pro-
ceeded unmolested to the court house,

Judges Lynch and Bennetl presided,
Judge Lynch announced that the
Judges would =it as justlces of the
peace to hear testimony In the case.

Juhn M., Garman opened for the
prosecution and stated that he was
employed to investigate the shooting

nt Lattimer and Inquire If the sheriff
nnd his deputies were justified In kill-
Ing twenty-four men. He began by
referring to “"Dictator” Gobin, who res
fused to allow the deputles to be ar-
regted when warrants were |ssued ten
days ago. The attorney also referred
to Coroner MecKee belng a major in the
Ninth regiment and that his manner of
procedure I the arrest of the deputles,
and to hiz bringing them here sur-
rounded by a milltary company with
guns and bayonets.

Mr, Garman then made a motlon,
asking that the warrants of 'Squire
Gorman be given the preference and
that the deputles be remanded to the
regular oMeers of the law,

Attorney John MeGahren supported
the plea of Mr, Garman, and sald:
“Will your honor allow a military ofl-
cer to overnwe the civil authorities?
As 1 understand it, the military au-
thorities are subservient to the author
Ity of the eivil law.,"

Judge Lynch replled that the judges
did not act hastily bul issued the war-
rant after due dellberation, The judge
#ndd that this hearing has nothing to
do with the conduct of General Gobin,
The court gald the witnesses who were
not present shouTl be brought in and
that the hearing could be proceeded
with such witnesses as were pregent,
Attorneys Garman and McGahren
then notified the court that they would
withdraw from the case. District At-
torney Fell then took charge. Sherift
Martin was seated at the defendant's
table surrounded by three lawyers,

JOHN WALSH'S TESTIMONY.

John Walsh, of Hazle township, was
the first witness. He sald: "I saw
the strikers coming and went out to
meet them and see what would happen
Some of the men carried clubs, and I
teld them to throw away their clubs,
They dld so, I got on n ear and
paseed the strikers. The car with the
deputies came along and blacked our
car., Then we heard the strikers were
going to Latitmer. One of the deputles,
Ed. Turbach, got on our car. He said:
I don't know what the sheriff means
by taking us around llke this with-
out ordering us tw shoot.,” The depu-
ties got off the car near Lattimer, Then
the strikers came up and Deputy Mr.
Hess walked out and eried: ‘Halt."
Hesa grabbed one of the strikers.
i"here was a goufile, The other etrik-
ers walked along past the deputies.
1 heard some one call ‘fire’ Then I
hedrd one shot, then another and then
u regular volley. The men began to
run, but the deputles kept on shoot-
log. 1 was forty yards away. A few
minutes after the shooting one man,
Willlam Rought, stepped up® on the
rallvoad tracks and deliberately shot
at a mon running through the woods.™

“How long did the shooting last?"
asked Mr. Fell,

“About five minutes, It was after all
were done shooting that this deputy
went on the railroad tracks and shot'

The witness named a number of de-
puties he saw among the crowd,

Jonathan Lichensberger, . Hazleton
contractor, was the next witness. He
sald: "I was standing 140 yards away
from the strikers as the trouble bhegan,
I suw Sheriff Martin approach the men.
He had a paper in his hand, which he
attempted to read. After reanding the
proclamation he ordered the crowd to
go back. Then they had a soufMe with
him. He drew his revolver, but some
one grabbed his wrist and held up his
gand so0 he could not do anything.
Then the shooting began' Charles
Gussrott, the school teacher at Lattl-
mer, gave important testimony for the
commonwenlth,

THE AMOUNT OF BAIL.

At 1 p. m, the judges asked the dls-
trict attorney what would be done
with the prisoners untll the hearing of
the men s finlshed. Judge Lynch sald

that each man would ba required to
glve ™ail or else go to jall. After n

conference with District Attorney Fell
the bail In each case waa fixed at
$4,000, Joseph A. Bim, trust ofMcer of
the City Trust, Safe Deposit and Bur-
ety company, of Phlladelphla, came
forward to give bail for all of the
deputies, The gentleman was armed
wlith power of attorney from hls com-
pany, and stated the trust company
was worth about 3360,000 over all In-
debtedness, The amount of ball re-
guired for the sixty-four deputies who
were pregent was $258,000,

Court reassembled at 2,30 p. m.
examination of witnesses proceeded
slowly., At 6 o'clock court adjourned
untll tomorrow morning at 9 o'clock.
It Is doubtful If the evidence sub-
mitted will be gtrong enough to hold
the defendants for court. No witness
has yet testified that Bherlf Martin
orderad the deputles to ghoot, The
withdrawal of Attorneys Garman and
MceGahron also weakens the case of the
prosecution. .
