ndded to the list, and the unthinkir g
can readily be led to belleve It an all
around nulsanee, This vear the denun-
cintlon was as unjust as It was gevere,
Thege strictures were either actuated
Ly partisan blas, factional strife or
pereonal malice, Hut the real hard
facts will not In the glightest degree
Justiiy these attacks, Indecd, when
the eritics are asked to particulavige,
when they are askod wherein the late
legislnture was so sinful, not a single
bill can be recalled that bocame a law
widch Is iInimical to the interegts of the
rople, while a review of the legislas
tion enacted reveals the fact that more
beneficial lnws were passed last sgesgion
thian at uny other slngle sesalon of the
legislature of this state, or of the l:gis-
Inture of any other stite,

LABOR'S GROWING GIFT.

Labor's gift from the last legislature
was measured out more bountifully
than ever hafore, Nearly all the legls-
Intlom ask d for by the labor organiza-
tions passed both branches and re-
celved executlve approval, President
John Fahy, of the Unitod Mine Workers
of Ameriea, and George Chance, presi-
doent of the: Philadelphia Ty pographieal
union, were on the ground for nearly
£ix monthe in the intereet of the many
bills desired by the organizations they
represented, and ther do but justice in
thelr loud praise of the large majority
of memhers who so cheerfully support-
od thelr bills.

Never in the hlztory of the state has
there boen o many laws enacted for
the bensit of the grand army of work-
fngmen.
that regulate almost every character
of Industry in the state, and many of
them are of the greatest importane:,
Tesides these hills there were a nuniber
of minor mensures, princlpally appro-
priatioms for hospltals and other In-
stitutions that are of Indirect Lhenefit
to the working people, which were
passedd through the legislature and se-
cured exceutive approval, Altogether
it wns @ remarkable legislature for the
enactment of labor lnws.

MINER'S CERTIFICATE RILIL,

No, SH="Miners' cortiflcate LIl pres
sented by ., B Miller, of Lugzerne. This
Inw I8 to “protict the lives and limbs
of miners from the dangers resulting
from Incompetent miners workliyr in
the anthracite conl mines of this come-
monwenith, and to provide for the ex-
amination of persons seeking employ-
ment a¥ miners In the anthracite re-
glon and to prevent the employment of
Incompetent persons as miners In an-
thracite coal mines and providing pen-
alties for a violation of the same.” This
i& one of the most Important laws en-
acted by the legislature, The old law
of 1850 was looked upon as a burlesque
and It was known to be violated fla-
grantly, certificates heing given out
without regard to the fitness of the
mon. The law Increases the cost of cor-
tificutes to §1. A man, In order to got
a esrtificate, must have had two years'
experience elther ns 4 miner or . mine
Inhorey in the mines of this state. He
must appe ar in person before the board
and be fdentified under aath by at least
one miner holding a certiflcate, He
must be able to answer Intelligently at
least 12 questions In the English lan-
gunage pertaining to the: requirements
of a practicat miner,

The board must meet publicly once
A month, and not oftener, and must
keep a pecord open to the public show-
Ing & detalled account of each exams-
Inatlon, of all questions and thelr an-
SWers, Meetings must not be held
wherein Intoxlenting lquors are sold,
Certificates will not be legal unless
glgned in person by all the members of
the board. Al certifiontes that have
been Improperly and illegally 1ssued
are unlawful and illegal, and the own-
ors must get new ones, This Is a fea-
ture that the owners of the certificates
and others Interestod under the law in
those certificates might well be very
careful of, because it is linble at any
time to prove Interesting to them by
way of causing them considerable
brother and trouble under the new law,

Members of the board must prose-
cute all violations of the act, and In
the case of their failure to do so it
then Lecomes the duty of the district
attorney, and any member of the
bonrd found guilty of violating the
Inw, In addition to the other pennltles
his office shall be declared vacant, and
he shall not be eligible to again hold
such a position. Any citizen has al=o
the power to progecute, Employers
are aldo liable to the penalthos in case
of employing persons not holding cer-
tificates. Any person found gullty of
Violating the law shall pay a tine of
not legs than $100 and not mory than
$500, or shall underge Imprisonment
not less than 20 daye or more than six
monthe, or eithir or both, at the dis-
eretlon of the court,

ANTI-BCREEN BILL.

No. S815—The anti-gercen bill, pre-
gented by Representative MeWhinney,
of Allegheny. This bill requires the
welghing of bituminous coal before
gerecning, and providing a penalty for
the violation thereor, This is a law
thut is of great Importance to the min-
ers of the soft coal-reglon, and one
that has been fought for during many
YOurs,

No, #H4—=The mines and mining
bereaw. This bill creates the bureau of
mines and mining, providing for the
office of a chief, whose duty it will ne
to see that the mine laws are properly
administered and that the violations
arve promptly punished. This bill was
Presented by Senator John J. Coyle,
of Schuylkill county,

Representative Mansfield from DBea-
ver, iIntroduced a bill covering 58 pages,
amending the entire bituminous min-
ing law, which had been declared un-
constitutlonal by Judge Gordon. This
bl passed and receivied the executive
sleEnature.

The arbitration law, which is a copy
of the Ohio law, passed the senate and
second rending In the house, It was
on third reading calendar during the
last two sedstons, but because of the

Anather bill along the lne of in-
terest and Importance to labor and the
patriotie orders, and which has been
commended from one end of the com-
monwealth to the other, was introducs
ed by Representative Benjamin K,
Focht, of Union county, who was one
of the leaders on the tloor of the house
In the Interest of labor and agrioul-
ture. The bil provides for the removal
t0 other states and eountries of all
unnaturalized forefgners who are
quartered upon the stute. The law |s
modeled after the one that has heen In
successful operation for some years In
Massachusetts, Mr. Focht says that
nn investigation recently made dis-
cloges the fact that 20,000 allens ure
quartercd ypan the taxpayors of Penn-

Cities Are at a Standstill.

The Semi=Annunl Counting of Voters
Indicntes n Healthy Growth in the
Country Districis«=Total Vote of
the County Is 44,007 nn Incrense of
1,352 Over the December Showing.
Al but One Hundred of the Increase
Goes to the Credit of the Towns
and Boroughs.

According to the May registration
Just tabulated by the county commisg-
sloners, the two cities of this county
are at o standstill in the matter of
growth and all the increase in popus-
lation is found in the boroughs and
townships.

The total registration shows that
there are 44,087 voters in the county,
Last December's registration gave a
total of 42715, The Increase of 1,352 Is
divided among the towns, with the ex-
ception of an even hundred voters,
Scranton showing an increase of only
37 and Carbondale 63.
