: (inclusions ot Statisticians ns to the

MlsfnrluncH of the Poor.
''rum the Sim.

Various attempts have been made ly

to get at tho cause of poverty
by means of statistics. In Kuropo pau-
pers are defined to be those who re-
ceive aid fiom government or charit-
able funds. The proportion of paupers
to the whole population Is highest In
England, is per 1,000. In Scotland It Is
21. In Ireland 23, In Holland 20, in Italy
10, In Austria 0, In France S. and In
Oerinany 7. There Is no similar divis-
ion made (initially In the United States,
and, taking the country through, the
proportion hero Is less, probably, than
2 per 1,000. When It comes, however,
to the causes of poeity the American
statisticians ate, so to speak, right In
line with what biimo peisons would
call the:r conjectures, but what they
describe as their conclusions. Thus, of
100 cases of poverty 11 per cent are
chargeable to drink In excess, 21 P. per
cent, to what the statisticians call
"misconduct," a rather vacuo desig-
nation for unwise or reprehensible acts;
-- 8.5 per cent" to lack of work or In-

adequate pay for woik done, or insuf-
ficient, half-tim- e employment, and
most of the remainder to "misfortune."

What particular distinction tho stat-
isticians are able to establish between
"misconduct" nnd "misfortune" is not
easily stated, for somo acts of mis-
conduct are clearly due to misfortune,
and lnanv Instances of misfortune nie
directly traceable to misconduct, but
the .statisticians do not concern then.-selve- s

with such trifles as these. They
or.iy deal with what they call "broad
propositions," and one of them, Charles
Hoi th, of Hast London, has ascet tallied
by Investigation that In the poorer d's-trlc- ts

of the Htitlsh capital exactly 13
per cent, of those male or female adults
who are a charge either upon the gov-

ernment or upon others for reasons not
arising from physical causes owe their
Indigent e to drink, though It has been
observed by some travelers In F.ast
London (and travelers who are not
si itlsllclai.s) that the absence of dunk
Is at times a mole poignant cause of
visible distress than 1m unbridled in-

dulgence In ale. potter or bitter beo.
London spends $0,000,000 a year for

the relief of the needy, Paris $l.r.0n.oon
Vienna $3,000,000, and Merlin $2,000,000.
Greater New York will spend, approxi-
mately, $2,500,000.
