The condition of the anthracite tradoe
during the pist year has been recorded
from month te month In these letters,
and no detalled review s NOW necessury,
bt it I® interceting to note the general
course which followed and compare the
results with those of 15

In Junuary, 1897, the merket had been
broken by shipping in November and Le-
vember of the previous year a tonnnge
largely In excess of the needs for con-
sumption. There had been a steady guin
In the selling price untll the middle of
November, but nat that time the break oe-
curred, and during the latter halt of thut
month prices went down steadlly, follow-
Ing the samy course In December. Cons
sequently, In January, the market was
budly demornlizged, although the ship-
ments were much less than in the pre-
feding month. The results Tor the pre-
vious year hod been sg alirming that
the various Interests saw  that thelr
eafety oy In oroducing only what the
market required for notunl consgmpltion

As o result, the prices In February
showed o slight Impro-ement, which con-
tinued 1o galn ndily until July, for
during that time the outpul was not in
excess of the demond. I estimoting the
regquirements for the latter month, how-

iy

ever, too optimistic n view was tuken of
the situation nnd minkng began ot the
vite of 350000 tons for the month.
Though this wis clearly more than was
needed, iU would not huve brought ahout
uny losting dHsurrapgeoment had it pot

FIRMER GRIP ON
THE COAL TRADE

That Is One of llu Ob{ecll Accomplished
by the Recent Consolidation.

THERE MAY BE OTHER OBJECTS

Railrond Men Are of the Opinion
That the Interests ofthe Erio and
New York, Susquehannn and Wests
ern Have Been United for Somes=
thing Besides the Good of the An-
thracite Conl Trade««The Hernld’s
View of the Situntion,

The announcement that the Erle rail-
road through the firm of J. P. Morgan
& Co, of New York, has obtalnoa cones
trol of the New York, Rusguehanna
and Western ralltoad awekened no
Hitle interest In this clly.

The Joining of Interests of these two
roads will have the effect of making
the Delawars and Hudson ratlvrond
more dependent than ever on the Erle
rond for carrying its conl to tidewnter

and it may have the effect of caus-
Ing the extenslon of the Susquehanna
Connecting fallroad to this city and
poseibly to Carbondale within a very
short thme.

The New York, Susquebanna  and
Western rallroad was originally the
New Jersey Midiand railrond and Les

a eapital stock of SLL000,060 commen
gtock, the same amount of preferred

13,000,000, A= originally constrocted
the road rune from Jersey City to
Grave Place near Suwoudsburg.

That the SBusquehannan might
dependent of the Lackavwonnit o
ber of men interesti«d in the former
orgmiized a company known as the
Wilkes-Harre and Eastern and built a
rond from Gravel Place to Wilkes-
saree, thus extending the Sunaguohan-
na into the heart of the coal Aelde,
None of the collierica from which
the Susquehanna takes coil were on Its
line however, One was at Greenwoud,
two at Old Forge and several more Gt
Vinton.

triade, The companies that bhad larger
interests at staks had to constantly
keep on guard against the SBusquehan-
na and not infrequently made npore-
ant concessjons to that road In o des-
perite efart 1o Keep peace in the coul
trade. There Is o genera] feeling of

the merging of I8 interests with that
of the Erie which will now have (o ba
more conservitive than ever.

ANDREWS ARRESTED

They Were Token In Custody In New
York City Friday.

WILL BE BROUGHT BACK FOR TRAL

Mrex. Wilcox Ram Awny from Her
Home in Clark’s Summit on Deec.

"Willeox, on making inquirles of his
brother-In-law,” sald the New York
Herald yesterday, “was told that he
saw Mrs, Wilcox and the farm hand
driving away sarly In the evening of
Dee, § toward Hopton, Mr, Wilcox
went to Hopton and found that at
this plave Andrews had disposed of the
outfit for 876, much against the protests
of Mre, Wilcox, He then traced them
to Binghamton, thence to Jersey Clty,
and thence to this city.

“The matter was reported to the po-
Hee, and Detectives Boyle and Charls
ton, of headquarters, were assigned to
look up the couple, Mrs, Wilcox was
found, yesterday morning, at No, 811

was found at No. 685 Morton street,
where the couple took lodgings when
they arrived in thie city. Andrews
tried to get work and failed, and then
Mrs. Wilcox set about earning the liv-
ing for hoth.

Andrews wns o rustio and green
that no one would employ him, and he
couldn't get work as a manuanl laborer
without a pull, and this he didn't have,
Andrews looked frightened In court.
Mrs. Leona Wlleox, who left a ecomfort-
able home and three children, and who
g now dolng drudge work to support
an inapt aMnity, did not seem to be
sorry over her act.

“She chatted cheerfully with An-
drews and tried to cheer the fellow
up, Mra, Wilcox s twenty-six years
old. On the occasion of her marriage
to Wilcox she eloped, and she geems
to have a predilection for this sort of
thing.

REMANDED TO JAIL.

“After hearing the case Magistrate
Meade remanded both Andrews and
Mra Wilcox for thirty days to the
Jefferson Market prison to awaitl requi-
gitions from the governor of Pennsyvl-
vania. When Mrs. Wilcox heard the
decision of Magistrate Meade she lost
her confident air and seemed to be
worrled.”
