who vesterday told the jury that Sena-
tor Kenney as far back ns 1805 knew of
his belng a defaulter and that the sen-
gtor subsequently was permitded to
draw money when he had no Tunds,
was agiain on the stand today.

Boges' direct axamination belng re-
sumed, he =ald that when in
firet told Senator Kenney he was in de-
fault. Mr, Kennev asked him how he
had concenled it and sajd when the
witness expressed his fear of exposure,
“sou have concealed it before, 1 don't

see why you cannot do It agaln.'” The
witness algo sald that.in the Iatter
part of 1898 Amos Cole came to him

with a letter from Senator Kenney ask-

ing him to loan the bearer $300 and
that he would securs it AOEEs gave
Cole the money from the bank’s funds
anid several other sums afterwards,
The 200 wies never returned to the
bank.

gigned hy Kenney were eventually

He denled saving that
the egenator was not responsible
his trouble. He admitted having then
siid to E. T. Cooper. hookkeeper of
the Farmers' National bank, that he
had “manipulated” Senator Kenney's
accounts and at times had temporar-
fly withheld Kenney's deposits when
he had a good balance, and at the
same time he gald held out other peg-
ple's depositg to pay Kenney's checks,
He also denled having threatened to
get even with Kenney.

T. E. Ross, export accountant, was
