Pcoplo's Gas, nnotlicr
1 lower specialty, moved similarly but
on less wido lltictuntlonH likewise clorlng
about unchanged, There was no news at-
tending tho movements In theso proper-
ties, Humors of a possibles

In the lato
morning hours, however, nn uggressho
movement sturted In Manhattan which
carried tho stock up five per cent, over
the opening price following with which
tho knowledge thu money was freely of-
fered at C per cent, stalled a covering
movement throughout tho list with gcod
busing in Federal Steel, common, Brook-

ried prices in somo instances to recordllguics. In the early afternoon thostrength or tho ppoetlnltleK frightened
the benrs and there was running to cover
throughout the whole list.

There was considerable buying by com-
mission houses nnd the whole ticket a
renewal of confidence which is most en-
couraging to the advocates of higher
prices. Tho knowledge that high lutes
for money Is duo to special causes is verv
well known and aside from somo incon-
venience In handling loans hud very little.
