The Hague, .Juno 22. After sheet ses-

sions of the of wir and
navy, at whlrn reports by Major Gen-

eral Hen Kecr Poortugnel, or the Dutch
delegation, and Count Soltyk, the Aus-

trian naval expert, were separate!;,'
adopted, the fiist committer met. to dis-
cuss the same, In the uliovo order.

The conference finally resolved In

favor of prohibiting the use of bullets,
which easily spread or flatten out In
Ihc human body, such as explosive
bullets, bullets In a hardened case,
which does not entirely cover the
point, or bullets with an Incision. The
British and American delegates alone
voted in the negative.

The use of any new explosives In
project lies from balloons was prohib-
ited for five years.

SECOND DAY A BLANK.

Kentucky Democrats Still Fiddling
for an Opening.

Louisville, Ky., June 22, The second
day of the Democraticconvention was
a blank so far as proceedings of record
go. I'nder the surface, however, It was
it busy day of electloneeilng nnd wire-
pulling. Two short sessions were held,
one In the morningand one In the even-
ing. At the former, committees were
appointed nnd a recess was taken until
evening to allow them to wotk. This
evening, the credential committee hav-
ing scarcely begun Its work, the con-
vention adjourned until 0 o'clock to-m- ot

row morning.
This committee will have to dispose

of some three hundred seats, lis de-

liberations will govern the length of
the convention and. If radical action be
taken on any one direction, It may ef-

fectively influence the nominations.
The Stono-Goeb- combination is still
master of the situation, having control
of the machinery of the convention.
This was demonstrated twice today In
the forcing of nn adjournment.

Chairman liedwlne and the other
temporary olllcers, It is believed, will
be retained In the permanent organiza-
tion. Tonight the llnrding people are
busily working on the Stone delegates,
for It Is in this direction their only
hope lies. They are using 'the uigu-me- nt

that the Ooebel followers arc
using the Stone-Ooeb- el combination for
purely selfish purposes nnd that they
will nttempt to nominate the Kenton
county leader for governor, regardless
of the tacit understanding that Stone
should receive this vote.

Meanwhile, there Is no sign of weak-
ness In the Stone combination. Stone
or Ooebel may be nominated for gov-
ernor and the report of the committee
on credentials may decide the race. The
makeup of the remainder of the ticket
will depend upon the nomination for
governor.

PROGRESS MADE

BY HOMEOPATHY

Figures Presented nt the Meeting
of the American Institute Next
Meeting to Be Held in Cleveland.
Atlantic City, X. J., June 22. The

third day's session of the fifty-fift- h an-
nual meeting of the American Insti-
tute of Homeopathy was the liveliest
held so far, the cause being the debate
over the selection of the second choice,
for place of meeting- next year. In
which the delegates from Cleveland
scored a victory. The committee hav-
ing in charge the matter of selecting
a place recommended that the fifty-sixt- h

annual meeting be held In Wash-
ington at the time of the unveiling of
the monument to Samuel Hahnemann,
the founder of homeopathy, and in
case of unforeseen circumstances who h
might prevent the unveiling, that tho
meeting be held In Put-In-Ha- y, Ohio,
Thirty-thre- e thousand dollars must be
raised and an act of congress passed
giving a site before the monument can
be erected and the outlook at present
is therefore not considered the bright-
est, hence the contest for second choice.

The fight for Cleveland was led by
Dr. Horner, of that city, and Dr.
Fisher, of Chicago. The former moved
to substitute Cleveland for Put-ln-B-

In tho committee's report, but the mo-

tion was lost. Then followed a spirited
but good-nature- d debate over the orig-
inal motion to adopt the committee's
report. The result was that Dr. Fisher's
motion was recorded and Cleveland
was Dually decided upon as the second
choice.

GROWING TENDENCY

TOWARD MOB RULE

BOOKER T. WASHINGTON'S

VIEWS ON LYNCHING.

