offspiing of poor unfortunates, and
trained for future useful cltbenshlp
those who would otherwise, doubtless,
become either cilmlnals or vagrants,
nnd nosslbly both.

USE OF POISONED WEAPONS.

How Bnrbarious Nations Make Sure
of Dealing Death.

Trom l..i Nature.
Kiotu the age of stone up to the time

when the utt of killing one's neighbor
led to the d!coveiy of powder and Hi

ptlniltive people, owing to tho
insufficiency of their weapons to cause
ptonipt death, have Invented means of
giving them poisonous qualities. Pois-
oned weapons, whether they me s,

knives, lancis or what not, may
get their fatal piopertles from either
vegetable or animal poisons. The

J South Aineilcan Indians use curate;
I the nativis of India, Indo-Chln- a, llor-- 1

neo nnd the Moluccas employ (or
lather did employ) the upas to poison
their weapons, the iiegioes of the Sou-
dan and tho Congo still make use of a
poison etiacl(d fiom dlffeient arL-tle- s

of stiophanthus called in'boumou
or Inc. at coaling to tho legions where
It Is cut) loved; the people of South
Afilcn, the Hottentots, the Uiislinu n,
the Kalllts and the Akkas poison their
anows with the venom of divers .ser-
pents, the coin a do c polio milling oth-
ers; certain tilbcs of iquatoilal Aft lea,
the N'Dils and the Hanjlils, use their
arrows, after long Initial In decompos-
ing coipses, to communicate blood pois-
oning, which lcsults In spenly death;
In Oceanic a the natives of Xew Cale-
donia, the Hebrides and tho Solomon
giniip give their tneinles lockjaw by
soaking their airows In mat sties con.
mining laige quantities of the bacillus
of tho tetanus.

The lit st tin ic kinds of poison are
practkally of vegetable oilgin, though
the local niedicl ie men mix with their
piopaiatlons led ants, snakes' venom,
toads' ejes, etc.; they are the charac-tetlstl- c

alkaloids of plants which seivo
as the basis of n deadly poisonous mix-
ture. Cm.no, upas and m'tmumou have
as their jit Iiiclp.il elements plants
whoe species vary with the tribe, and
which all belong to the stijchnlne fam-
ily. The tin oo last iiann d poisons, ex-
cept that of the South Aftlcnn negiocs,
ate of mlci tibial oilgin.

What nie the value, dtnatlon nnd ac-

tivity of those poisons? Cuiaro keeps
Indefinitely, In 17.17, In the coin so of ex-

periments In physiology made In France
with cuiaiized miows biought in 1752

fiom equatorial America by I.n Con-- d.

inline, a fowl sctatehed with one of
these anows died In seven minutes;
among the Oulteto Indians lumps of
cvraro handed clown fiom father to
son have pieeived all their poisonous
activity although covered with mold.
The same may bo said for tho upas,
which, kept In llttlo sections of bamboo
for seven or eight ye.us, retains tho
same active qualities as when fieshly
piopared. Malay woipons, even thosa
of steel, always keep their poisonous
ptopeitles. The black laces that usj
liio claim that It will keep only a shoit
time before It spoils, Xovv Ino, which
is nn aqueous niaceiatlon of stiophan-
thus seeds, to which Is added tho juice
of a tig or of a euphoibla, and gener-
ally also vlpeis' venom, becomes cov-
eted with mold nt th end of a few
weeks, but notwithstanding It has pie-serv-

all Its tolc ptopeitles; guinea
pigs have betn killed In a few minutes
by being sctatehed with airows whose
points had molded. In fact, tho vege-
table poisons used by primitive peoples
for tin Ir anows keep Indefinitely an I

nlwa.s make effective vv capons.
This Is not the inse with poisons of i

animal or mlciohlnl oilgin. As vvo have
seen above, the Bushmen, the Katnts
nnd the Akkas poison the points of
their airows with snrpf-n- t venom, es-

pecially that of the eobia; at the end
of two or tlneo weeks their arms havo
lost all naimfui quality, cms is clue
to a single cause. The venom of
snakes, which is piesorved indefinitely
In alcohol, becomes covered In air with
a peculiar mold, which has not been
Htudled hitherto, and which removes
all poisonous effects from the venom.
Tho poison used on the anows of the
N'Dils of the upper Ubanghl Is nothing
else than the septic vibrio (microbe of
blood poisoning), which dies In tho
nlr If It Is not In the presence of de-

composition. Thus these anows nro
hat infill only dining a very short time.
As for the anows of the New Caledon-
ians, which Infect their victim with
tetanus, authorities do not ngiee about
the dtnatlon of their haimful action,
although it Is proved that the baclllua
of Nicolaler cannot live except In a
very moist medium und, together with
other bacilli, harmless or otherwise,
such as the septl" bacillus, which, as
we havo seen, dies In a Eliot t time.

Thus in all eases tho poisoned arrows
of the races that make use of vegetable
alkaloids aro much moio to be feaied
than those of tho tribes that employ
poisons of animal or microbial oilgin.
