LIBRARY IS DESERTEI]

It Was a Lonesome Place Yesterday.
Only a Few Callers for Books.
Many in mmg Rooms.

The Alboright library was a lonesome
place yesterday, There was an alr of
depression over everything, Theyo was
also an atr of formaldehyde, which wos

cqually bad, If not worss, "t was a
strongly, unhealthy odor which mnJe
the visitor desire to beat as hasty a ro-
treat as if it were labeled alphtheria
or ecarlet fever. No books weoe being
taken out and few people seemed to he
returning any.

The reading rooms were wall filled,
and there was & successton of visitors
who asked Innumerable questions and
who seemed to feel deeply afflicted be-
cauge they were not to be allowed to
carry away books,

“How on earth ghall T ever study up
my subject for Chautauquna tonight?™
asked one girl in dismay, “I can't
vome down here unlesas at 8§ o'clock In
the morning and then the library jsn't
open.'” Another patron lamented her
fate In not being able to carry home
books to releve the tedious hours of
an invalid aunt, and a young girl fm-
plored an attendant to let her take out
just one volume of history, which she
needed for study.

“l know it hasn't had the scarlet
fever,” she explalned earnestly, *“‘be-
cause nobody wants te read it but me,
and I wouldn’t”if I didn‘t just have to
ook up something for examlnation"
The only pergon who seemed to derive
a great amount of eatisfaction from the
catastrophe was a small boy, who
openly expressed his hilarity at being
thus unable to write n much dreaded
composition.

The reading rooms are open as usual,
but all books now and hereafter re-
velyed during the quarantine of the
cireulating department will be taken
below stalrs, where arrangements will
be made for fumigation,

Librarian Carr says that in his
twenty years' experience In library
work never but once has such a step
been declded upon and that was in Bt,
Joseph, Mo, where for a period of ten
days people were forbldden to congre-
gate in churcheg, schools or elsewhere,
the action being taken to prevent such
ussemblage and the possibility of dia-
reminating disease, rather than the
fear of contaglon through books.

The attendants find thelr usual ocen-
pation gone (o & great extent, but are
extremely busy with catalogues and
regular desk work, which always accu-
mulates. It is proposed to take ace
count of stock during the ces=alion of
cireulation, There i8 no intimation as
to how long the quarantine will be en-
forced,

DEATH OF JUDGE
F. W. GUNSTER

CANCER OF THE NECK CAUSED
HIS DEMISE.

He Had Been Suffering for Four
Months and for Bome Time Past
His Family Had Knowledge of the
Fact That He Could Not Recover.
The End Came Yesterday After-
noon, Bhortly Before 8 0'clock.
Bketch of the Busy, Useful Oareer
of the Deceased.

Hon, Frederick W, Guunster, the senlor
additiona! law judge of Lackawannn
county, died yesterday afternoon at 2.48
o'clock at his home, 624 Monvoe ave-
nue. Death was due to cancer of the
neck, from which he had suffered for
more than four months, Around his
bedside at the moment of final diss=o-
lutlon were hig wifs and children and
hig Dbrothers, also his brother-in-law,
Rey, Willlam Breh!, of Pittston. Al-
though he had suffered great pain dur-
ing hig lliness, hia death was mercl-
fully painless.

For more than a week the stricken
jurist had been in a critleal condition,
but he pagged a good day Monday and
his friends wers hopeful that he would
live for some time. About I o'clock
vesterday morning thers was n sudden
change for the worse and he began to
choke and found difficulty In breathing.

Dr. P. F. Gunster. his brother and
one of his attending physicians, was
hastily summoned, but when he ar-
rived the spasm of paln had passed
away and the patlent was again rest-
ing ecasily.

Jt the pame time that Dr. Gunster
was summoned nomessage was gent to
the episcopal residence and in response
to it Rev. D, J, Macdoldeick hastened
to Judge Gunster's bedside, e ad-
minletered to him the last sacraments
of the Catholic church 1 10 cparation
for death.

APPROACH OF THE END,

Yesterdny Judge Gunsie: gradually
sank Into a seml-uncongei yag state, and
did not again rally. Giadually and
peacefully his lite slipp=1 away and
shortly before 3 o'¢locs in the after
noon came the event that had for
months been dreaded, but forscen In
his houszchold.

About four months ago the cancer
which ended Judge Gunster's life made
fta nppearance and for two months
thereafter he suffered terrible pain, In
the meantime he had consulted the
most famous speclalista with reference
to that disease and they informed him
that his malady was Incuranble. His
Inst appearance on the hench was in
Argument court, during the week be-
ginning October 24, and the last opin-
fona he wrote were handed Jdown for
him by Judge Edwards on December
18, They were In the cases of Grey and
othera  against MeCormack, Rorrick
against MeManamin and City of Scran-
ton against Alexander Gillen,

For the last two months Judge Guns-
tor did not suffer such pain as he did
during the earlier stagea of the dis-
ease, bui he was able to tnke little
nourishment and for the last two weeks
havdly anything but some Hauld food
passed his lins, He is survived by his
wife and the following children: John,
n member of the Lackawanna bar;
Loulse, Margaret, Marle, Elizabeth and
Joseph, Five brothers are also livine,
They are Joseph, Peter and Dr, P. F.
Gunster, of this clty; John Gunster, of
Jamestown. N, Y., and Henry Gunster,
of Cartersville, 0. The parents of Mrs,
Gunster, Mr, and Mre. Chrigstopher
Brehl, of  Wilkes-Barre, and their
daughter, Loulse, were present when
the dread summons came.

