cotporation In that teade.  When the i gemt
demund for the fron and steel stocks was proved
tmmediateiy after the opening dvop in them |
there was a feeling of redlef reflected In o livery
rocovery of prices all aroond.  The first interpre
tation of the huying of these stocls was that |t
contradicted the gloomy assertions of the chiir
triat of the Steol and Wire company.  Later the
conviction seemed o gather force that this buw
Ing might simply repreesent the taking of profits
by the hears who had sold in anticipation of the

recont heavy declines in these stocks.  The as
pertlons of Uhalrman  Gates of overproduction
in the trade and the necessity for concessions ik

prives were met by & choros of disoleimers by
representhtives of other companles in the metal
Industry and by authorities in the trade. These
disclalmers were accompanied by much bitter in
vective and guestioning of wotlve, The reaswur-
ance derlved from this sonrce had much to do
dth the general rally after the opening, but it
wan ot mifficiont 1o all all doubts caused by the
firt of the closing down of & lirge number of
the mills of the Steel and Wire company,  One
of the puthorities who sought to controvert the
position of Chairman Cuates, argacd that i the
iron and steel Industry i8 in as bad  condition
as Mr. Gates paloted it then practically all se
curities wre Aty per cent. too high. This au
thority moant to enforee hils view that the high

level of weourities prices and the general prod
perity of the eountry In  themselves aerve th
vontrovert the view  that the wron trade is in |
bard shape, The douln sl upon its soundnios |
by so prominent an suthority proved too miuhe
for the equanimity of holders of stocks and

townrds the Jatter part of the day these seonris
tivs wore thrown upon the market by the whole
sale.  Stocks which have boen  speculative fa
vorites for & month were ot the chief saffer.
