They fought durlng the war princlpally
on the defonstve, mmong friends, and generully
under the cover of Lrewstworks, or some kind
from riflepits to regular  fortifestions, which
kuve them the sdvantage.

Agaln, we would may to the young men that
but fuw great battlos of hlstory ean compare In
magnitude, I earnest herolgm, and In loss of
e, In proportlon to the number of men eon-
guged, with the great battles of the Clvil war,
Waterloo was one of the most desperate and
bloody battles chronteled in Europesn history.
Yet Wellington's lows was sald to bave been
but 10% per ceut., whilo at the battle of Shiloh
the low on both sldes wea more than 80 per
eent. AL the griat buttle of Wagram, Niapo-
Jeun's loss wus but 6 per eent., and st Wurts.
burg but 8 per cent. and yet he gave up the
fleld and retreated to the Rhine. At the battles
of Marengo und Austerlita, where Napoleon was
reparted to have boen cut to pleces, his Toss win
14% per cont,, while st Peeryville, Murfeeaboro,
Chickamauge, Atlanta, Gettywburg, Mimlonary
Udge, Wildernoss and Spottsylvania the lose in
Eilled and wounded froquently rosched 0 per
eent., and the averages In all those battles on
one Wlde or the other wis 80 per cent.
