Shocking Death on the Raihoad.
Personal News.

Thomas Caene, a voting mart
on the East Side, was killed on

the Delawaio anil Hudson nillroad at
an e.iily hour yesterday morning. The
icmalns weie rilsrovctod about a quar-
ter to I o'clock In the morning by two
tiamps, who weie walking down the
Mack. The oung man must have
met Instant death, as the body was
terribly mangled, both legs being cut
off, one of them being found about a
hunditd and llftv inula south of
wheie the man was evidently stiuck,
at the foot of the embankment. How
he met his death lb somewhat of a
mystery. With many other young men
lesldlng on that pait of the iiei It Is
a common custom with them to sit on
the stone pleis of the biidge tint
pashes over the main road leading to
the depot. Caveney and some others
were theie Satin day night. The last
one known to hae seen him alive was
Patrick Fmev, who left him at mid-
night. Nothing fuither appeals o
hae been known until his remains
weie found. The supposition Is that
he fell asleep and l oiled over on tho
ti.uk. He was eldontly stiuck by a
south-boun- d train, as the body was
dlscoveioil at tho bildgo and portions
of his lemalns were scattered along
the line as far as wheie the leg was
dlscoveied. The tiamps awakened
Peter McDonald, who lives neaibj,
nnd soon after a numbei of other
neighbors proceeded to gather up the
remains, which picsented a most
ghastly sight. They weie later on
taken to Undei taker Hendricks' es-

tablishment and In the afternoon
to his late home. He was about

twenty-on- e yeais of age, and a very
sober young man. One of ihts compan-
ions stated last evening that he never
saw him Intoxicated, and Fiuey snya
he was peifectlv sober when he left
him at midnight. He Is survived by
his widowed mother, three sisters,
Sabina, Mary and Maggie, nnd two
brothci s, William and John. The coio-ne- r

was notified, and will Investigate
the acso today. The funeral arrange
ments have not et been completed.

DOOLEYS VS. HARRISES.

Four Men Killed and One. Fatally
Injured.

Farmlngton, Mo , Aug. 5. Four men
killed and one fatally wounded Is the
outcome of a shooting affair between
William Dooley and his four sons on
one side nnd the four Han is brothers
on the other as the result of a feud
at Deer Run, one of the mining towns
of St. Francois county. William Doo-
ley. Wess Harris, James Harris and
John Dooley are the names of those
killed and Frank Harris was fatally
wounded. A young girl, Mary LIttrcll,
was struck just above the ankle with
a tlfle ball.

A few days ago the Harris boys
sent word to the Dooleys that there
would be a picnic at Deer Run and
that they Intended to run the Dooleys
off the grounds. Just how tho shoot-
ing began Is not clear, but once begun
It was deadly, all the Harris boys, ex-
cept one. Will, being shot. One was
killed Instantly. Three of the Dooley
boys who were unhurt came to Farm-
lngton and gave themselves up. They
are In Jail.
