WEATHER STATION.

Inscription of tlio Instiumont8 That
Aro Used In Asccitalnlnj; tlio Varl-ou- s

Changes nnd Phases of the
Weather Many of the Instru-lucnt- s

Aro Located on the Roof of

the Conncll Building nnd Register
Automatically In the Suite of

Offices Below.

TTio Instruments of the weather bit-re-

station In the Council Hullclltu?
have been placed in position, nnd
Hi'innton Is now i d station
of the weather bureau.

1'art of the instruments on the roof
of the Connell IhilMIng can be Sfen
from thi stieet. Tlie lion pipe

tvvcntv-fh- o feet above tlio
roof with a wind vane on the top, also
supports the anemometer that registers
the velocity of the wind, and the
four cups that nre seen In perpetual
motion are turned by the wind, the
wind moving nearly three times as
fast ai the cups.

Both the wind vane and anemometer
nre conenctid by an electric circuit
to the olllce on the fifth tloor, where
the wind direction nnd movement nro
legistercd.

The box supported on pillar's on tin
roof is the thermometer shelter In
which aro five instruments for as-

certaining the temperature of the nlr.
The box lias latticed sides that per-

mit the free circulation of the air, and
n double roof, allowing the air to cir-
culate, between each roof.

One Instrument In the thermometer
shelter registers the temperature on
n sheet of paper that is placed around
n drum which is tuined by clock-
work, making a continuous record of
the temperature on the sheet, which
is so ruled as to Indicate time as well
as the temperature line that the in-

strument registers. This lnsttumcnt
is called a thermograph.

THE MAXIMUM.
Another instrument 13 the maxi-

mum thermometer, from the fact that
the mercuiy can rise, but owing to
a constriction near the bulb, cannot
fall unless whirled, thereby showing
the highest temperature. The mini-
mum thermometer has a very small
pin In the tube, the surface cohesion
of the alcohol in the stem dr.igs back
the pin when the temperature falls,
but when tho temperature rises, the
nlcohol flows past the pin, which ns

at the lowest point the tempera-
ture fell from tho time the thermome-
ter was set.

Tho humidity of the air is an (Im
portant factor in the effect of tem-
perature on tho human system; in
summer a high humidity prevents
evapoiatlon fiom tho skin and conse-
quently tho heat feels oppressive, for
if the humidity Is low, the moisture
of the skin Is evaporated rapidly, and
as heat Is used in the process of evap-
oration, the temperature of the body
Is loveied nnd one Is cooled.

In winter when the air Is damp,
the heat Is conducted easily from the
body nnd a person will feel colder
with a temperature of thirty degrees
and n high humidity than with a
temperature of ten degrees nnd a low
humidity.

Two thermometers are mounted on
an apparatus that can bo whirled, one
thermometer has n piece of muslin
around the bulb; this muslin Is dam-
pened and then both thermometers
nre whirled, nnd tho dryer tho air
the more rapid nnd completely tho
muslin becomes dry. as heat Is used
for drying the muslin, tho drier the
muslin the more heat Is used, and the
lower the mercury falls In the ther-
mometer that has the muslin around
tho bulb, and If tho air is very dry,
tho wet thermometer will be some-
times thirty degrees lower than the
dry thermometer.

COMPUTING HUMIDITY.
rrom the difference in the readings

of the dry and wet thermometers the
nmount of humidity Is computed.

On the roof, exposed to the sun, Is
n thermometer with a very largo black
bulb, the instrument being encased
in a glns3 case from which the air
has been exhausted. When the sun
is shining the black bulb of the ther-
mometer absorbs tho heat from the
sun more rapidly than it throws off
heat and therefore the mercury rises
higher thnn It otherwise would; when
the mercury reaches a certain height
It becomes part of nn electric cir-
cuit, which is broken until the mer-
cury is expanded by the sunshine.

This thermometer is called a sun-
shine record, nnd when the sun Is
shining the electric circuit is closed
nnd the time the sun shines Is re-

corded.
The raln-guag- e consists of a metal

cylinder twenty-fou- r Inches high nnd
eight inches In diameter, with an in-

ner metal cylinder much smaller than
tha outside cylinder. If one Inch of
lain falls, the watr is conducted Into
the inner cylinder, where it will stand
ten Inches. The object of this is to
magnify ory light rainfalls so that a
measurement can be made; If for In-

stance, the tenth of an Inch of water
was found In tho inner cylinder, the
rainfall would bo reglsteied as tho
hundredth part of an inch.

In the weather bureau office Is tha
apparatus for registering, by means
of nn electric circuit, the wind direc-
tion and velocity, tho rainfall and the
duiatlon of sunshine, the instruments
themseles being, of couise, on the
roof.

THE BAItOMETER.
The tintometer Is located in the of-

fice, nnd may bo simply described ns
consisting of a glass tube nbout thirty-tlne- o

Inches long nnd about one-four- th

Inch inside diameter. Tho tube Is
closed at one ind nnd filled with mer-?ui- y,

the open end of the tube, being
closed firmly with the finger tip, is
then submerged In nn open cup of
mercury. Upon removing the finger
ind causing the tube to stand

n portion of the mercury will
pass from the tube Into the cup, leav-
ing a vacuous space In the top of the
tube. The rolumn of mercury remain-
ing In the tube will, at sea level, be
about thirty Inches, tho weight of this
mercury being sustained by nnd ly

balancing tho downward pros,
sure jf the air upon the surface of
tho mercury in the cup. The height
of such a mercurial column, therefore,
becomes a measure of tho pressure
of the air.

