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HIE more than one hundred thou-
gand young men In our army and
nivy usunlly hive adequate pros
vislon made for their physical
neede, hut the pecullar conditions

of lfe In the servies leaves them al-
most entively dependent upon outslde
agencles for the soclal, mental, moral
and religious influences which are nees
essnry to round out the life of the
Ameriean young man,

Hinee the heglnning of the Bpanish-
Amerlean war, the army and navy de-
partment of the International commit-
tea of Young Men's Christian agsocli-
tion has, with the co-operation of oflle-
inls, systemnaticnlly and energetically
endeavored to supply the sgoldlers and
gallors with these vomforts, of which
they would be deprived but for this
organlzation,

During the past year more than a
seore of seeretnries in the Phillppines,
Cuba, Porto Rico, Alaska and the home
land have been engaged in this work,
and when trouble in China caused the
dispatch of United States troops there,
the ublqultous Young Men's Christian
assoclation's scerclary was on  the
ground ready to minister to the physl-
cnl and spiritunl needs of the allied
forces, More than sixty tong of sup-
plies, statlonery, magazaines, gimes, or-
gans, song books, Testnments, ote,,
have been used. Over sixty traveling
1ihearles, each containing sixty well-
selocted books, are belng  clrenlated.
Porminent Hbraries, containing up-
ward of ten thousand volumes, huve
besn provided by generous friends for
('uba, Porto Itleo and the Philippines,
Tntertalnment of all Kinds are pros
vided and games and facllities for out-
door reereation form o regulire part of
ench association outfit, Rellglous ment-
ings and Bible classes are regularly
held, in which the chaplaln, secretaries
and otherg are leaders. Four milllon
pleces of statlonery have been gratu-
ftously distributed, untll the *“llag
notcheads” are familiar to thousands
of parents who have boys in the mili-
tary or naval service.

Young Men's Christian assoclations
are organized where It is practicable
at army posts, naval stations and on
war vessels, and Chrlstian soldiers and
aallors are enlisted In definite work for
thelr fellows. Siek soldlers and Sallors
are visited in the hospitals, In camp
and on shipboard; provided with read-
ing matter, stationery, and where pos-
sible with delicacies and other things
to make them comfortable. On all
proper occasions cffort Is made to in-
fluence them to Chrlstian living., The
gearetaries strive to win the confidence
of the “bovs in blue,’” and are usunlly
thelr trusted advisors. An active evan-
gellstle campaign is earried on and the
number of converslons Is ‘very liarge;
at the same time the vestraining in-
fluence of the association 1s valuable,

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FREAKS IN ADVERTISING.

Arrangements for Printing on Stock-
ings, Bpools, Capsules and Pave-
ments.

The art of printing has found, with-
In recent years, a good many develop-
ments of which the average well-in-
formed person knows nothing, Ma-
chines, for example, have been patent-
ed for printing on matches, ‘The
matchea are thrown Into a hopper,
whereupon a revolving wheel reseives
them one by one In [ts teeth and car-
ries them beneath the Instrument thoe
stimps the legend upon them., An-
other contrivance prints upon gunwads
datn  which Inform the sportsmaan,
when be looks (nto the end of each
ecartridge, how much powder it con-
tains and what js the size of the shot,

The printing on stockings, which in-
cludes the trademark and often some
such words as “Fast Black," Is done by
a machine made for that gole purpose,
Another maching prints lettering on
clgars, and yet another adorns barrels
with the firm names of the concerns
whose products fill them. There is a
speclal device for putting on the ends
of spools of thread, and another for
putting letters on buckets, One of the
most curlous contrivances s o ma-
chine bullt for that purticular purpose,

But the very newest contrivance in
thls class of inventions is a machine
for printing advertisements on the as-
phalt pavements, It 1§ a specles of
blcyele, the tire of the front wheel hav-
ing a series of raised letters on Its
periphery. These letters, ag the wheel
revolves, print the name of a soap, or
what not, while an automatic blower
at the bottom of the fork blows the
dust away from the pavement In front,
