The Falr Is Well Stocked and Prom-
ises to Be One of the Most Inter-
esting in the History of .he Asso-
cintion—The Exhibition Building
Is n Mammoth Affair—For the
Race Events of the Three Days
There Are 114 Entries—Horges in
the Different Events.

Bloomsburg, Oct. 5,—The Bloomsburg
falr |8 on., For the forty-sixth con-
groutive year the gates of the grounds
davoted to the exposition of the Co-
lumbia County Agricultural, Horticuls
tural and Mechanleal associntion wera
swung open,and business-looking teams
began to arrive early thia morning and
kept up in steady processlon all day.
All gnods necessary to make this fulr
one of the greatest succesges in its his-
tory were dellvered before night. The
falr grounds, which are sltuated on @
large tract of level land a short dis-
tance from the business section of
Bloomsburg and are easlly accessihle,
look tonight, with thelr streets lined
with white tents, like a regimental en-
campment.

Every foot of gpace around the main
exhibition hall and the various en-
trances has been leased., Ovyer 3,000 en-
tries of exhibits for premiums have
heen recorded upon the secretary's
books, and many Jnore were seeking
admission at 6 o'clock tonight, keeping
the secretary and his large corps of
asslstants extremely busy.

The falr association has taken a gpe-
clal Interest In securing “Midway™ nt-
tractlons such as Bloomsburg has never
before seen, There will be interesting
doings every minute during the entlre
fair week, There are a great number
of entertalnments under cover of can-
vas, and the person who goes lo the
fair to have a gay time will have only
himself to blame If he doesn't get it.

Nearly all the eounty fairs of North-
castern Pennsylvania are located on
top of the steepest and most Inacces-
sible hill In their neighborhood. This
assoclation has displayed good coms-
mon sense In laying out thelr grounds
on & level, convenlent and easlly |
reached tract of land only a few min-
utes' walk from the depots of the bor-
ough, amd stone sldewalks run to jts
very gates.

The grounds Inside the hlgh board
fences are laid out for the convenlence
of the visitor. The main entrance Is
beside the secretary’s office and right
in front of It s a long street lined with
canvas houses, log cabins and rouch
board shacks, where refreshments and
games of all kinds, except games of
vhance, may be found. Going along-
side the fence the first department iy
reached, that of poultry, There are on
exhibitlon here more than 1,000 pairs
of fowls, including plgeons, turkevs,
peese,  chickens and  all  feathered
binoads,

In front of the poultry department |s
the mammoth  exhibition hall, more
than 200 feet long and wide and high,
Arranged along Its gldes are the dis-
plays of local and county merchants
and a rich vartety of goods s set forth.
In the center s a portitlon and on
either slde of it Is tastefully arvaneed

tempting and luseious frults, hiome-
made pastry and bread, preserves,
fancy mneedlework, paintings of all

kinds, vegetables and all that constl-
tutes an agricultural and hovtleultural

falr,
Machinery of All Kinds.

Following the fence along the spec-
tator comes upon a hewlldering aggre-
gation of farming implements and
machinery of all kinds and for cvery
canceivable purpose, from the lttle
hand-power corn sheller to the glant
steam plough and roadmaker. Near
this department are four huge cireular
tents filled with the choleest products
of rival carriage and wagonmakers,

At the head of the streets and the
exhibition hall there is the “Midway"
with its many alluring signs and pic-
tures flapping In the brecze and beck-
oning the passerby to venture within
its attractive, snowy eanvas tents,
Bome of these slde shows have amle
accommodations for large audlences,
and the artist who painted the enticing
pictures swung in front of them did a
good day's work,

At the rlght hand of the maln en-
trance are the stables and etalls for
horses, cattle, swine and sheep, and
they extend half-way around the radius
uf the clroular track, The horses eéns
tered for premiums and for the raens
are many. The cattle entrics are alsn
numerous, the herds numbering from a
dozen to twenty-flve and representing
the following breeds; Dutch belted,
Devons, brown Swlss, Guernseys, Jeor-
reys and red polled, The swine Include
exhibits of Poland China, Berkshire,
Chester White, Duroe and Tamworth,
while the sheep are present in auan-
tity and quality.

The races for the next three days
have brought out 114 entries for the
13,466 offered In purses, The Arst race
if the falr will be called tomorrow at
v 0'cloek,
