high Coal Companies Meet the
Demands of the Miners.

THE SLIDING SCALE ABOLISHED

Decision the Result of a Conference Be-
tween Representatives of Coal Carrying
Railroads and Individual Operators—All
Demands of the Miners Acceded to—The
Operators Even Grant More Than Has
Been Asked—Nothing Remains for the
Men but tu Return to Work.

Philadelphla, Oet. 17.—The great
strike of the anthraclite mine workers
of Pennsylvania, which begon Sept. 17,
practically ended today when the Phil-
adelphia and Reading Coal and lIron
company and the Lehigh Valley (Toal
company agreed to abollsh the =liding
scale In thelr respective resions and
to grant an increase in wages of 10
per cent, net, the advance to remialn
In operatlon wuntil April 1, 1601, or
thereafter, This action merts the de-
mands of the Scranton miners' conven-
tion, The decision was arrived at af-
ter a conference helween representn-
tives of the Individual coal operators
and the large coal carrying companies,
The conference began yesterday. The
particlpants were President Harrls and
Directors John Lowber Welsh and
George F. Baner, of the Philndelphin
and Reading company: Vice President
John B. Garrett, of the Lehigh Valipy
Railroad company; Congres sman Wil-
liam Connell, of Scranton, who oper-
ates several large colllerles; Dr. Her-
bert M. Howe, reprezenting A. Pardee
& Co.; and M, 8. Kemmerer, of Mauch
Chunk, senior partner in the firm of
Kemmerer & Whitney, Others who
participated In an advisory capacity
were Genoral Manager IHenderson, of
the Philudelphia and Reading Coal nnd
Iron eompany, ond Gencral Mining
SBuperintendent Lathrop, of the Lehigh
Valley company,

Today's action was the termination
af the recent meeting of the individual
operators at Soranton, Neonrly all of
the collieries in the econl veaion had,
previous to the mine workers' conven-
tion, posted notices greanting en aid-
vance of ten per cent. The mine work-
ers, In ennsidering this, demanded thoat
the sllding scale In the Lehigzh-Schuyl-
kill distreict be abolished, the Increass
to be guaranteed until April 1, 1801, and
all other differences be submiited to
arbitratlon. The individual operators
agreed to everything and the appoint-
ment of a committee to Induce the
Reading and the Lehigh compuanles to
abollsh the sliding scale and make the
wage Increase permanent followed,

Victory for the Men.

It Is conceded that the vesult of to-
day's conferencve I8 a complete victory
for the men, All the demands of thelr
convention are acceded to, and, as one
of the Indlvidual operators put it after
the confeyence, the operators go o lit-
tle further in agreelng to maintain the
wages advance after April 1, This
game operator, who requested his name
not to be used, sald In epcaking of the
conference:

It Is all up to the miners now, Wa
have agreed to everything and nothing
remains now but for them to return to
work as soon as the notlees gre posted
by the colllery managers. The notloes
will be practically shmllar to the Read-
Ing compuany's notlee, the phrascology
only belng changed.

I look for a vesumption of operatlons
by Monday at the latest, The confer-
ence wus entirely harmonious
every phase of Lhe strike situation was
gone over."

Just how soon the official order notl-
fying the men that the strike is ended
and to return to work will be issned
by Presldent Mitchell can only be con-

The Sliding Bcale.

Reading, Oct, 17.—The Reading com-
pany's sllding scale, which iz to Le
suspended, has b:cn In operation sinre
1875. When coal brings 32 a ion
when sold to purchasers at Port Car-
bon and Schuylkillhaven, ncar here,
miners nare pald a fixed priee for coal.
For every three cents below $2.00 one
per cent. is deducted from tlhat price,
For every three cents a ton above, one
per cent, Is added. Filve collinvlez are
drawn monthly to fix the averagne price
on conl and with that average the per=

centage Is adjusted, For thre: yeuars
prior to 1875 the mine workers had a
representative upon the board to draw
the collieries. After a six moaths'
strike in 1876 the miners’ association
went to the wall and consequently no
one has since been sent Lo represaat
them when the monthly drawlngs took
place. Hence the sllding scale became
very unpopular with the miners and a
demnand was made for its abollshment,
At present the wages are glx per cent.
above the basls, the month before they
were neither above or below. Some-
times the percentage has been as much
below the basis as 12 to 16 per cent,

WHEN STRIKE WILL
BE DECLARED OFF

It Is Confidently Believed That Or-
ders to Go to Work Will Be
Received This Week,

Hazleton, Oct, 17.—The news from
Philadelphia today that the Phlladel-
phia and Reading Coal and Iron com-
pany, after a conference with officlils
of other mining companles had agresd
to the anthracite miners' proposition as
get forth In resolutlons adopted In con-
ventlon last Saturday bLrought forth
many expressions of surprise that it
ghould come so soon after the eon-
vantion,

President Mitchell, of the,.United
Mine Workers, when Informed of the
Reading company's actlon by a repre-
sentative of the Assoclnted Press, was
pressed for a statement on this accept=-
ance of the miners’ proposition,
he would venture to say, however, was
that he would be glad Indeed to know
that the anthracite operators had de-
cided to chuange the notlees previously
posted so as to comply with the pro-
vislons of the resolutions ndopted at
the Sceranton conventlon. My, Mitehall
declired to say whether the union
would let the men return to work at
those colllerles where the operators
had accepted the miners' proposition
before ull the companles had fallen Inta
line, 1t Is generally belleved that the
blg coal carrying rallroads that mine
coal will quickly follow the Reading
company and grant acceptince of the
proposition and that all other opera-
tors will do the sume,

The first company in the Hazleton
region to take similar actlon to that
ol the Reading company wers Calvin
Purdee & (o, operdting the Latthner
collleries, and A, Pardes & Co,, owners
of the Cranberty milnes, both of them
Individual voncerns. The notlees an=
nouneing thelr acceptunce, which will
he posted tomorrow morning, are us
tollows:

contidently  belleved that the strike
will be officially declared off this
week and that all the men will have
a ehanee to return to work by Mans
day.

