These figures are, as a rule, for be-
low whit the office holders are en-
titled to under the fee system.

I'he prothonotary will get about as
much salary as the fees of the offiee
bring to him, and the emoluments of
the recorder of deeds' office will be cut
down about one-hulf, The register of
wills will be better off under the sal-
ary system, awd so will the eounty
commissloners and surveyor, but it
will he o sad blow to the coroner, who
now curns about $5.000 a year fn that
oflice.
