Superintendent T, E. Clarke, to take
effect on January 15, Mr, O'Keefe has
been with the company since March,
1866, and during his supervision of this
Important department ‘It was thor-
oughly reorganized.

When geen by a Trlbune man yesiors
day afternoon, Mr, O'Keefe confirmed
the reslgnation, and gave as his reason
thut he has something else in view. He
has three liberal offéers from Western
rallroads, some of which he has previ-
ously been [dentified with, He s ulso
considering a proposition from the
Pan-American Exposition company, of
Buffalo, N.'Y., to act as thelr chief of
police during the exposition,

At present Mr, O'Keefe intends to
tuke n much needed rest, and will sall
the last weck In January for a two
montha' visit with hig brothers and
sisters In the Emeranld Isle. After his
rethreoment Crom the Lackawinna come
pany's gervice he will leave for Chl-
