FLOOD OVER

It I1s Thought That the Danger of
High Water 1s Now Past.

TOWN COVERED WITHMUD

A Great Deal of Cleaning Up to Be
Done—In Many Places Along the
Banks Machinery Will Need to Be
Taken Apart and Cleaned—Rail-
ronds Have Recovered Remark-
ably Well from the Effects of the
Flood—Various Lines Have Re-
sumed Operations—Heavy Losses,

By Esclusive Wire irom Tue At fatod Prose,
Pitishurg, April  22-=The flood =
over, Notwithstunding the fact that
in the enrly day there was every oyi-
dence of o renewal of the high water,
the announcement ean be made au-
thoditatively tonight that there is not
the least danger of anolher rise at
this point, nor for the present, but
towns on the Ohio river below here
are nol yet out of danger, because of
raing in thevalley last night andtoday,
All up river points report the rain and

snow having ceased and the rivers
falling.

The Ohio reglstercd 198 at the dam
here at 7 o'clock, and falling. Fore-

cnster Frank Ridgway says it would
require a steady downpour of rain for
twonty-four hours to check the fall,
and from present indications such a
thing i= not likely.

The rivers about this city are down
en that the works along the banks are
running. There ie a great deal of
cleaning up to be done, Thea flood
brought in much slimy mud that it
left when it receded and it will reguire
a day or two to remove it from many
of the mills, In a number of places
this mud has clogged up the machin-
ery., some of which will have to he
taken apart and be cleaned.

The arecks and runs which did so
much damage in the outlying districts
on Saturday, are back well within
their banks tonight and mud and slime
are the only reminders left of the
fiood, Carnegie horough iz husy clean-
ing uwp and repairing the hridges.
houses and roads that were destroyed
when Chartlers ereek ran wild.  The
sanie siate of affairs exists at Mao-
Kee's Itocks and olther towngs Lhac the
waler renched.

Railroads Recover.

The railvoads have recovered pre-
markably well fromm the effects of the
flood and snow stovm, and now the

various lines have resumed operations
to all points; but for several days no
pretension at running on schedule time
will be mnade.

A lwok aver the zrowmd after the
flopd shows that the losses will be
fully as great as was estimated yos-
terday, In and about Pittsburg it witl
probably take $1,000,000 to pay the to-
tal cost of the injury to property by
the water and by landslides, Add to
this, the great loss to the yailroads
and manufacturing plants up  and
down the rivers in this imemdiaie
viciknity, with the luss in wages to the
workingmen, and the total will not
fall far short of the $2,000,000 mavlk.

FILIPINO SAILORS IN NAVY.

Fear That They May Prove a Men-
ace to American Seamen.

Washington, April 22.—The guestion
whether Filipino sallors will enter into
competition with American sailors is
ralsed by the order of the president,
which provides that mnatives of the
archipelago enlisting in the navy shall
receive only hall the pay of mem en-
listing from this country. TFive hun-
filred Fillpinos will be enrolled, and
they will be eligible as coxswaing, sea-
men, ordinary seamen, machinists, fire-
men, coal passers, stewards and cook
and mess altendanis.

The cutting of the rate of pay l= jus-
tifled at the Navy deparement by the
statement that it is In accordance with
the amounts now paid by the merchant
marine of the islands. However, the
order practically euts off from employ-
ment 500 American saflorg, and by
many here is regavded as a menace to
those already employed, since il in-
directly lowers the standard of remun-
erntion.

GOYERNOR STONE
IS SUSTAINED

Supreme Court Decides as to the
Constitutionality of His Action
on School Appropriations.

By Bxelusive Wirs from The Assncinied Prose

Philodelphin, April 22.—The Supreme
court today sustained the constitution-
allty of Governor Htone's action in cut-
ting off by o veto $1,000,000 from the
publiec school apprepriation made by
the state legislature in 1898, The gov-
ernor's right to veto ceitaln parls of
appropriation bills was carvled to the
Supreme court by the Patton township
school district of Centre county, on an
appeal from the decision of Judge Love
of that county, who held that the vetlo
of the governor was constitutional. The
township's school board Instituted pro-
ceedings to recover its portion of the
money which was logt to the Centre
county schools by the governor'a veto,
and applied to Judge Love for o man-
damus. The petition was refused, nml
the case was Immediately carried to
the Bupreme court.

The rvight of the governor to reduce
approprintions had been the subject of
much interest throughout the state,
and several suits, Instituted by zchool
districts to test the legality of the gov-
ernor's action, are now pending, Tha
decigsion of the Supreme court today
will probably cause (he abandonmment
of Lhese suits.

The Ex=Insurgent Expresses Opin
fons as to the Philippines
Situation.

CLAIMS TO BE SINCERE

Says That He Is Doing All Possible
to Assist in the Pacification of the
Islands—He Believes That Tinio,
Luoban, Malvar and Other Repre-
sentative Insurgents Will Surren-
der as Soon as They Can Bs Mnde
to Understand the Conditions.

Manile, April 22.—<A pepresentative
of the Associated Press visited Emilio
Aguinaldo this afternoon at 56 Solano
streot, whither he was romoved from
Malacan, and found him In a large
ronm upstidrs, furnished with a table,
& typewriting machine and twenly
chairs,  Hlis wife, who was entertain-
ing a number of Fllipino women
friends, sat at one end of the room,
while Agulnaldo, smoking a cigar anl
chatting with Benlto Legardo, oceupied
the opposite corner,

Others present were Llentenant lols
onel John 8. Marjory, Forty-flrst Vol
unteer Infaunlry, who has charvge of
Aguinaldo, Licutenant  Gilbert A,
Youngbery, of the Third artillery, amd
Mr. Fisher, General MacArthur's pri-
vatle secretary,

Aguinaldo, whose bearing wuag cour-
teous and  dignified, was dressed in
white, looked well and made an ex-
cellent Impression. Legardo, who only
recently  returned from the United
States, was telling him about the trip
and he seemed Interestod, smiled (re-
quently and asked numerous questlons,
He inquired pavticularly as to Presi-
dent MceKinley and  seemed anxious
to know what was thought of him in
the United States. He was rather
reluctant (o {alk for publication and
consldered every dquestion carefully be-
fore answering. He said hie was doing
all he could to assist in the paeifici-
tion of the Philippines and expressed
HMmself as  surprised at what the
Amerivans had accomplighed. When
he was fiest captured, Tie went on (o
say, he was greatly astonished to flnd
Lthat a majority of the IFllipinos enters
fained the opinion that American sov-
ereignty wis preferable to indepenid-
ence, hut now he was fnolined to be-
lieva rhat way himself. HMe explained
that ginee the dissolution of the In-
surgent congress and the declaration
of guerilla warfare the chlefs had op-
erated to all intents and parposes In-
dependently, They verognized him as
commiander in chief, sending him re-
ports occasionally and he issued sonm
