IS CONVICTED

Held Responsible for the Murder of
the Aged Millionaire and Re-
cluse Wm, Marsh Rice.

New York, March 26—Albert T, Pat-
rivk, lawyer, was thig eovenlng con-
victed of the murder on Sept, 28, 1900,
of the aged millionnire recluse, Willam
Marsh Hice,
