WORK ON BIG PRINTING
PLANT ABOUT TO BEGIN

PROPOSED PRINTERY OF INTERNATIONAL TEXT-BOOK CO.

Work on the superstructure of the big
printing plant of the Internationul Text
Book company is ubout to begini, The
contract has been awarded to Royd-
house, Ayre & Co., of Phlladelphin, and
they are required to have the southern
halt of the bullding completed and
ready for occcupancy before the full, A
temporary partition will be placed at
the end of the completed half, so that
it ean be utilized while the other half
Is being constructed, When completed
the structure will repregent an expendl-
ture of more than 4 guartér of & million
dollars,

The bullding 1s localed on the enst-
erly half of the block bounded by Ash
street, Wyoming avenue and Poplar
street. Its dimensions are 167x460 feet,
The front and rear pavilions are three
stories in helght. The central pavilion,
connecting the other two, is two storles
In height. Pompelian mottled brick 1s
used for the outside construction und
faced brick for the interior, Red sanu
stone will be used for the trimmings.

The first floor of the central pavilion
will be one lurge room, in which will be
locuted the heavy muchinery, such as
the printing presses. It will be lighted

on two sides, un? ulso by u skylght 26

feet wide and 300 fect long, Above |t,
excepting in the space ovcupled by the
Hght-well, will be two lines of rooms to
be used for varvious purposes, such us
binding and the like, The uses to which
the other apavtments will be put have
not yet been definitely declded.

The entrance from Ash street will be
through u stone-lined vestibule leading
to an arvcade with three archways, the
