SEHER DISI‘UTE
AIRED IN COUNCILS

John Waterfleld Appears Before
Oommon Council with a Complaint
Agninst City Engineer for Dis-
connecting the Sewer the Former
Laid=—Interesting Colloquoy Be-
tween Mr, Waterfleld and City
Solicitor Stunrt—The Matter Re-

ferred,

A Mepute over the sower connection
fade by John Waterfield on his proper-
ty on Elghth avenue was glven an in-
terestod airing hefore Common coui-
ol Jast night. Once or twice there was
a crossing of swords by Clty Solicitor
HSiuart and Mr. Waterfleld thal wns
somewhat sharp, Infusing some life and
spirit Into an otherwlize lfeless council
meeting.

It appears that gome time ago, I 0
five or six yenrs, when the sewer was
lild along Mr. Waterfield's property,
he wag asgesgod for the Improvement ot
the tine, but he did not connect with
the sewer. A rule for judgment for the
amount of the assessment, $46 was
gorved on Mr, Waterfield, who through
hig counsgel, Mojor Warren, filed an
piMdavit of defense, The matter rested
at thiz stage, and there was no aetion
fuken untll o few days ago, when M1,
Waterfield, who dld what he supposed
was rlght, wenl ahead and connectuod
with the sewer. When Lhis wis ns-
certained by the cily oflicials, the cily

golleltor Informed the mayor that .\Ir.l

swaoterfield was enjoving the heneflts
of the sewer without paying fTor the
game. The mayor acting on this hint,
dlrpeted Clty Engineer ISupp, yestevdny
morning, to digconnect the spur of plpe
1akd by Waterfleld u few days ago,
'his was done quite effectively sonie-
time yesterduy morning before 7 o'clock
by the city engineer's foree, who dug
down Lo the pipe and smaghed the con-
nectlon,

It was thig that brought Mr. Waters
ficlid betore couneil st night, e was
given the foor, and made o gomewhat
jengthy talk in the course of which he
held that Inasmuch as there wasg o
lien ngainst hig properiy for the cost
of the sewer, the city was exceeding 1ts
rights when it broke the sewer pipe he
luid o fow days before, He insisted
thut I the eity was to Interpose at all,
it was In the courts where there was il
Hen agilnst hig property which could
be readily collected, He could see no
Justice in destroying his sewer con-
nection when the ¢ty was protected by
the len or the judgment. In closing he
charvged that he was being made o tay-
get of for the splte of the city solicltor,
nmerely becausge he had sulte aguinst the
clity geveril yeuars ago,

When Me. Waterfleld concluded, Clty
Solicitor Stunre wag #ent for and open-
ed with o gomewhat different =tory Lo
the aggrieved tax payer.

Mr, Btuart’s explunation was  that
Mr, Witerfield had not paid his sewer
agsessment and that  the  proposition
was quite shimple, If M. Waterfleld
wanted the sgewer, let him pay for it
the siine as every other lax payver, 10
hie wis not willing to _gettle, then et
Lim do without the sewer.

Mr. Stuart  explained  tarther  thit
there wits no lien ngainst My, Waters=
fheld’s property. Judsment  hod ot
been  secwrod agalnet  hing  though o
rule for colection had been granted, The
#0it for the collectlon of the isscis-
nient wag pewling in court, of the
two methods of digposing of The et ler,
the one followed by phe city yesterday,
namely, breaking the sewer conngetion
wis the cugier and the surey,

The ¢ty solicitoy admitted that My,
Wiatertleld was  willlng 1o pay  the
wonnt of the asgessiment yestenday In
arder to prevent the oty enginecr's
men from breaking the pipe, bat he
not willing to pay the which
mmounted o about ten delars.  This
arangement, Mr,o Stuart decloved, e
W o authority only 1O aeeept o -
prove, TThis was o ateer for counclls
Lo dispose of, 1t might remit the costs,
widd It might remil the full amount off
the agsesiment, hut he, M Staart, had
no anthovity in this diveetion,  His duiy
wius plain and he performed it

It was manifest that Mre. Waterlielld
Veslieved thal the civy haodd o Hen agalnst
Lils properiy for the wnount of his as-
spsgment and this wad hils peason for
Cpoing ahead In muking the sewer con-
nectlon,  Ile appeared o think that the
ety could proceed wnd colect” the
gegsinent. This was not true, howesver,
wecording to Clty Solicitor Stuart's ex-
plimittion, The clty was unprotected
