Charles Burns, of Vandling, won the
gold watch offered by The Tribune as
e ''special honor prize"” in its Educa-
tional Contest to the contestant who
gcored the largest number of points
durlng the month of May. Mr. Burns
not only won the watch, but won it
with a splendid margin, one that ad-
mits of no doubt or questlon, beating
Willlam T. S. Rodriguez, of Scranton,
by 66 points, and A. J. Kellerman, also
of Scranton, who has been In the lead
flmost since the day the contest
opened, by 69 points,

The result of the first month's work
in the Educationil Contest will come
as a great surprise to those who have
followed the contest closely. On Sat-
urday morning Mr. Kellerman was in
the lead over all the contestants and
had a comfortable margin of 33 polnts
over his most formidable antagonist,
Afr.

tilned up to Saturday morning.

Baturday's results can havdly fall to
be a surprise to most of the contestants
and their friends.

CALLED A HALT TO JAPAN

Prevented Her Beizing Amoy and
Was Offered Island by China.

fydney Adamson, writing In Leslie's
Weekly, gives an interesting chapter In
Orlental history, now mude public for
the first time. "

“The world,” he says, “may know
that Amoy |8 In China, somewhere on
the conat; It may even agsociate it with
tea, just as In the old dnys Maniln
meant rope, and, to the Initlated,
clgars: but who ever heard of Kblang-
su? Yet Kulangsu Is almost a part of
Amoy—is In very truth an island
abrenst of the old Chinese town. This
I8 the story of how Japan attempted to
selze Amoy, how her game was blovked
by the United States consul at that

for Ihiir-

_port, and shows how the island of Ku-

Iangen was offered to the United States
privately as a special concesslon from
the Chinese government for esaving
Amoy from the Japanese. In line with
the fully declared policy of this coun-
try to stand up for China's Integrity
the offer was refused, but on Its sug-
gestlon Kulangsu was offered to all na-
tiong and has now become an interna-
tlonal trading settlement,

“When President McKinley appointed
A. Burlingame Johnson, a distant rela-
tive of the great Anson Burlingame, of
Chinese diplomatie fame, consul at
Amoy, he happlly placed there a mian
full of energy, alrendy acquainted with
Chinese nffairs by study and, as events
proved, possessed of that statesmanlike
quality of pereeiving conditions before
they become too far developed, which
might be Infurious to his country’s
trade, and—rarer gifts—having suf-
ficlent courage to precipitate actlon,
force an Issue, and diplomatically con-
clude difficult negotintions without re-
quiring more than general Instructions
from Washington.

AMOY IMPORTANT TO AMERICA,

“Consul Johnson, as goon as he began
to study the importance, relatively, of
Amoy to the Philippines, brought to
light and clearly defined some [acts
which arve of the utmosat Importance Lo
the United States in the conduct of her
Fastern policy. Should any power an-
tugonistie to the United States succeed
in galning complete control of Amoy,
the only Chinese port owned and man-
aged by the Chinese government be-
tween which and the Phillppines regu-
lar lines of steamshlps ply, it might
thus at any moment be closed, com-
pelling most of the trade to tuke a new
route through the British settlement of
Hong Kong., This alone would be suf-
ficient renson for a vigorous objection
to any attempt to seize Ainoy.

“In addition to the passenger traffic
between these ports a considerable
trade has also sprung up which, If fos-
tered, will doubtless become of in-
ereased value to the Islands. Amoy as
an open (Chinese port Is also a valuable
coaling station. These considerations,
without further Instancves, clearly show
that the United States has a vital In-
terest In the fate of Amoy, ®

JAPAN HAD EYE ON PORT.

“The Jopanese had been gradually
learning the value of Amoy, and nearly
three years ugo opened negotiations
with the Tsung-ll-Yamen for a settle-
ment there, The original surveys made
at that time included about three-
fourths of the island of Kulangsu.- It
nlso included a strip of a foreshore on
the 'Amoy =lde running almost o mile
along the Inner harbor and extending
some two miles back toward the centre
of the Islund. Tpun a remonstrince
from the United States the plun was
ultered, the whole of Kulangsu wus
omitted, and the settlement on the
other side was reduced to about one-
tenth of vhe original survey.

"The settlement wuas granted to the
Jupanese on this reduced basis, but it
WS in open secret that the government
at Toklo was far from satisfied with its
area. When the outbreank occurred in
1900 In norvth China the Japanese gov-
ernment  Imnedlately dispatched two
men-of-wuar to Amoy and kept from
two to four there until the settlement
question was permunently adjusted, It
wans pluin from the beginning to those
in Amoy that the Japaunese meant to
gelze this opportunity of occupying
Amoy perimanently on their own condl-
tions,

JOHNEON 185 RESOLUTIS,

“Congul Johnson had a diffieult prob-
lem to handle when he found that on a
slight pretext the Japunesge had rushed
troops ashore, plunted guns on the
helghts, nnd were in practical posses-
slon of the place. Add to this circume-
stanee the mutterings of threatened
outbreak, & populuce terrified by the
Jupanese soldlers and fleeing 1o the
hillg, & Chinese army on the point of
mutiny and fts officers appealing In
viiin Lo the viceroy for funds to pay the
men who threuten to desert unless thelr
arrears of pay be forthcoming, and we
have o picture of the conditione which
the American consul found confronting
him. His netlon was vigorous and dip-
lomatic. A protest couched In the
stropgest Lerms demunding the with-
drawal of the troops was handed to the
Jupanese consul for lmmediate trans-
migslon to his government. In fact, it
was stipuluted that an angswer be forth-
coming within twenty-four hours, Sln-
ultuneously the British consul was in-
duced to land marines as a foll to the
Jupanese cliudim and prevent the undis-
puted occupation of Amoy by one
B Eer,

“Phe Japanese had embarked another
contingent of troop# from Formosa, to
strengthen thelr occupution at Amoy,
but they never left the islnnd, As soon
@8 the 1'nlted States protekt rveached
Toklo they were ordered to disemburk,
It was unfortunate thot the Americun
gunboat which the consul had sent foy
should have been delayed. 8he did no
arrive until after the British ship 1sis,
which meanwhlle bud lunded marines
at the consul's request,

JAPAN FALLS INTO THAP,

“A diplomatic trap was lald for Japun
and she very readily fell into It, When
Consgul Johnson requested the with-
drawal of the British mavines the
Britlsh consul pretended (0 hesltate,
