AT LACKAWANNA

ANOTHER OUTBREAK AT WIL-
LIAM A. COLLIERY,

Deputy Bherif Gaffney and District
Committeeman Courtright Loeave
the Preservation of Pence in the
Hands of a Committes of Fifteen
Strikers—Last Evening Coal and
Iron Police Who Were Being Taken
to the Willlam A. Colllery Were
Fired Upon—Boft Coal in Use.

Deputy Eheriff John E. Gaffney, ac-
companied by District Committesimnn
Robert N. Courtright, of the United |
Mine Workers, wore at Lackawanna,
yesterday morning, to prevent threat-
ened repetitions of the disorder there
of the diay and night hefore,

Trouble wns hrewing agaln, but the
arrlval of the deputy sheriff and the
committeeman put a stop to it. The
erowd which had been making trouble
at the Willlam A, colllery of the Lehigh
Valley Coal eompany nesembled, early
in the morning, neay the brenker, de-
termined tp prevent the englneers,
pumpmen and firemen from eontinuing
work., The workmen were accosted a8
thoy drew near the breaker and asked
to turn back. All except one of the
eleven men who had fgnored the sirike
order were won over by the crowd and
returned to thelr homes, The eleventh
man held out agninst the persunslions
of the crowd for some time, but finally,
at the sollcitntion of his sister, agreed
to turn back. He wns escorted to his
home hy Depuly Sheriff Guffney. This
left the mine with only thie bosses nnd
conl and Iron pollee to look aflter Its
sufely,

MEETING OF STRIKERS,

The slrikers were called together hy
Committeeman Courtright and given a
talking to by him. After some dlscus-
slon they agreed to desist from any
more assemlages, and a committee of
fifteen of thelr number was selected by
Courtright to be re-
sponsible for the preservation of order,

Yesterday's rain was scarcely of such
volume as te-cause any notlceable In-
crease In the work the pumps will have
to do, but it had the effect of displny-
ing very plainly the very gencral use
that is being made here of bituminous
conl. The blark smoke of the soft coal
from hundreds of locomotives, factory
chinmeys and the like hung low over
the city as a result of the dimpness
following the shower, and for the first]
thne it was realized that anthracite is
already very largely supplinted by soft
voal, right in the metropolis of the an-
thracite region. Unwashed culm and
snft conl In equal purts Is used in some
furnaces,

The Lackawnnna, Jersey Central and
Delaware and Hudson rallroads are
using un even mixture of washery culin
and soft eoal in thelr locomotives. Sev-
eral induetries, according to loeal coal
dealers and the appearance of the
smoke Issulng from thelr chimneys, are
using pure, unadulternted bituminous.

MORE SHOOTING.

Deputy Sherlff Gaffney and Organlzer
Courtright returned to Scranton at 4 p.
m,, leaving the situation In charge of
the committee of fifteen, At & p. m, a
Lehigh Valley engine ran up to the col-
Hery with five conl and iron police to
relieve the day shift.

The sirikers attncked them us they
left the engine and a running fight re-
sulted, In which there wus more shoot-
ing. No one was hit, as far ns could
be learned, The committesr of fifteen
will Hlkely be increased today by the
addlition of a few deputy sherlifs,

INSTALLATION TONIGHT.

Rev. E. E, Ritter Will Formally Be-
come FPastor of the Holy Trin-
ity Lutheran Church.

This evening at 8 o'clock the formal
Installution of Rev, E, L. Ritler ag pag-
tor of Holy Trinlty Evangellcal Luths
eran church, Adames avenue and Mul-
berry street, will tuke place, and proms-
Iaes to be an event of more than ordl-
nary Interegt In church clreles In this
clty.,

Rev, Edward Frederick Ritter was
born In Freemansburg, Northampton
county, Pu., Moy 22, 1889, and I2 now
33 years of age. He attended the schools
of hls native borough and recelved hils
preliminary education there, At the
age of thirteen he entered the prepara-
tory department of Muhlenberg college,
at Allentown, and though the youngest
member, wias graduated In 1888, as the
gecond-honor man of his ¢lnss, He was
prineipal of the Bernville High school,
Rerks county, for one year and also
tuught the classical languages for sev-
erul terms in Falrview academy, Brod-
headsville, Pa.

