UNCLE SAM'S LEADERSHIP.

Made Plain in n Few Figures Full
of Instructiveness,

Henry Gannett, of the United States
Gieological Survey, prints in the Forum
for Muy a paper on “Our Industrial
Positlon in the World," The following
pariugeaphs  condense his very con-
densed exposition: The United States
has 5 per cent, of the world's popu-
latlon and 7 per cent. of its land arvea,
Oout of vdch seore of persons one owes
wlleglanee to the United States, China
has more than one-quarter of the
world's Inhabitants: the British empire
ubiout the same; Russla one-twelfth:
the United Stutes, one-twentieth, We
Bave 400,000,000 neves of land under cul-
tivation, which 18 about one-quuarter of
the cultivated lund of the earth. The
I'nited States produces more wheat
thun any other nution (mbout 21 per
coent. of the total), and we export from
ole=iquarter to one-third of our crop.
Our output of malze I8 78 per cent, of
the totul, We produce about one=quars
ter of the oats, o little less than Rus-
sla, but more than Germany, Rye, bar-
Joy and rlee ara trifling crops In the
U'nited States combpured with other
countries, Cotton is supplied to the
wmount of three-guarters of the total
by the Tnited States. Two-thivds of
our crop ls exported. TFor wool the
United Stutes expends $20,000,000 g yenr,
producing only 11 per cent, of the
waorld's crop, Our crop of potatoes is
less than one=-tenth; of sugar of all
kinds only 8§ per cent. (We import
$100,000,000 worth annually.) Our to-
baven crop is 87 per cent, of the total;
of hops 18 per cent.i of wine, 1 per
cent.: of apirits, 10 per cent.: of beer,
19 per cent. Wo produce one-quirter
of the horses and nearly one-quarter of
the cattle, 7 per cent, of the sheep, 40
per cent, of the hogs, about 25 per cent,
of didry products,

OF the entire ugriculturdl output of
the world, the United States gives 23
per cent,, Russla 15 per cent., Germany
und France each 12 per cent. For every
American agricultural lahorer the out-
put 18 vilued at $800, rfor Frenchmen
$480, for Gevmuns 8510, The average
American fiarmer cultivatey forty-four
acres while the Frenchman has thire
teen acrés wnd the German elght, The
Burapean output per acre is, however,
wbhout donble our own,. We make one-
fifth of the vcotton cloth of the world,
onesquartcr of the woollen, 27 per cent,
of the linen, 46 per cent, of the paper,
aboul 30 per cent, of the glass. Thirty-
four per vent. of the lron ore of the
world vomes (rou our mines, and 34
per cent. of the plg fron from our fur-
nices: 47 per vent. of the steel (s pro-
duced here. Germany produces about
twos=thirds as much steel, Great Britain
ibout two-thirds us much pig iron, und
hull a8 much steel, OF manufactured
goods the United Stutes produces about
44 per cent,, Great Britain 10 per cent,,
vermnany 12 per cent., and France 11
per cent, The Amervican artisan Is ex-
traordinarvily effivient, His annual out-

put is worth $1,900, while the French-
man produces $650 yearly, the English-
man $485, the German $450. We pro-
duce 20 per cent, of the world's coal
(Great Britaln 27 per cent.), and 43 per
cent, of the petroleum, 31 per cent. of
the gold, 33 per cent, of the silver, 58
per cent. of the copper, one-quarter of
the lead, 29 per cent, of the quicksilver,
one-quarter of the zinc and 39 per cent.
of all mining products,

We have 200,000 miles of rallway,
which Is 40 per cent. of the world's
mileage: and the tonnage of our ves-
gels is 38 per cent. of the total. The
earnings of the United States are 32
per cent. of the total, those of Great
Britaln 14 per cent.; of Germany, 12
per cent,; of France, 11 per cent. Our
imports are only 8 per cent. of the total
imports of the world, our exports
greater than those of any other coun-
try.

HEROES OF THE BAIL

Sublime Bravery of Two Westera
Tralnmen.

I'rom Vietor, Col,, comes a story of
such a remarkable combination of
heroism, coolness and judgment that it
is matter of regret that there does not
exist a natlonal board of award to dec-
orate the centrial figures in recognition
of their worth as men of nerve and
grit, At Hclipse, on the Florence and
Cripple Creek rallroad, away up In the
most dangerous part of the mountains,
where tracks seem to cling by some
miraculous meang to the steep, rugged
slopes, a loaded freight car broke from
A triln, with Brakeman Lund on top.

# frightful speed, vet bravely staying
at hls post, with almost certain death
ahead. A suburban passenger train
wis due Lo leave Anaconda at about
the same time. Conductor Blondy, on
an englne, gped In pursult of the run-
away car, As he passed Eclipse sta-
tion like a streak of lightning he hurled
a4 message, wrapped around & plece of
vnal, through the window to the oper-
ator, 1t was caught and flashed te
Anaconda just in time to stop the pas-
senger trialn, and the engine, with the
fearless conductor in the cab, whirled
on In the pursuit of life and death,

Those who have traveled In the
mountains of Colorado can imagine the
deudly peril as the freight car and en-
gine rounded treacherous curves with
speed  undiminished, riding on one
track nt times, now apparently going
over the silde Into some canon, now
rearing and threatening to bound up
the hillside ut some sharp change in
the roadbed. ‘The serpentine track was
followed with a flierce determination,
Just four seconds before Anaconda
would have been reached the freight
car wus overtaken. Leaplng through
the window and ¢limbing around to the
pllot, Conductor Blondy made a haz-
ardous coupling at full speed. The air
brakes were applied. The runaway was
brought te a stop. The brakeman re-
mulned at his post. The conductor re-
sumed his engine. The car was laken
back up the hill. Those who sat in the
passenger eoaches at Anaconda prob-
whly never knew how near they were to
death, The conductor and brakeman?
Well, they knew--yes, but it was a
purt of thelr dally exlstence, They ree-
ognized & duty, they had the nerve to
perform it, they had the presence ef
mind and the grit and the brawn to
muke It @ success.
