Gonvention of Return Judges Pre-
sents Mim tor the Upper
Houss ot Gongress!

RESOLUTION IS
ROUNDLY CHEERED

Bpectators Join with Delegates in
Giving the Proposition an Enthu-
siastic Reception—Convention Was
Devoid of Disputes and Every Mo-
tion Was Oarried Unanimously—B.
T. Jayne Elected Chairman—Re-
siilts as Bhown by the Official Com-
putation of Tuesday's Returns,
Names of Return Judges and Vig-
{lance Committees,

Yestorday's convention of the Repuba-
Yican return Jjudges of Lackawanna
county unanimously, and with resound-
ing cheers, adopted a resolution pre-
eenting Congreseman William  Connell
as a candidate for Unlled States Sena-
tor. No intimation had Leen given the
convenifon that such a resolution was
to come hbefore it, Mr. Connell's fit-
nesg for the offlece and the right of
Northeastern Pennsylvania to be rvepre-
gented In the senate has been oft dis-
cussed but no definite steps have ever
been taken to cryetallze a campalgn to
effect this end. ‘That the party in this
county was ripe for the inauguration of
such a campalgn was proven by the
yeception accorded the suggestion con-
tained in the resolution, ‘T'he whole as-
pemblage, delegates and spectators
doined In an enthusiastic outburst of
approving applause, For a tame mat-
ter-of-fact convention such as it other=
wise was, the demonstration was trully
fervid.

The next most noteworihy feature of
the convention was its perfect harmony.
There was not even the semblance of
v dispute over the returns, the officers
pere all clected by acclamation and
the hbest of good spirvit  prevailed
‘hroughout. Some of the delegates
nanted to put before the convention
the question of revoking the Crawford
county system of primaries  but
the moving spirits of the con-
ventlon advised against the question
being considered, because the return
judges had been appolnted and not
elected, and out of & sense of fairness
those favoring the obliteration of the
Crawford system agreed to withhold
their motion until the next conven-
tion,

ONE SESSION.

The absence of contentions made It
possible to complete the business of the
convention in one session, lasting from
10,15 a. m., until 1245 p, m. The ses-
@¢ion took place In the main court room
and was called to order by County

[ Chalrman H, L. Taylor. He read the

lllﬂ. of peturn judges and finding all
'prueut or represented by proxies, pro-
ceeded to have temporary organization
effacted,

On the nomination of John Van Her-
gen, jr., B. T. Jayne, school controller
from the Thirteenth ward, was un-
animously eelected as chalvrman, and
on the nomination of ¥, W, Francis, of
Dalton, Charles R, Acker, Griffith T.
Davis and Walter B. Davis were made
gecretlaries. Permanent organization
wag afterwards effeccted with those as
officers.

My, Javne contented himself with
simply saying that the officers were
grateful for thelr election, and then
proceeded with business,

Thurston Parker, H. A,
C. Drum, W, W. Jones, Dr, Tallle
Phillips, Oscar Ridgeway and J. A,
Bhiffer were named as the committee
on resolutions, A credentials commit-
tee wag appointed, consisting of Grorge
W, Jenkins, F. M. Francls, G, Keller,
John B. Littlejohn, John Reynolds,
John Van Bergen, jr., and C. J. Mirtz,
but as there were no contests of any®
kind, the committee had no occasion to
meet,

The resolutions were read by Chalre-
man Parker. They were as follows:

Tn expedite matters, Chalrman
Jayne, with the consent of the conven-
tlon called on the stentorian-voiced J.
E. Watkins, of Taylor, who was among
the s=pectators to read the returns as
presented by the judges. The return
judge slood by while Mr., Watkins read
the tally sheet, so that there could be
no question but that there was a prac-
tieal compllince of the rule requiring
the return judge to ‘‘rise on the floor
of the convention and announce the
vote as cast In his discriet.”

Secretary Acker had completed a
table froni the returns gathered Tues-
day night, and a few minutes after the
relurn judges had muade thelr report he
had It corrected and footed up., The
other secretariegs concurred In his find-
ing and the winners were formally de-
clared by Chairman Jayne. A motion
by F. M, Travers ecmpowering the
county committee to fll vacancies wae
pasged after which the convention ad-
journed,
