New York, Aug. 13. The solicitude felt
over tho possible stringency of money
wns exemplified by tho effect upon tho
stock margct of a Hurry In the call
money rute to (5 per cent. Tho fact that
stock exchnngo loans made on Friday
carry over until tho following Monday
makes tho customary demand on Friday
somewhat moro urgent than on other
days. As wns to bo expected tho selling
prc3suro was most ocuto upon those
stocks which havo advanced most con-

spicuously of late. Missouri P.iclllc fell a
full two points below last night and tho
other Gould stocks and the Grangers and
Pacifies generally wcro affected In sym-
pathy. Southern Pacific resisted tho de-

cline, but yielded Its opening gain, lecov.
crlng again to about tho best In tho clos-

ing inlty upon enormous dealings. St.
Louis Southwestern preferred also moved
up - points over last night Just at the
close. Pennsylvania, Loulsvlllo and Rock
Island had pctlods of strength. Tho new-
est favorites In the rumors of deals wero
tho Toledo, St. Louis and Western stocks,
which wcro bought In a demonstrative
way by tho western speculative party,
closing nt the top. Tho market generally
closed firm. Total sales, W7.900 shares.
Tho bond market was generally easier.
