LESSON FOR AUGUST 17

JOURNEYING TOWARD CANAAN,
NUMB, X, 20-36,

CONTEXT.—After the burial of Nadab
and Abthu, the ordinary course of life
was restmed i the lemelitish camp,

Further luws were dellvered for the gov-
crument of the Institutions that had been

set up, Much emphasis was luld on the
subject of puriflgatlon ws o prepavation
for worship, ‘hen eame ennetments per
taining to the holy place, the oferings,
the day of wtonement, the show-breid
Bblugphemy, oppression, and redemption,
By Divine divection i census was talon
by trlbes, showing that there wete more
than six hundred thousind  able to go
Torth w war (Nunb, id46.  The ovder
and lovition of the tribes with veference
to the tabernuele was wlso detormined,
both when they wero In eamp wnd on Lthe
mureh.  The levites were, Tovmally lon-
strueted converming thelr dutles. A your
hitd now passed sinee Tsrael came out of
Egypt, and the pnssover was duly ob-
sorved, A Hxed #ignnl, removil of the
clond (Numbers Ix: . owas appointod
ror the urneying, and twoe silver trume-
pets were nuwde (o calling the people,
On tha twentieth day of the sceond month
In the second year, Israel loft the wil-
dernoss of Sinal and moved townrd the
wilderness of Pavan (Numb. x:11-13).

INVITATION —Moges marrvied while a
fugitive in the lund of Midian (IEx. 1i:21),
forty yeurs hefore the exodus. When he
Il Isvael onut of Egyvpt his futher-in-law
vitme to see dm, bhringing his wife, who
had been left bhehind (iEx. xvillil), until
her hushand's mission should be mini-
feat.  When the old gentleman returncd
(Ex. xvilL:29), Hobab, his son, tarrvied in
the camp, content to make o visic with
hia sister and brather-in-law,  Nowthut
Isvael was to move on toward Conaon,
Muoses Invited him to become permanent-
Iy uttached to the congregation amd ae-
company them. As an Inducement he de-
clored the Lord had spoken good con-
cernlng  Isvacl, rolerving, doubtless, to
the promise mude to Abraham  (Gen,
xxxl:le), as well ng to himself (Ex, 1:18;
vii7-8). He also emphasized the fact that
they were going to o lund which had been
romised to them (Gon. xvil:®), for a pos-
sesdlon, And he coupled the invitation
with u promise on his part to do good to
Hobub If he accepted the invitatlon,
This was certulnly o most generous and
NMattering offer. For, while many occur-
rences duving the temporary stay showed
how idolntrous und disobedlent the peo-
ple woere, the same ovents had exhibited
the glory and the power of God and the
wisdom of Moses. On the whole, It was
un encouraging outlook, caleulpted to ex-
cite the ambitlon of any man.

HESITATION.—But  Hobab  did  not
vield to the offer of his brother-ln-law,
"I owill pot go,"" was hin flat refusal, And
he procceded to glve his reason. I will
veturn to my own land," an adjacent dis-
trlet, part of thoe Sinnitle penlnsuls, Ho
mreferrved the plains with which he was
fomiliar to the distent and unknown land
of promise and hope. Aud he added, *1
will return to my own kindred.” Who
were they? The Midianites (Bx, xvil:1),
the descendants of Abraham by Keturah,

the gecond wilfe of thut eminent patrl-
arch (Gen, xxvil), Hobab's father was
a shepherd priest (Ex. 1:8), and his

words on several oceaslons indicato that
he worshipped the God of lsrael (Ex.
AviET-10), that he wan o wise and good
man. It was while in his employ thut
Moses had heard the volee of God ap-
polnting him a leader (Ex. U2, But
hig people wore outside the Abruhamic
covenant, They wered not heirs to the
promisges, They were not in line of the
Messionle hope.  And so, the love of
country and of kin was stronger than all
the promises made by Moses, than all
the attractions of the new natlon abant
to march to Its now home. It I8 not
strange that the declsion was made,
Blood, religion, home—these ties are not
vaslly severed.

ENTREATY —Moses dld not ralter in
his purpose, “Leave us not, | pray thee,"
he pleaded. He argued the case ln cavn-
est words.  larael would pass thiough
un unknown wilderneas, pliching thelr
tents at Intervals. The way would be be-
get with muny difilculties and dangers.
Enemles would rise up sguinst them--
the Ishmaclites, the Amorites, and the
Moabites, But Hobab knew all this ve-

glon, His pastoral life had taken him
over vast sections of It. e knew the
people,  He eould therefore furnish need-

od Information; In fact, hig services wero
essentinl to the expedition,  In all this
plonding Moses exhibited his wisdom. 1lin
foith in God did not lead him to pra-
sumption: he took all possible preeca-
tlon  amuinst defeat, and sought every
availinhle help to Insure sucteds (Luke
Morcover, the argument was i
foveeful one for every true man.  He
would have Hobab feel that he might be
usefuly he would thereby appeal to the
higher nantore, and scours his relativo Dy
o congecration to the interests of A great
ciyuse, 20 overcoming any feeling of per-
sonul preference (I Chron. xxix:b).

