tiains. I this way 1 hope to create a new
via in tke dissemination of news from
Washington. Hitherto no unewspaper has
attempted  to give authenlic accounts ol
1hings done at Washington before the pub-
lic mind a1 a distance had received its first
‘mpressions fom irresponsible telegraphic
dispatches, or by lewter-writers Liased by
jeculiar views.

W ashington has nuw become so great z
centerof political interest duting all the
year—the proceedings of the Executive De
panuments and the information collecied b3
them even during the recess of Congress is
of so much mportance to ilie interests of
cvery section of the country—that 1 shall
continue the publication of the daily paper
permancuily, with a view to become the
vehicle of the earliest and most correct in-
telligence.

It 1s pant of my plun 1o reduce the price
of the daily paper to half that of similar pa-
pers ; and thus 1 hope 10 extend its circula-
tion so as to wnvite advertisements. 1 will
publish advertisements of the Government.
To subscribers in the cities | hope 10 sud
mit such terms as will induce them 1o ac-
vertise their business in every village
throughout the Union, where the Giobe is
seat daily under the franks of members of
(‘ungress, all of whom take it, and some of
them a large number of copies

The installation of a new Administration
=nd a new Congress portends much change
in the course of public affairs as the result
of ithe next sesssion. Many vast interests
which were brought up in the last Congress
were laid over by'the Democratic majority to
await the action of a Democratic Executive.
The new mudeling of the tanfl; the new
Jand system; the question of giving home-
s1eads, and making every man a freeholder
who may choose 10 become one; the approx
umation of the Atlantic and Pacific oceans
by a nativnal railroad across the terntory ol
ihe Union, reform in the Army, Navy, and
civil oifices—all these great questions, with
a thousand minur ones, deeply affecting
gnltitudes of men and every State in the
1 wion. will, now being matured by public o-
pinion, come up for the Government’s decis
jon.  These new issues, co-operating with
old ones. coming up to be disposed of by
vew actors on the scenes at Washington,
will be apt 1o modify greatly, if not alter es-
sentially, the party orgamizations of the
connlry.

‘I'v these elemeuts of interest another is
likely w be introduced by ihe interposition
of the agitations of Europe. After nearly
forty years of peace in Europe there s an
evident restlessness that now scems fraught
with tendencies threatening war; and if war
comes, in all likelihood there will foliow
such universal change that the Umited
Siates can searcely hope to escape its vor-
tex. Iudesd, from late events it is apparent
1hat our Government is already drawn iuto

Zuropean difficulties. These circumstances
are calculated io draw the public mind to-
watds the next Congress with much expec:
1ation.

The Duily Giobe will be printed on fine
psper, double royal size, with small type,
(brevier and nonpareil,) at five dollars a
year.

The Congressional Globe will also be prin-
ted on a double royal sheet, in book form,
royal quarno size, each number containing
sisteen pages.
