In surrendering my interest in the organ
of a great political party, 1 cherished the
purpose of continuing the Congressional
Globe, and, if possible, in time, to perfect it
mto a full history of the action of Congress,
giving the debates accurately and fully with
the proceedings—all stamped with the verity
of an official record. From the passage in
the letter of General Washington, which 1
