Having proved the
thivil In be a myth, lie proceeded to show
that the only evil spirit now is one created
by tuen themselves, and that piiilualiBrn
throws the most lilit upon that subject.
Mr. MftBsey is a clear, rapid speaker, with
a good command of langungo and flow of
thoughts.

In the opening portion of the lecture, ha
stated that tho human, miud had been
dwnrfed by tho shadow of ideas, the real
meaning of which had been lost. A great
deal of that which had been forced upon us
as God's revelation was a mass of inverted
myths, and we have done nothing sostulti
fyiu as taking those things from a peaplo
so uoiiupire4 and bigotted ns the Jews.
According to the Jews, the Almighty talk-
ed and walked with man and never told
him of the devil or hell, unless it be ad-
mitted, as some claim, that lie was tho
devil liiiuftlf in disguise. The devil is not
the tint urul production of unper verted
iiiiin, but of thoology. In trncin; these
myths we have to go through a great deal
of impurity. As wo get to the fountain
le ad, the stream runs sparkling with pu li-

ly, but further on it litis gathered mud
like a river. The myths, devils included,
are ersouiflcaticus of natural phenomena
perlaiuing to man himself. Religion be-u- au

with nature. With tho Egyptians the
male clement was first the higher. Ano-
ther age changed that, and the female ele-

ment was tho higher. Tho lecturer hero
spoke of the ancient religious and deities,
classing them as male or female, speaking
particularly of the Egyptians, Assyrians,
rhujiiiciuus and Hebrews, in a way that
was rather confusing. Ho seemed to have
foreseen this result, for ho said that if ho
had created some confusion iu his auditors'
mind, it vnu ony show tho confusion of
tne uiu Testament recartline the Creator.
Tho Romish Church was built upou the fe-

male clement, tho motherhood ; the Protes-
tant on the male, the fatherhood. The
serpent at first was not recoguized as a
symbol of evil, but as a beneficent. A la-

ter theology of tho feminine persuasion de-

nounced him us evil.
Tlie devil acquired his name from the

Egyptians, and has his worshippers. The
old French reproeunted a good devil. The
nnnil devil was lost because ihoologists
have always dune their worst to vilify
preceding religions. Here as elsewhere
ccrtaiu natural facts were first symbols of
goodness, aud alterward changed into
things of horror, anil gave birth to hell.
In the book of Job, which is held to be an
Arabian work, Satan is one of tlie sons of
God, and goes forth to be tho tempter of
man. As we go further, we Mud a satani-ca- l

influence lying behiud the serpent. This
is a poor and wretched devil of our Chris-
tian Theology. Imagine a spiritual Uuing
who would Bcem to be created by God ex-

pressly lo torment humanity ! The Devil
of our most ancient traditions, in which
Nature in her darkest moods was personi-
fied aud portrayed, was pretty much play-
ed out until it was revived by the theology
of Luther and Calvin. The Devil of tho
middle ages is poor enough, indeed, and
has become, a grotesque image, for tho poor
ignorant peasant was cunning enough to
outwit him. Jack always triumphed over
tho Giant then, and, indeed, both Devil
and Giant had ono origin. Our forefathers,
the Norsemen, had very little respect for
the Devil, and thought of Hell as the next
best place to Heaven. Tho Non'"cu
kuew naught of a Hell pf Kiiasting I ire.
If thev iwi i.curii of it, it might have
proved the more attractive place of tho two
A good man once went out among them to
enforce that theory, but found himself
in tlie wrong latitude). When he had pic-

tured the burning lake and the tire and ter-
ror of thu place, lie looked about him and
was amazed at the result. Instead of see-
