temple for his recovery.  His brain
undoubtedly became diseased during
his sickness, for from that time he be-
came a changed man. The remain:
ing four years of Ids reign were dis-
graced by some of the most unnatu-
ral amdd eapricious tyvrannies recorded |
in history. e put to death a large
number of his Senators.  Every ten
days he delivered human vietims to
be devoured by wild beasts, and jo-

ing his sceount.” He caused divine
Eonors to be paid to himself, in a tem-
ple erected expressly for that pur-
pose, and under the superintendence
of priests of his own appointment.—
He invited Lis favorite horse, Ineita-
tus, to dine at the royal table, where
he was fed on
wine from jew blets, and but
for his premature desth this animal
would have been raised to the con-|

The carver of Nero was somewhast
like that of Caligula. In vouth he
was notably elever, kindly wnd amia-
ble, and for the first five vears of his
reign  he ruled with clemency and
justice.  He was at this time so bar-
assed by the attempts of his mother
to wrest the seeptre from his hands,
that Liz hrain prolably beeame dis
ordered, that he  was metamorphosed
into a tvrant. He poisoncd his own
brother at a feast to which he had in-
vited him. His mother, Agrippina,
he murdered in ber own bed.  He re-
lentlessly persecuted  the Christains
on the plea that they had set fire to
Rome, He eaused to be executed
Lucan, the poet, and Seneca, the phi-
lnsopher, and kicked bis owa wife to
death. Nor was his own insanity
manifested by acts of cruelty alone.
He had a silly rage for music, and in
hi= morbid ambition to be thought |
the greatest singer of the workd, he
appeared on the stage in the charae-
ter of an operatic performer.  Do-
mitian, Heliogabalus, and possibly
al=o some of the tyrants of Rome,
must have heen of unsound mind.—
Domitian, like Caligula and Nero,
began to reign with generosity, and
under the pressures and worrvings of
zovernment e developed into a mon-
ster. Heliogobalus made his horse
Consul, sppointed a Senate of wo-
men, forced the Romans to worship
a black stone, and prepared golden
swords and daggers, and cords of
silk and gold, in order to put an end
to his own life whenever he saw fir.

All these were the freaks of a mad-
than.  Alexander the Great hebaved
like a lunatie in the latter days of his
reign, and the supposition is plausible,
that if he had survived afiw years

longer he might have beeomea most

impiacable and ecapricicus tyrant
From being very ahstemions he gave
bimself up to debauchery. His lust
for fame hecame s disease, and he
srove for gigantic mmpossibilities,
Robespierre amd some of the other
leaders of the Frenceh Revolation
were probably moge or less insane by
the exciting event= inwhich they took
part. It is certain that Robespierre
was uatively kind-bearted and consid-
erate, for he began life by endeavor-
ing to procure the abolition of capi-
tal punishment.

Louis X1 «f France was insane
both in bis domestie eruelty and in
his caprices. He sbut up his nebles
in cages or hung them on the trees of
the forest.  He lived in eonstant fear
of death, kept ia seclusion in his cas
tle, was on intimate terms with his
hangman, amused himself by watch-
inr battles hetween rats and eats,
drank the blood f children, and tried
various abominable compounds in or-
der to lengthen his fife, Jeffrevs, the
notorious English Judge, was a rav-
inz maniac ; nod that ke was allowed
to preside at the eiregits is o severer
comment on the seientifie ignorasee
than on the political eruelty of the
age.—Dublin  Unicersity Magezine
