that the ssimals bad beem incculated
with hrdrophobia viros and it was
therefore dangerous to handle the ani-
mals A further preoastion taken in
such cases, it is muid, is not to inoculate
animals carsivorous by nature, as they
become terribly ferocions, or any ani-
mnls whose chief means of defense is by
biting.

A cat or dog, for instance, will strive
to bite when afflicted with the disease,
while u rabbit, which is purely a vege-
tarian, will simply mope and dis with
out making any resistance.

It was stated that one steer, which
bad the “‘blackleg,’” remsined at one
of the experiment stations for about
eight years, and the persons there really
became uttached (o it.
