A Sangninary History.
The Abbe Sierocinski was, before the
Polish Revolution of 1831, superior of
the Convent of Basiligns at Ovrens, in
Volhynia. Having taken an active part
in those insurrectionary movements, he
was incorporated in a cossack regiment

| and despatehed to serve in Siberia, where

the ex-abbe migflt often be seen gallop-
ing on a small wild pony, spear in hand.
A professor being required for the mili-
tary school in Armsk, Sierocinski, who
wrote Latin and Greek verses, who conld
deliver lectures in French and German,
and who would readily solve the mostab-
struse problems in algebra and Euclid,
was nominated to the vacant post, whilst
he was retained in the reglmgantul ml!-
call. The abbe, though physically deli-
cate and sensitive like a woman, Was men-
tally a Napoleon in enterprise. He or-
ganized a vast conspiracy, in Wl}iqh con-
viets, soldiers and officers participated.
Prussians, Tartars, Siberians and Kirghiz
entered into his plans. A gel_leral revolt
was to take place. The conspirators were
to have seized the fdrtress ; commencing
by possessing themselves of the whole
park of artillery, and then to wait for
events. In ease of reverses, they wereto
march on Bokhara on their way to British
East India,

On the- eve of the rising, two of the
conspirators revealed all to the Governor,
whether through hopes of reward, or be-
cause their hearts failed them, we cannet
say. Innumerable arrests were made.
Three consecntive commissioners in vain
endeavored to unravel the intricate
threads of the combination. Eventually,
Sierocinski and fiyg of' the leaders were
condemned_to n thousands blows
each ©f the rod.” A thousand other men
were senfenced to minor punishments,
beginning from two thousand blows to
transportation with hard Iabor.

In March, 1937, two battalions were
drawn up in the great square of Armsk,
under the'ordeis of .General Galafejew,
the cruel servant of a crumel masfer.
Sierocinski and his companions were
brought out, and the judgment was read
aloud, the words ““ without merey,” which
it contained, being especially emphasized.
The culprits were stripped to the waist,
and their hands were tied behind to a
bayenet. Fach one by turns walked
along the whole of one battalion, every
soldier administering to him a blow with
a rod with full strength. A thousand
blows fell, and then each miserable, torn,
bleeding vietim was sent back to receive
another thousand. On thethird journey
they all fell dzad. Bierocinski had been
kept until the last, that he might behold
the tortures siffered by his friends. A
military surgeon tendered him a small
vial, containirig some drops ef eordial,
which he refwsed, ecrying—*I want not
your drops. jJake my blood and drink it!”
He started o1 his fearful journey, sing-
ing, Misererenei, Deus, secundum magnam
miserecordian fwmn, and his wild aceents
were gradualy lost in the loud thud of
the sticks striking his bare flesh, and in
the'loud wordsof command of the general
shonting, “Strikeharder ! strike harder!”
When Sierocinski receivad the fiist thou-
sand blows he fell fainting, his blood
dripping on the snow. He was placed
upright on a slecge, and tied so as to ex-
pose his ‘back to the full weight of the
deseending rods. The unhappy man con-
tinued to groan kil he was dragged four
times before the bartalion. He then be-
came silent. The last three thounsand
blows fell on a ecrpse.—Dublin Universi-
ty Magazine.

Yellow globes and imperial
beets were grown on o part of the same
field the year previous, aban expense of
about 870 per acre, yet the yeld was so
much greater that the cost of the roots
was about two cents per hushel less than
the cost of the last season’s crop. The
speaker advocated feeding cattle a regular
portion of roots each day, the whole time
they are confined from pasture in cold
weather, as preferable to partial feeding,
ns, for example, omitting roots while
cows nre dry at midwinter. He express-

beets are as good, if not better, for the
production of rich milk than grain. In
conclusion, Mr. Lewis said that, after
carefully looking at the subject in all its
bearings, he had come to the conclusion
that beets for eattle food are well worth
full as many eents per bushel, as good
bay is worth dollars per ton, and that
the average cost per bushel, when stored
in the cellar, with every item of expense
ineluded does not exceed eight ecents per
bushel. Now, as the price of hay in
Central New York will probably average
at least $10 per ton or aver, for the next
decade, there cannot beany risk in grow-
ing beats for dairy stoek. To convince
themselves, if they are still undeaided,
dairymen and other farmers should put
in a small piece each year and carefully
