ATTENTION TO DETAILS.

Careful attention to detalls very often
i# the tursing point between a profit and
o loss,  This is more noticeable where
competition is strong in the farming
line, while pricesare low aod flactuat-
ing. Hente make the best use of each
day. Have the men do some work that
tells to mdvantage. Do not let crops go
to waste, but secure them promptly when
mutured, look after the stook while at
pasture, mve the work animals healthy
food, feed regularly, and do not wator
when too warm. 1f the harness, vehioles
or machinery have say wonk points, ro-
pair in time and do not wait until a
Lrenk oocurs that may cause heurs of lost
tmo in a busy senson.  Keep the fences
in good ropair, thoreby saving your own
crops and keeping on good terma with
vour neighbors,  Bell crops and stock
when a fair price can be obtained. If a
neighbor has stock for sale cheap and
you bave the pasture, or feed, to atill
further add to it value, then make a
deal.  Trading sharpens tho wits, and
muked one more observant of hovest op-
portunities.—Americau Agriculturist.

DRAINAGR.

It is never out of plsce nor a waste of
time or money to deain wet land.  With-
out proper drasnage thero can be no surely
successful agriculture; and in very many
vases too much depeadence is  placed
upon patural drafonge, It ie doubtlul if
there is any soil that cannot be some-
what benefited by uoder draning., If
ilry, the deaing let in the air, from which
the ecooler carth absiracts the moistare
to the benelit of the crop; if wet, they
furnish an outlet for the surplus mois-
ture and this benefita the crop. For it
i2 an undeniable fact that either too lit-
tle or too much moisture is injurious. If
too little, there is no circulation of water
lu the so1l and the plant not only suffers
from thirst, but starves for want of
liquid containing available food; if too
much, the plant takes up too much water
and it is too weak in nutriment to fur-
nish sufficient food, so the plant literally
both drowns and starves, Hitherto very
little nttention has been paid to the oir-
culation of water in the soll, but it is
found that this is one of the most im-
poriant considerations in the growing of
s erop and is beginning to receive enrnest
attention from leading sciontists, —Mirror
and Farmer.

ECONOMY IN FERDING CORN,

The science of feeding hay made
greater progress during the past tweaty-
five years than has been mado in any
other department of sclence.  There is
up kiad of feed of which this is more
true than of corn,  There 18 much less
wasteof eorn now, aod the ration is
merely to be so balanced with other
foods us to produce the best resalts. It
1s hardly too much to say that of the
old-time corn feeding fully half wis
either wastoed, or worst still, was so fed as
to do quite as much harm as it did good.
We bhave often heard of young pigs
stunted nnd tneir digestion ruined for
life by 100 early and exclusize feading
of corn. Probably one reason why
breciling sows 80 as to let them farrow
in the spring hias become popular, was
because at this season corn war apt to
be scurce and not fed so liberal a3 in
the fall. 'With s whole summer's run in
the pasture and fed oo swill with littlg
corn, the pigs by the time they were six
or seven months old could be fed freely
with eorn without Injury.

By feeding more wheat bran and milk
feed toall young animals, a considern-
ble propurtion of corn may be giveu
with great advantage, Both are much
better for all soimals than sither alone.
It is often thought that full-grown fat-
tening bogs do baest with nothing except
corn, Il laying on fat to be converted
into greass or lard be the object this
may be true, But a rauch better qual-

Tho
perches atiould bo of wood two Inches
wide, coversd ontirely with tar paper,
and hung from wires overhend. The ob-
Joot of using tar paper nud the wire bang-
ers in to lessen the number of harboring
plnoes for lice; they will never be found
where tar paper is freoly used.

Sprinkle with dry lime, dust the floor
ol the house, the nests and perches once
in twoor thres woeks in summer, and
two or three times duriag the winter,
Aleo sprinkle the yards with Hme about
once a month during the summer. Lime
in aleo an excellent powder to rub into
tho feathers of the {owls, if, in spite of
all precantions, they become infeated
with vermin, Lastly, lim# being an
lmportant element fa the composition of
egg ahells, it can be thus constantly and
readily obtained by the hens, Boft
shielled egge will be almost unknown, if
Lime is used as above direoted. The oe-
casional use of a little kerosene oil on the
perches, sod in the nest boxes, will add
to thelr freedom from lice—kerosene is
nlso a tolernbly sure cure for scales on the
legs., If o fowl is thus aflicted, have
some one hold it by the wings, then hold
the leg out nad slightly upward, by the
toe nail, and pour keresene all over the
foot sud leg from the toes to the body.

Yards used by fowls must be spaded
up about once & mouth In the summer,
Also, nt least twice a year, the earth in
the yard, and in the house—if it has an
earth floor—should be removed to a
depth of six inches, and fresh earth sub-
stituted. If fowls are practioally eon-
fined in yards all the time, they must be
supplied with pleaty of fresh green food,
such ns woeds, grass, vegetabls tops,
ete. 1f possible, lot them out for sn hour
or two ench day for a run 1 an adjoin.
ing grass plat during the summer, Fowls,
having a fres rauge over & pasture, or
other lnod, witl do fully as well if kept
confined in the yard until nearly noon
euch day, letting them out for she rest
of the time,

Fowls will eat all table refuse, grains,
moal mush senided aod mixed with other
foods, various kinds of green stuff, in
fact, slmost everything that can be esten
by nny living creature. 1f they are
confined in the yard nearly all day and
every day, they should have in summer
a morning ration made of two parts of
bras meal to one of wheat, whent scsesn-
ings, cracked corn, oats, oatmeal, carn
meal, ete., varying the mixture ss much
as possible from day to day. A little
salt, red pepper and powdered olhnrcoal
in tuis feed will be greatly beoeficial.
About four quarts of this mixed feed
will do for twelve to filtuen fowls, Dur.
ing the middle of the day give the table
refuse in several insteliments, if possi-
ble. Before sundown give a light foed
of corn, oats, wheat, barley, or what.
ever grain may be convenient, In the
winter, feed more of it, strving the
breakfast hot,

In summer give fresh water rt least
twice uday, if the fowls have not access
to u running stream. In winter they
should bave fresh water nt least three
time: a day, as It soon freeses, Use
shallow pnans, with but a small portion
of the pan inside their yard fence, the
rest being outmde, and all covered from
the sun, All vessels used for food or
water must boe lkept substantially clean,
—American Agricalturist.
