CRUAM THAT WILL ¥OT MAKE FUTTER

Tt is often tho esse that the oream
of the milk of » cow due to ealve in
two or three months will not make
butter, but foams in the chinrn und
rapidly besomes very sour. The milk
of n ecow undergoes a change about
thia time, and some cows are so af-
feeted that the ercam will not yield
nny butier. Every ecow should be
drfml off, if the milk does not stop
natarally, two months before the ealf
is due. At any rate, good butter cun-
not be made from the milk so near
ealving. This pondition of the milk,
of course, is at once evident in a sin-
gle cow, but doubiless there are cows
in herds in tho same condition, but
aro not detected, 1t shows how newd-
ful it is that a sirict wateh should be
kept on each of the cows in a herd. —
New York Times.

SLOW OR PAST DRYING,

It makes a grest difference in the
value of corn fodder whether it is cut
doring warm, dry weather, when it
will enre rapidly, or Iater, whon rains
and cold make it dry out more slowly,
All the time it is moist some waste is
going on in the nulritive value of the
stalk. When the drying ia hastened
the wasto issmall; when it is pro
tracted by rains, especially with warm
wenther, the waste is much greater,
It is not stopped ontirely by cold
wenther,  As tho moisture freezes ont
of the stalks it is found that the woody
fibre is ineressed and the nutritive
value has decressed in like proportion,
Every farmer knows that cornstalks
after repeated freezing nand thawing
become of little value for feeding.
They are dry, tasteless, aud the stock
will not eat them readily, as they do
the partly-iried stalk at the begin-
ning of winter. Much is said about
the waste of nutrition by fermentation
in the silo, There is such waste, but
it is trivial compared with the waste
of cornstalks by slow drying. The silo
makes the nutrition more available b
partly ecooking the food.— Boston
Cultivator,

COLIC IN HORSES,

Irregnlar feeding in vhe matter of
hours, long fasts and too great quan-
tity given nt long intervals are fre-
gbm-nt oauses of colie, says the New

ork World, Irregular work is not
withont its influence -a twenty-mile
journey once a week is likely to be
productive of more mischief than the
same distance every day. A Lorse put
to hard work at intervals cannot be
kept in condition, Horses ought to
be fod lute at night and early in the
morning; they should have nt lenst
two hoars to consume and digest the
morning feed before being takon out
to work, and if not returned to the
stable when the next feed is due,
should be provided with nose bags.

Ohanges of food should be intro-
duced gradually. Horses muy bo fod
with impunity on what will make them
seriously ill if care is not taken to
make the change grodually. Thps,
green food, when it first comes in,
and ia young and suceulent, often
canscs gripes, bocause fod too largely
to the exclusion of the ncenstomerl
dry materinl. If o small quantity is
| ent with the hay ohafl to begin with,
the horse is less greedy about it when
a larger quantity is allowed, and the
digestive organs s gradunily become
sccustomed to tho ohange. Attention
to the preveution of colie is much bet-
ter than the possession of & reefpe for
its oure, for sote day the recipe misses
fire, and death wius the mateh. Apart
from this, an attack successfully dealt
with still mean: loss of service for

somo time-—very often at & busy
periodl. :

FERDING AFFLES TO COWA

Phoro has long beon &  praetioal
opinion wmong farmers that while
swoel apples might be fed to cows
with entisfactory results, sour apples
were very injurious for them; but

real feeding value of apples. At the
Vermont station apple pomsce, en-
silaged, aud ueed supplementiry to
aud in part as a substitute for corn
ensilage, was found to be relished by

There hns never been n geason in all
tho contral Wost when something of
that sort was more of a comfort to its
possessor than it will likely be within
the next nine months, Henos I wonld
g8y Lo every farmer who reads this,

do not fail to sow, and sow early (in
faot jnst as soon as the gronnd can be
put in proper condition), a goodly
arcn of rye for pasture, Don't dow it
for grain, but for pasturage; make
the most of it for grazing, and if
oventoally it also vields some grain
worth harvesting, welland good. If
you ean't seonre the seed readily, sow
wheat just as yon would rye; if it is
not o plnmp, high geade article, that
will ent but a small figure 1f sonnd,
If of small or shrunken berry I wonld
not sow less than five pecks to the
acre; if plump a bushel and a half
wonld be none too much ; atall events,
use plenty, and don't be afraid of
having too many acres. I haven't

burns, In one case the skin reddoens
at first and turnn bine the following
duy, and subsequently the area of the
spot expands until it becomes noarly
donble ite original dimeusions. The
“harn,"” which is nsuslly not healed
until five or six weaks after it ooonr-
derioe; in nocompaniod by & very pain-
ful iteling on the affected t and
the snrrounding tissuen, on the
burning is more serions, produesd by
longer contact with the cold body, a
burning of the second degree is ex-
perienced, In this onss the skin ia
rapidly detached, and all parts reached
by the cold belisve like foreign bod-
fex. A long snd stubborn suppura-
tion wots in, which doea not seem to
accelerate the reconstitution of the
timmnos, The wonnds are malignang,
nnd soar very slowly in s manner en-
tirely different from burns produced
by fire.

On one oceasion, when M. Piotet
was suffering from & severe burn due
to a drop of liquid ir, he sccidental-
Iy scorolied the same hand very se-
riously, The scorched portion was
healed in ten or twelve dsys, bot the
wound prodaced by the eold burn was
open for npward of six mouths Tn
order to try the effieot of radiation in
dry cold air, M. Pictet held his bare
arm up to the elbow in » refrigerat-
ing vessel maintained at 105 de
when a sensation of & pecnliarly dis-
tinot charscter was felt over the whole
skin and throughout the mnscles. At
first this sensation was not very disa-
greeable, but gradnally it beoame de-
cidedly so, aud after three or four
minutes the skin torned blue and the
pain bocome more intonse and deep
gested. On withdrawing the arm from
the refrigerator at the end of ten
minutes n strong renction was exper-
ienced, aceompanied by a superfloial
infinmmation of the skin,—Nowcastle
Chroniocle.
