PROPOSED  AMENDMENTS

TO THE CONSTITUTION SUBMIT-
TED TO THB CITIZENS OF THIS

VANIA, AND PUBLISHED BY OR-
DER OF THE BECRETARY OF THB
QOMMONWEALTH, IN PURSU-
ANCE OF ARTICLH XVIIl OF THE
CONBTITUTION.
Number One,
A JOINT RESOLUTION,

Proposing an amendment to article
nine, section four, of thw Constitu
tion of the Con_m_&'«ml.h of Penn-
sylvanin, authorizing the State to
{ssue bonds to the amount of fifty
millions of dollars for the improve-
ment of the highways of the Com-
monwealth,

Sectlon 1. Be It resolved by the
Benate and House of Hepresentatives
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
in General Assembly met, That the
following amendment to the Constitu-
tlon of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vanla be, and the same is hereby, pro-
poseéd, In meveordance with the elgh-
teenth article thereof:—

That section four of article nine,
which reads as follows:

“Sectlon 4. No debt shall be creat-
ed by or on behalf of the State, ex-
cept to supply casual deficlencles of
revenue, repel invasion, suppress lo-
surrection, defend the State In war, or
to pay existing debt; and the debt
created to supply deflelency In rev-
enue ghall never excead, In the aggre-
grate at any one time, one milllon of
doliars,” be nmendod so s to read as
follows:

Section 4. No debt sball be created
by or on behalf of the Btate, except
to supply casual deficlencles o1 rev-
enue, repel Invaslon, suppress Insur-
rection, defend the State in war, or to
pay exlsting debt; and the debt creat-
ed to supply deficlencles in revenue
shall never excead, In the aggregute
at any ons time, one million of dol-
lars: Provided, however, ‘ihat the
General Assembly, irrespective of any
debt, may authorize the State to lssue
bonds to the amount of fifty millions
of dollars for the purpose of lmprov-
ing and rebuilding the highways of
the Commonwealth,

A CONCURRENT RBSOLUTION.
Broposing an nmendment to section

three of artlele eight of the Consti-
tution of Pennsylvania,

Section 1. Be it resolved by the
House of Representatives of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania (if the
Senate concur), That the following I8
proposed 48 an amendment to the Con.

All elections for judges of
the courts for the several judicial dis
tricts, and for county, city, ward, bor
ough, and township officers, for regu

lar torms of servics, shall ba held on
the munioipal election day; namely, the
Tuesday next following the first Mon-
day of November in each odd-number-
od year, but the CGeneral Assembly
may by law flx 4 different day, two
thirds of all the members of ecuch
House consenting thereto: Provided,
That such electlons shall be held in
an odd-numbered year: Provided fur-
ther, That all judges for the courts
of the severnl judicinl districts hold-
Ing oftice at the present time, whose
terms of office may end in an odd-
numbered year, shall continue to hold
their offices until the first Monday of
January In the pext succeeding even-
numbered year,

“All taxes shall be uniform, upon
the same class of gubjects, within the
territorial limits of the authority levy-
ing the tax, and shall be levied and
collected under general laws; but the
Genernl Assembly way, by general
laws, exempt from taxation public
property used for public purposes,
actual places of religlous worshlp,
places of burlal not used or held for
private or corporate profit, and institu-
tions of purely public charity,” so as
1o read as follows:

All taxes shall be uniform upon the
same cings of subjects, within the ter-
ritorial limits of the suthority levying
the tax, and shall be levied and col-
legted under general laws, and the
sutfects of twxation may be classified
for the purpose of laying graded or
progressive taxes; but the General
Assembly may, by general laws, ex-
empt from taxation public property
used for public purposes, actual places
of rellglous worship, places of burial
not used or held for private or cor
porate profit, and institutions of pure-
ly public charity.

Be it resolved by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania In Gener-
al Assembly met, That the follow-
ing Is proposed ss an amendment to
the Constitution of Pennsylvaunia, in