Some Remarkable Statistics Within
Six Years About 000 Persons
Have Been Lynched in the South-

ern States tor nil Classes of Crimes.

A "Habit" Which Injmes Moral

nnd Material Growth Too Much

Crime Among the Negroes Ap-

peals to Ministers and Teachers.

Birmingham. Ala., June 21. --Hooker
T. Washington, president of the In-

dustrial nnd Normal school, has fur-
nished the Associated Press an elab-
orate discussion on the race question
in the form of a paper. Prof. Wash-
ington begins his paper by saying that
while It Is true that there are cases
of lynching nnd outrage in the North-
ern and Western states, candor com-
pels Ii in to admit that by far most
of the cases of lynchlngs take place
In our Southern states, and most of
the persons lynched are negroes.

"With all the earnestness of my
heart," he said. "I want ao appeal, not
to the president of the United States,
Mr. McKlnley, not to the people of New
York, nor of New England, but to the
citizens of our Southern states, to as
sist in creating such a public senti-
ment as will make human life here
just as safe and sacred as it is any-
where else In the world."

The paper then offers a review of
the appeal that has been made through
the press and prominent men that the
negro problem be left to the South.
He recites that the whole country, from
the president down, has been Inclined
to do this. By the policy of

the South has been given a
sacred trust. Prof. Washington con-
tinues:

Nearly All in the South.
I fear but few people In the South

realize to what an extent the habit of
lynching or the taking of life without
due process of law has taken hold of
us. and to what an extent It Is not only
hurting us In the eyes of the world, but
Injuring our ow n moral and material
growth. Many good people in the South
and also out of the South have gotten
the Idea that lynching Is resorted to for
one crime only. I have the facts from
an authoritative source. During the
last year 127 persons were lynched in
the United States, of tills number, IIS
were executed lu the South and nine In
the North nnd West; of the total num-
ber lynched, 102 were negroes. 23 whites,
and 2 Indians. Of this number, only
21 were charged in any way with the
crime of rape.

Within a period of six years about
900 persons have been lynched in our
Southern states. This is but a few
hundred short of the total number of
soldiers who lost their lives In Cuba
during the war. If we could realize
still more fully how far this unfortun
ate habit is leading us note the clnsses
of crime during a few months which
the local papers and the Associated
Press say that lynchfng has been In-

flicted for they Include "murder, riot-
ing, Incendiarism, larceny, e,

insulting women, alleged poisoning,
malpractice, alleged barn-burnin- sus-
pected robbery, race prejudice, at-
tempted numb r. and horsestealing,
mistaken identity, etc." The practice
has grown until we are now at the
point where not only blacks are lynched
in the South, but white men jis well.
Within the last six years at least half
a dozen colored women have been
lynched.

Not Pleading for Negro Alone.
I urn not pleading for the negro alone.

Lynching Injures, hinders, and blunts
the moral sensibilities of the young and
tender manhood of the South. Never
shall I forget the remark made by a
little nine-year-o- white boy with blue
eyes and flaxen hair. The little fellow
said to his mother after 'he had re-

turned from a lynching: "I have seen
n man hanged. Now, I wish I could
see one burned."

Itather than hear such a remark from
one of my little boys I would see him
dead,

There Is too much crime among us.
Tin figures for a given period show
that In the United States 110 per cent,
of the crime committed Is by negroes,
while wo constitute only about 12 per
cent, of the entire population. This
proportion hold? good not only In the
South, but also In Northern states and
cities. No race that is so largely
ignorant and so recently out of slavery
could perhaps show a better record, but
we must face these plain facts. A large
amount of the crime among us grows
out of the idleness of our young men
and women. It is for this reason that
I have tried to Insist upon some In-

dustry being taught our young people
In connection with their course of liter-
ary training.

Professor Washington concludes by
appealing to school teachers, ministers,
and tho press to arouse such a senti-
ment regarding the committing of
ciime against women that such a
rime will not be charged ngalnst any

member of the race. He says the ne
gro has among the Southern whlt.--s

as good fi lends as he has anywhere
in the world, and advises him to stay
here and work out his salvation.