FUNERAL SATURDAY,

The funeral will take place Saturday
morning, A requlem mass will be ecle-
brated in 8t, Peter's cathedral, and in-
terment will be made in 8t Mary's
German Catholic cemetory at Peters-
burg, where three of the children of
Judge and Mrs, Gunster and Judge
Gunster's mother le buried,

The news of Judge Gunster's death
did not reach the court houss until n
few minutes after court had adjourned
tpd therefore no formal action was
taken further than to iy the flag over
the court house at half-mast,

This morning after court opens it will
adjourn out of respect to the deceased
member of the court, and at 11 o'clock
a meeting of the Bar assoclation will
be held, at which suitable action will
be taken,

Hon. Frederlck W. Gunster, althouga
long a resident of Scranton, wasa born
in Prussia, In the town of Lochweller,
on Sept. 15, 1845, He was the son of
Peter Clunster, aléo a Prussinn by
birth. In 1851 he came to this country
with his parents. His early education

Ward & Mahon until the former was
elected recorder of the mayor's court
of Becranton. Thix was In 1872 and
Judge Gunster then formed a law part-
nership with Charles H. Welles and
continued In that connection until 1888,

In the fall of 1854 he was chotod
to the assembly on the Democratic
ticket and served in 1875-74, He woa
very active in securing the passags
of the new county bill separating
Lackawanna from Luzerne, but the bill
was twice defented In the senate whi'e
he served In the jower house, After
retiring from the assembly, however,
he returned the next year and Yent
materinl asslgtance In  getting  the
meagure through the legislature,

When the new county was organized
he was appoluted the first dletrict ace
torney by Governor Hartranft and
gerved with eredit in that capacity for
one year and three months,

U Aug, 14, 1858, he recelved the un-
anlmous pomination of the Democritie
party for the positlon of additlonal buw
Judge of Lackawanuna countly #nd vhe
Republican county vconvention gave
him an endorsement by refusing (o
nominate o candldate agalngt Vi, Jle
wan elected by a large majority cver
the  indepenident  candidate, A, A,
Chase, Judge Gunster took his sout
Jan. 1, 1850, for the term of fen yenrd,
Righteen months ago Juligs Jdunster
recelved the unanimous nomination of
both Democrats and Republicane for
his gecond term and He won out by a
blg majority, despite strenuous oppo-
sitlon by Cornelius Smith. He agaia
took hiz geat on Jan. 1, 1808, for the
second term of ten years, but a higher
power decreed that he should never
finish it.

ORGANIZER OF BANKS.

He was one of the arganizers of the
Third Nutlonal bank and served as
one of the directors until he was elect-
ed judge. He was also one of the
board of trustees of the Lackawanna
hospital, has served ag a director of
the oral school and was also a trustee
of the Albright library. Fraternally,
he was an active member of the Den-
evolent and Protectlve Opder of Elks.

As a elvil and equity judge, Judge
Gunster held high rankg, being consid-
ered one of the ablest in the state, His
knowledge of law was wonderful, not
only In lts vast range, but also in s
peculinr thoroughness. In his dispo-
gitlon of criminal cases, If fault he
had, 1t was In lcaning too much tow=-
ard mercy,

The judge pregented a etviking per-
sonal appearance In his younger years,
being over six feet tall and as straight
ag the proverblal arrow, and even in
Inter years he wag almost as erect in
hearing. He was a great student, was
master of several foreign languages
and mpreseed every one who came In
contact with him by his uniformally
courteous manner and unrufMled teln-
perament, In conclusion let it be sald
that In the death of Judge Gunsteér
Beranton has lost an able jurlst, a
patriotie citizen and last and most im-
portant of all, an honest man,

The following tribute to the dead
jurist fs from the pen of his close
friend, ¥, J. Fltzsimmone, and was
printed In Sunday's News, of which
Mr., Fitzelmmons Is edllor:

COL. FITZSIMMONS' TRIBUTE.