A UNIQUE SPECTACLE.

Prisoner Wouldn't Accept Proffered
Bail.

The unlquo spectacle of a prisoner
refusing to accept as bondsman a man
who ottered to go his ball, was pre-
sented yesterday afternoon in Alder-
man Kasson's olllce. The prisoner was

John Hnrngonltch, of Old Forge, who
was arrested at the Instance of Joseph
Scunners, of tho same borough, who
claims that Hnrngonltch stole three
clmlrs and two tables which ho (Som-inn- s)

bought.
The case was a most complicated

one, and as Hnrngonltch put In no de-

fense, he was held In $J0O ball by the
alderman. 1'hlllp Hchvvnitz, the Old
I'oige merchant, wns present as Som-inn- s'

advisor and Immediately offered
to go llaiagonltch's ball.

He went over, and taking a scat bv
tho side of tho prisoner, said he was
nnlv too willing to become his bonds-
man. Haingonltch Jumped up, and
said.

"I don't wnnt to sit next you, nnd I
don't want you to go my ball. I'll go
to Jail 111 st, before I'll take you as a
bondsman." And go to Jail he did for
a few hours, until his attorney, P. F.
I.oimiu.ui, succeeded In getting a
bondsmun suitable to him. Alderman
Knsson says It was tho llrst and only
time that he saw a prisoner refuse to
accept a person who offered to go hU
bond.

Tht nrrest of Hnragonltch grew out
of another cao cailler In the dav at
Alderman Millar's, In which he sued as
prosecutor and Sommers' wife. Hose,
and his clerk, E. Borah, known as
Charles Jacobs, as defendants. Hnia-gonltc- h

claimed that these two brutal-
ly assaulted his wife during a dispute
about some property, nnd that as a
consequence she Is llng In a very pre-
carious condition. The alderman held
both defendants In $500 ball, nnd as
Hnragonltch turned to leave the room
he was ai rested on tho wan ant Issued
by Alderman Knsson.

liclon thnt when tho people come to
vote next November, they will cast an
overwhelming testimony In favor of
William J. Bryan.

Demonstration for Boutwell.
Governor Boutwell wns nccordod a

great demonstration when ho took the
gavel as permanent chairman. He
said in part:

"This is an historic occasion. If the
peril of this country Is what we think
It is, if the (mention before you and
before your countrymen Is the question
of the continuance of the republic,
then no graver question has ever been
committed to nn assembly of men or
to the country. We nie opposed to
Imperialism. We are In favor of a re-

publican foim of government.
"I charge that the policy upon which

this administration has entered will
mean the abandonment of the princi-
ples upon which our government was
founded; that It will change the preser-
vation of the union If our allegation
Is true.

"We aro told there Is peace In the
Philippines and our sixty thousand
soldiers theie are meiely performing
police duty. The president has said
the Philippines aro ours nnd there will
be no abatement of our rights and no
scuttle policy. This seems to Indicate
that we have enteied upon a colonial
policy.

"I am not able to explain the motive
of Mr. McKlnley In taking this policy.
I believe he Is the master mind In his
cabinet and that nothing has tran-
spired except that which he himself
has originated. He Is the one peison
responsible for what has been done
and, If we are opposed to what he has
done, our chief duty Is the overthrow
of the administration of which ho Is the
head.

Troubles in China.
"The troubles In China have been

aggravated and the missionaries nnd
ambassadors of the vailous govern-
ments have been put In peril by th
policy of the United States. When we
entered the Philippines It was an addi-
tional menace to the Chinese empire
and It has led to the revolution In
China, and put the missionaries and
ambassadors In peril of their lives. In-

stead of being a fortunate circum-
stance, the fact that we were In the
Philippines was the chief occasion of
that l evolution In China.

"Was it a declaration cf war when
we trained our guns upon the citadels
of tho Chinese empire? Who author-
ized It? Under the constitution con-
gress alone can declare war. Can the
chief magistrate make war In the ab-
sence of a congressional declaration of
war. I suppose If I said anything In
extenuation of the Chinese policy some
one at Washington or elsewhere would
say that I had spoken ngnlnst my
countiy, but I want to say thnt

people will speak for liberty
and for Justice, even though their
words will lnllame the fires of liberty
the world over."

A well-nttend- public meeting was
held tonight at Tomllnson hall. The
platform will be reported tomorrow.

The Pennsylvania rnllroad, which re-

cently bought contiol of the Long
Island lallioad, has secured possession
by a stock purchase of the Thlrtj-nlnt- h

stieet feny, running from the
Battel y, New York, to South Biooklyn.
This Is to be used as nn outlet for the
Long Island line's fi eight nnd passen-gei- s.

The Pennslvnnla railroad manageis
are piojectlng Immense Impiovements
to build up their Long Island purchase.
On Saturday last their experts com-
pleted nn exhaustive examination of
the lines of the Brooklyn Knpld Tran-
sit company with a view to purchas-
ing part of the svstem.

The Pennsjlvanl.t r.ilhoad has also
bought a laige block of bonds of the
bankrupt Brooklyn Wharf and Waie-hous- e

company, which owns much of
the water fiont in the borough across
the East ilver. The company Is to be
leorsranls'ed In the lnteiests of the
Pennsylvania road.

Kuf. Aug. 13, 1SS5." A. But wns at
thnt time proprietor of tho hotel at
the corner of Bonn avenue nnd Center
street, now known ns tho White
House.