A rumor that the strike had been
officlally deelared off spread almost
as qulckly through the conl fields as
did the Thiladelphla news and many
telegraph and telephone maessuges
were receiverd at national headqguars
ters aeking If the prumor was true,

Presldent Mlitehell informed ali in-
aquirers that the strilce wonll be de-
clared off by no one but the United
Mine Workers' officinle and added
that no mine worker should return to
the collieries until notifled of the
coneerslons made by the combanies
only through the modtum of the no-
tices posted by the operttors at thelr
mines, It Is not expected that he
will recelve any communleation dl-
rect from the operators as sach ac-
tion would be a recognition of the
union,

All local branches of the TIiaited
Mine Workers have commitiees whose
duty is to report developments ta the
local presidents, They In lorn te-
rort to the district presidents, who
hurry the news to Proshilent Aircheli,
This will be the method of procedure
in the present instance.

LAST MEETING
OF STRIKERS

National Organizer Fred Dilcher Ad-
vises the Men to Refrain from
Workiug Until Ordered to
Return by Mitchell,

miners In this reglon was held at Pitts-
ton this afternoon on the river common.
The weather was favorable and a large
crowd was In attendance. The princi-
pal speaker wnas National Organlzer
Fred Dilcher., He advised the men to
remain firm, that the struggle could
not last much longer and that the men
were destined the win the battle,

While the meeting was In progress
Mr. Dileher eald:

“T have just recelved a despatch that
the operators in conference In Phila-
delphia have granted the demands of
the strikers. I do not know how true
the report Is, but I request you not to
go back until you see a statement
slgned by John Mitchell. Youw. came
out together and you maust go back
togather. There is to be no one dis-
charged because of the part he played
in this struggle. If one man Is dis-
charged we will issue another order
and go out again."

TRIUMPH OF
ROOSEVELT

Greatest Demonstration of the Age
in His Honor at Gleveland, O.
fAblaze with Enthuslasm,

IMMENSE STREET PARADE

The Governor Rides from TUnion
Stntion in a Gorgeously Decorated
Carringe Drawn by Four White
Horses—Along the Course Thous-
ands of Rockets and Flambeaux
Flared—The Speeches Made—Pres-
entation of a Full Dinner Palil,

Cleveland, 0., Oct, 17.—=Thlis has been
a day of trlumph for Governor Roose-
velt In Ohlo, Tonight the clty of
Cleveland gave him a reception rivaling
any similar demonstration ever made
here. There was an Immense parade,
conslating of half a score of brass
bands, dogzens of jolitical organiza-
tions, Including many which had come
hither from other places to do honor
to the candidate for wlce-president.
Superior street, the chief thoroughtare
through which the parade passed, wns
allnze with electrie lights suspended
in loops crosswise and lengthwise from
tall pillars surmounted by flaming
globes and Adecorated with evergreen.
Along this brilllant course thousands
of rockets and flamnbeaux flared. The
wilks were thronged with men, women
and children, who drew 8o near that
the horses of the various mounted sec-
tiong almost trampled on them.

From the Unlon statlon, riding In a
gorgeously decorated carriage drawn
by four white horses, in company with
Governor Nash and Senator Foraker,
Governor Roosevelt was escortei,
while bands played and eannon hoomed
salutes, along the line of the parade
to a large tent on Marcolla avenue,
Newburg, the Iron working distrlet,
where he addressed a large audience
on the subject of prosperity. His
speech was very brief, conslsting of
purt of that delivered by him an hour
later at Central armory, In Bond
Street, At the tent the governor was
followed by Colonel Curtis Guild, Jr.,
who made an exhaustive address. Sen-

PASSES AWAY

Author of the I’amonn Wilson Tariff
Bill Dies at Lexington, Va.
Funeral Tomorrow.

Lexington, Va., Oct. 17.—Willlam L,
Wilson, president of Washington and
Lee unlversity and formerly postmas-
ter general of the Unlted States, died
suddenly at 9.20 o'clock this morning
of congestion of the lungs. He had
been falling In health since his return
from Arizona, His son, Dr. Arthur
Wilson, of Lynchburg, visited him on
Sunday and left on Monday. Then
came the sudden change, Mr. Wilson's
attendant physlelan dld not glve up
hope that his patlent would rally until
late last night.

Mr. Wilson had bheen confined to the
house since Tuesday week, but it was
belleved that he was Improving when
hig son left him. He was consclous
until the last. By his bedslde were his
wife, his daughters, Misses Mary and
Bettie Wilson, and one son, Willlam
H. Wilson.