In 1850 Mr. Ritter took up the study
of theology In the Lutheran Theologlcal
seminary at Mt, Alry, Philadelphla, He
continued his studles there for two
years and a half, but was obliged, on
account of eye troubles, to relinquish
his course a short time previous to
graduation,

Rev. Ritter accented a call to the
Unlonville parish, in Ontarlo, Canada,
on January 1, 1802, where he was or-
tuined to the office of the holy ministry
on February 3, 1892, when twenty-two
years old. He spent three years in this
field, during which time a handsome
church was bullt and the membership
of the congregations doubled,

In November, 1804, Rev, Ritter was
called to the West Hazleton pavish, in
Pennsylvania, a mission charge con-
slsting of two congregations, which he
aerved most successfully for over seven
VOurs.

During his pastorate at West Hazle-
Lton, Rev, Ritter nlso organized a new
congregation at Shippton and erected
o hundsome church edifice, At West
Huzleton the membership of the con-
gregatlon was more than doubled, 106
moemberg being received by confirma-
tion and 128 by letter and transfer, a
total of 284, A debt of $2,000 wus paid
off, the church bullding completely re-
modelled, a pipe organ secured and a
commodlous parsonage purchased, and
the purish rendered self-sugtaining from
missionary aid,

On February 21, 1902, Rev. Ritter ne-
cepted a call to beeome pastor of Holy
Trinity church of this clty and took
charge of the work here about two
months ago, Committee fram the varl-
ous sovietles connected with the con-
gregation are actlvely engnged in dec-
orating the interlor of the church with
plants and flowers,

Rev, J. 0. Schlinker, of Huzleton, the
president of the Wilkes-Barre confer-
ence of the Fvangelical Lutheran
church and pastor of the largest Pro-
testant congregation (n Luzorne county,
Wil conduct the Installation service
and will dellver the charge to the con-
gregation,

Rev. J. E. Whittaker, D, D,, of Lan-
caster, one of the most prominent min-
isters of the state and widely known ns
an eloquent and logical speaker, will
deliver the charge to the pastor.

Catherine Phllllps, the wife of a
striking mine worker, attempted to
Justify her actlon In Interfering with,
and Intimldating an engineer employed
by the Delaware, Luackawnnna and
Western company at a hearing conduct-
ed before Muglstrate Millar yesterday
morning,

Mrs. Phillips, who llves near the Cen-
tral mine, was arrested at the Instance
of Henry May, Jr.. an engineer who has
been working at that colllery since the
present strike begun, As he was golng
to his work yestorday morning he waas
atopped by a crowd headed by Mrs,
Phillips and was greeted with a chorus
of volees calling “scab.' Mrs, Phillips,
he allegeg, wus the moving spirit of this
crowd, and she threatened him with all
manner of dire things If he continued
at work., The aspect of the crowd was
threatening but May finally munaged
to get away.,

He went before Maglistrate Millar and
swore out a warrant for Mrs, Phillips'
arrest on chuarges of disorderly conduct
and Inciting to riot, A warrant wuas
algo lssued for the arrest of her hus-
band who was charged with being an
accessory. HBoth husband and wife
were arrested and given a hearing,

Mrs., Phlllips  freely ncknowledgedd
Lhat she was gullly of the charges
ugaingt her,

“I called him secab' she sald, “"and
T've been calling him “scab' for three
days because he iz one. Indeed, you
know, he has no right to be working
when there's a strike, Nobody should
work when there's a strike, you know,
No honest man would work then and it

gerves  him vight If he gets Into
trouble.”

“I want you and everyhody who
thinks like you do."” suld the magis-

trute,” to understund that this is a free
country and that the man who wants Lo
worlk has the vight to continue at work
just ms long a8 he wishes and the law
will protect him In the exercise of that
right.