PROMISIZ,—And yot the vase was nol
left wholly on that clevated plun. Moses
knew cnough of the general fontures of
humanity te offer o reward for the sor-
vice he sought (Fleb. xii:2). IBven Jesus,
the SBaviour, had rogird to the outcome
of his life-work, nand was therchy
strengthened to endure the cross, and
Moses  denled present for fature good
(Heb, xi And so on this oceasion
the promise was made to the Midianites
“What goodness the Lord shall do unto
us, the pame will we do unto thes' (verse
92). That was the same ns the promise in
the first Invitation. only It was supported
by the gooduess of the Lord. It did nol
rost in the fuithfulness of Moses, but on
the abiYity and mercy of Jehovih, Hobab
hns now k1l the elements for an Intelligent
cholee (Josh, xxiv:li), Behind him wore
the hroad pasture Jands of his native
country and all the nssoclates of the
vears gono by before him the new world,
the new hopes, to be secured by alllance
with Iswiel under the blessing of God.
Our lesson does not record his declglon,
There are pusszuges In every history
(Judges 114, Iv:1l), to Indleate thist he
went, for the Kenites were Midianites,
But some have thought that Hobab still
refused, and that yelatives accompanled
~Moses,

REMOVAL.—At Inst the tenls were
struek and  Isvael moved away, The
order of, the march, Judah in the lead,
Is fully described (Numb, x:14-28). The
ark of the covenunt went before, borne
by tho Lovites. The destination, the next
camping place (Numb. xil:l0), was nortn
of Sinni, where four hundred years before
the son of Hagnr wns saved from death
(Gen, xxbi2l), what had sinee become the
bhome of the Ishmaellites, Aftor traveling
three days, however, n halt was mude,
probably to gecure refreshments for con-
tinning the Journey, We might cuslly
pleture that vast nultitude of people,
spresd out over the pluin. We might im-
ngine the emotlons thoat rilled their
hearts; the hopes of the young, the meni-
orles of the aged, the fears of the un-
belleving, the falth of those who trusted
in God. No such exodus ever occurred in
the history of the vace. And while we
might Indulge In criticlsm of the Me-
brew-Egyptian congregation, they de-
gerved honor. For they were soparating
themselves from the land of their bivth,
marching to Canann, because of reveli-
tions made to thely leader, to become
the people of God (Ex. 111:7-8),

PRESENCE.—One fealure of the Jour-

ney deserves attention more than any
ather. *'The ecloud of the Lord was upon
them,"” or over them, “when they went
aut.” By this they were protected from

the Intense heat of the torvid sun (Psalm
exxini) gpd what was more Important,
they were assiwied of God's presence, &
gunrantee of safely and succcss (lsa,
v, That cloud had already become to
them & symbol and o bleasing, It flrst
appearad while they were In Egym (Kx.
sz, It followed thom over the Red
wea and hung between them and theiv on-
emies (Ex. xiv:19-20), and It directed them
to 8Binal and settled down upon the tah-
crpiele after It was sel up (Ex. xI:35).
How ought they now to vejolce as that
vloud led them forth from Sinal toward
Paran! If the soldier is Inspired to herole
deeds by the form wnd word of his com-

mandant, by the stiains of martial muslc,

ar by the flag of his country waving at
the head of the column, much more might
the heart galn strength as the eyes be-
Iield the chaviet cloud of God moving
slowly toward the promised land.

PRAYER.—Moses' plety was exhibited

in a new form during the journoying.
When the cloud lifted and moved [or-
witrd he exclidmed, "Rise up, Lord!”

=nying In substance, “We are ready to go
when Thou shalt order.” And then he
udded, Lot thine enemles be scattered;
let them that hate flee befere thee,” u
prayer for the trivmph of God's caouse.
This form beeame clossic and found its
wity into the hymns of the people (Plam
Ixvi:l-2) and into the writings of the
prophets (lsa. xxxibd). Here Is blended
the spivit of submisgion with the spivit
of falth, But when the ark,rested, =ignl-
fying that the people should halt (Numb,

Ix:20), Mases sald, *“Return, O Lord,
unto many thousands of lsrael’' Comoe
Thou into our tonts, into our lives. into

our hearts; he Thou our guest, and let us
enjoy the swent rpeépose possible only
through communion with Thee. In these
two forms of prayer Moses expressed his
willirigness to work or yest, to go or
stiy; to march toward Canunn or to abide
quletly in the way. It was the same as
when, pursuant to the -Master's direc-
tion, the disciple prays, “Thy will ue
dono (Matt. vi:lo.

INSTRUCTION.—It 18 woell to go with
them who are In a good way. They who
serve o cause faill not of thelr reward,

We are not called to sacrifice without
hope of galn (Matt., xix:30). ''he future
blessing ought to be more attractive

than present earthly treasure (Luke xiv:
232 We need not fear to go whers and
when God leads whatever symbol of His
presence He glves—clouds, fire, or oross
—that is enough to conflrm our falth, But
we must always be submlisalve—Iis wuy,
Hia time, Tis method, not ours (Lule
xxil:42), The path may bo rough and
durk; if He lends we must not hesl-
tate. The ndvance may be In small stuges
—three days and then a pausc—but what
matters? If He abldes with us we must
walt in patlence (John xiv:iy. The cloud
of the Divine presence is gone the splrit
of life Is near and ever comfurting (Rev.
xxil:2n).