Artlcle IX,

Section 15. No obligations which
have been heretofore Issued, or which
may hereafter be issued, by any coun-
ty or municipality, other than FPhila-
delphla, to provide for the construc-
tion or acquisition of waterworks,
subways, underground rallways or
street raillways, or the appurtenances
thereof, shall be considered as a debt
of a municipality, within the meaning
of section elght of article nine of -the
Constitution of Penusylvania or of
this amendment, If the net revenue
derived from sald property for a per
iod of five years, either before or after
the acquisition thereof, or, where the
same |s constructed by the county or
municipality, after the completion
thereof, shall have been sufficient to
pay Interest and sinking-fund charges
during sald period upon sald obliga
tions, or if the sald obligations shall
be secured by liens upon the respec:
tive properties, and shall impose no
municipal Nability, Where municl-
palities ot countles shall issue obliga-
tions to provide for the construction
of property, as hereln provided, sald
sald municipalities or counties may
also issue obligations to provide for
the Interest and sinking-fund charges
accruing thereon until said properties
shall have been completed and in op-
eration for a period of one year; and
sald municipalities and countles shall
not be required to levy a tax to pay
sald Interest and sinking-fund eharges,
as required by section ten of article
nine of the Constitution of Penusyi-
vania, until after sald properties shall
have been operated by said counties
or muunieipalities during sald period
of one year, Aoy of the sald municl
palities or counties may incur indebt
edness In excess of seven per centum,
and not exceeding ten per centum, of
the assessed valuation of the taxable
property therein, if sald increase of
indebtedness shall have been agsented
Lo by threedifths of the electors volt-
ing at a publie election, In such man-
ner as shail be provided by law.

AGTIGN  DISPLEASES CROWD

Judge Mulvena Conducts Court With
Iron Hand and Threatens to Lock
Up Anyone Making Demonstration.

Coatlcook, Que,, Sept. #.—=The com-
plaint which charged that Willinm
Travers Jerome, New York's special
attorney general to take Hurry Thaw
out of Canada and back to Matteawan,
was 8 common gambler, wus dismissed
by Muglstrate Mulvenas,

Jerome walked out of the court
house a free man and immediately
ptarted la ao auto for lsland Pont, Vi
He will not return to Canada untid
Sept. 16, when Thaw's latest writ of
habeas corpus will come up for argu-
ment before the court of King's bench
ut Montreal,

But Jerome did not get out of the
Coatleook courthouse without a slight
show of animosity on the part of «
gnng of roughly clad farm hands, As
goon as Magistrate Mulvena had glven
Jerome his ncguittal, which was ac-
companied by & lttle speech that
amounted to an apology from the do-
minlon at large, the crowd which
filled every avallable spuce In the
courtroom surged forward,

There was a faint attempt at ap
plause from one side. From the other
came a low snarl from many deep
volees which before it rose to the howl
that It threatened was guelled by
Magistrate Mulvens, who sprang to
his feet and banging his fist on his
vench cried; “Order! Order! If any
ony attempts o demonstration | shall
lave him before me for contempt of
court.'”

The events of the day were not un-
like & Broadway comic opera, Justice
James MeKee, who isgued the com:-
plaint on which Jerome was arrested,
sat In 8 grocery hurling unpleasant
comments at Magistrate Mulvenn of
the superlor court who had assumed
charge of the case.

Alter considerable debate after court
was convened it was finally discovered
that Ballift Jobn Andrews had the
complaint in his possession and hod
disappeared from town. Mulvena re-
fused to go ahead with the case with-
out the papers and the hearing had to
be adjourned while searching parties
ware sent out for Andrews, The miss-
ing ballif was oot found for some
time, but finally appeared bringing
with him Wilfred Aldrich, complainant
in the case.

Harry K. Thaw's Canadian lawyers
saved him from deportation into Ver
mont in the sixtieth second by secur
Ing a new writ of habeas corpus [rom
the court of King's bench, appeal side,
at Montreal,

S0 close wore the connectlons in a
day of events that moved rapidly thut
it required a special train trayeling a
times seventy miles an hour to hring
the saving writ to Coaticooke before
Thaw could be bustled into an auto
mobile and hurried nioe miles o Nor
tons Mills, Vi,

Shortly before the writ was lssued
at Montregl Willlum Travers Jerome
wns arrested In Coatleooke clhiarged
with gambl'ng and locked up in Jail
After an hour spent In & ¢ell be was
released on $H00 ball to appear hefore
& Justice of the peace,

The new procecdings 1l Keep
Thaw fn Canadan for an Indefinite
period,  Attorney Greenshilelds says

that he has been directed by Ex-Gov.
ernor Stone of Pennsylvanin to nppeal
and reappenl Thaw's case right up to
the king's privy council in Loondon if
Recessary.

“There Is not a chance,” he eirld,
“that this case will be over in less
than six months, £ we have Lo take
it to the privy conncil we will do so.

The new writ ¥ an attack at the
constitutiona ity of the dominion Immi-
gration aet. It strikes at the root of
that document. It Is pointed out by
Mr. Greensbields that a Canadian in
Thaw's place would have had the right
to appeal to the courts from the de
vision of the bourd of Inquiry, while
an alien hag not that right under the
act.

When the specinl train landed Mr.
Greonshields and M. K. LaFlamme at
Coaticooke they went directly to see
Thaw. He was told that they haed
been direetod by Kx-Governor Stone to