REJECTED THE PROPOSITION.

Cleveland Strikers Refuse to Ratify
Agreement.

Cleveland, June 22. The hope of a
settlement of the street railway strike
was shattered tonight when the strik-
ers nt a meeting i ejected by an unani-
mous vote the proposition submitted
by the company to the special com-
mittee of Ity councils and to which
the strikers' committee agreed this af-
ternoon.

The communication of the company
stales that It Is ready and willing to
take back Into Its employment, as It
has ever been, such of the employes
us Its business demands, nggiegutlng
at the present time SO pr cent, of Its
former employes and as vacancies oc-

cur will give preference to such former
employes, excepting, ulwuys, those that
have committed unlawful ucts against
the company. Its property, or Its em-

ployes, during th" present strike
It was generally believed ofter the

conference of the representatives of
the company nnd th committee of
strikers was concluded that the end
of the strike would come tomorrow
and the action of the strikers tonight
came as a surprise. After rejecting
the proposition of the company the
strikers began the work of drawing up
a proposition of their own. which will
be submitted to the council committee
tomorrow.

MEN SAFELY RESCUED.

Bad Gas Explosion at Maxwell Co-
lliery Docs Little Damage.

Wllkes-Unrr- e. June 22, A heavy ex-

plosion of gas occurred this morning In
one of the lower lifts of the Maxwell
colliery of the Lehigh and Wilkes-Barr- e

Coal company. Three hundred
men were at work in the mine at the
time and the first report was that a
great many had been killed. Fortun-
ately, however, all succeeded In making
their escape uninjured, except three
who were slightly burned.

The explosion set lire to the wood-

work of the mine, but the flames were
quickly extinguished and the damage
was light. The cause of the explosion
Is as yet a mystery.

BIG MIX-U- P OF CHEMICALS.

Chester Laboratory Shattered by
Overheated Chloride of Potash.

Chester, Pa.. June 22. An explosion
occurred in the chemical house of the
Kddystone print works tonight, blow-
ing the building to pieces and destroy-
ing a laboratory valued at $2.",,000. The
loss is fully covered by insuriice. All
the chemicals happened to be out of
the building at the time and no one
was Injured.

The explosion was due to the burn-
ing of some British gum which, it is
thought, heated a quantity of chloride
of potash. The concussion blew bar-
rels, bit' of timber and other objects
many feet, while an Immense column
of pure white vupors ascended high in
the air, forming a magnificent spec-
tacle.

PANIC IN A THEATRE.

Some One Cried "Fire" During n Per-
formance of "Hamlet."

Chicago, June 22. During a perform-
ance of "Hamlet" in the Metropolitan
theatre last night a man, seeing smoke
float past a window, yelled "Fire!" and
instnntlj there wns a rush for the
doors. The crowd in the gallery, con-
sisting principally of men and boys,
came downstairs on a run, many of
them being badly bruised in the strug-
gle.

The audience was finally quieted and
the play wns resumed. The fire was
In nn outside awning over a window,
and was soon extinguished.

STEAMER ETHWOLD SAFE.

Held Up for Several Days by n
Broken Shaft.

Philadelphia, June 23, A despatch
from Nassua, Bahama Islands, re
ceived today at the ofllce of the Quaker'
City Fruit compuny here tells of the
arrival of the missing steamer Eth-wol- d

at that port with a broken shaft.
All on board were reported well.

The steamer left Juno 7 for Port An-
tonio nnd was subsequently lepnrted
drifting at sen with a broken shaft.
This was followed by a report that
she had foundered.

WAGES ADVANCED TWICE.

The 200 fur-
nace men and laborers employed at the
Carbon Iron nnd Steel company's plant
at Parryvllte. have been notified that,
beginning July 1, their wages will be
Increased 10 cents per day.

This is the second advance In wages
since tho plum resumed operations ten
weeks ago.