Judge Gunsier wae essentially a man
of books, rare modesty and great re-
gerve force, He served one term in the
leglglature, and during it made a
apeech agninst the lax and unserupu-
loug way the general assembly granted
divorces, which gave him a national
and international reputation as a pow-,
erful debater and profound thinker. He'
wis at Harrisburg In the early seven-
tiva, He afterward gave his undivided
attention to the practice of the law till
158%, when he was elected judge, AS &
lanwyer he easlly reached and was con-
ceded @ foremost place ut the bar,

He was no gpecialist, He excelled (n
all departments of his  profession,
Argulng intriciite questions before the
court he was lueld, concige, and con-
vinelng. In the preparation of cases,
in the drawing of legal papers and in
the giving of advice he was exhaust-
ive, necurate and sound, Before a jury
he was a mateh for the most brifliant
in the land. I always regarded him as
one of the three strongest advorates I
ever heard address twelve men, Jie had
i supervior mind, enrviched with classic
learning and adorned by extensive

reading of master authors, It was re-
tentive, analytical, logical. Yet his
great persuasivenesgs came from an-

other source, It was inborn and neesd-
ed not nursing. It consisted in his
great intense sincerity, which thrilled
his splendid volee and was visible upon
every feature of hig intellectual face,

Nature did not only endow him with
the attribute of belleving what he said,
but she gave him the rarer gift-—that
of communicating the same belief to
thoge whom he addressed. When he
gave much thought to a esubiect, or
carefully arranged an argument, it
was 4 treat to listen to him, He was
no less thorough than skilliful, He said
nothing that should have been left un-
sall and unsald nothing that should
have been said. His capabllities as a
Inwyer and his keen coneeption of what
a lawyer should be, made him, at times,
noticeahly annoyed when on the hench
regulating o cage which was helng
bunglingly handled by coreless altor-
neys,

PURE MINDED MAN,

No purer-minded man ever polsed
the genles of justice, Hig governing
desire and fondest hope weore to sce
rvight prevail. He detested only what
wid insincers, He loved his
profession and was happy when he saw
it upheld In all its integrity and groat-
ness, He dellghted fn the companion-
ship of friends and in the enjoyment of
harmless pleasures,

He did not have un extensive
mate acqualntance, Therefore it
not diffieult for on unpwincinled dema-
wagle, or a conscienceless seeker after
noioriety to cause him to be misunder-
stood by the masseg, DId the people |
know him as he was in heart and soul
they would have esteemed him as no
other publie moan was ever esteemad in
this commmunity. Those who knew him
best reverad him.,

'he proof of this was that the party
of his political preference pnamed him
twice for judge, unonlmously, and each
time the opposgition nominated no can-
didate against him. Bo respected was
he by imembers of the bar that not a
vespectable one of them ever thought
of opposing him. He was a legislator
and succegsful practitioner for about
twenty years and had been on the
hench a tritke over twelve, Yet he was
a comparatively poor man, He could
not make money except as it came 1o
him through channels of honor.

e made modest charges as an at-
torney, anid wag content with his mod-
erpte income a8 o judge, Hlis life has
been exemplary In every respect.

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GOEBEI. WAS BORN
IN CARBONDALE

FAMILY I8 REMEMBERED BY
MANY BORANTONIANS.

After Leaving This City the Goebel
Fanily Moved to Overton, Brad-
ford County, Where They Were
Neighbors of the Family of Colonel
Herman Osthaus—Nothing Re-
markable About His Youth—Ool.
F. J. Fitssimmons Met Gosbel in
Louisville Last October.

Willlam Goebel, leader of the Demo-
cratie party of Kentucky and its can-
didate for governor at the last elec-
tlon, who was shot and fatally Injured
it Frankfort, Ky., yesterday, was born
at Carbondale and has relatives resid-
Ing In that dity. There are many for-
mer resldents of Carbondale now Iu
Scranton who remember the Goebel
family.

Goebel’s father was Frederick Goebel,
# native of Hanover, Germany, Ha
was a carpenter and jolner by trade,
but was also & musician and for sev-
eral yearas was the leader of the only
brass band that Carbondale could boast
of at the time, John Murran ls now
the only resident of Carbondale who
was 0 member of that band.

About the year 1860, when William
was only a few years old, the fumily
moved from Carbondale to Overton,
Rradford county, where they resided on
n place adjoining that of the father of
Colonel Herman Osthaus, of this elty.

The father of Colonel Osthaus and
the genlor Goebel came from the same
roeglon in Germany, and thus the In-
timacy between the two nelghbors had
a stronger tle. The renator's father,
during the period of the Civil war, con-
gtructed a houss for the Osthaus fams-
ily. Afterward he removed to Coving-
ton, Ky., where he engaged in the meat
business,

The Goebels have been resldents of
Kentucky since. There was no indica-
tion in the senator's youth that he
would achleve the prominence which
has attended his later career, but he
came from a fighting stock in one
genge, ns his father and uncle had
gerved in the German army,

Colonel Osthaus always watched his
progress with interest, and is of the
opinlon that to a great degree the sav-
age attacks made upon Senator Goebel
have been mallclous, as the results of
mere factional feeling.

Colonel F. J. Fitzelmmons remembers
the Goebela In Carbondale, and in Oc-
tober last met the senator In Loulsville
while the heated eampalgn in which
Goebel was one of the central figurea
was at lts helghth, The senator ex-
pressed himself ag not certaln of his
electlon and spoke with regret of the
conditions that then existed in XKen-
tucky.

He impressed the Colonel as a quiet,
shrewd, determined man. Goebel was
engaged to be married to the daughter
of Senator Blackburn, of Kentucky,
